rOSTMASTBffS.
One of the rules prepared by the Civil Ser-

vice Commission and adopted by the Presi-

dent requires that all postmasters hereafter
appointed, whose salaries amount to $200
per annum or over, shall b: subjected to a
test of competitive examination. A list has
now been completed in the Postoffiee De
partment, showing that the total number of
inch offices is 5,102. When vacancies occur
in the larger of these cices the rules of pro
motion is to be applied if any subordinate
therein is found to be fitted after examina-

tion. In case of a failure to pass examina-

tion, or the absence of subordinates desiring
promotion, the office will be open for public
competition. In addition to this class of
offices the books of the department show
that there are about twenty-fiv- e thousand
postmasters whose salaries do not amount to
$200 per annum. These appointments will
continue to be made upon simple application
supported by testlmoniala of character satis
factory to the Postmaster Geaeral. A large
proportion of the places are being held
iaerey for the aecomraodation of the public.
About one-ha- lf of the total Bom-
ber of postmasters receiv a compensa-
tion not exceeding fifty dollars a year. '

A F&reweU Letter to bis Brothers.
