If the pinching weather freeses young or
old blood into = horror of worse things to
come, it may console such to kmow that
worse things have happened, and the world
survived. The year of 1816, or “‘the dark
year,” or the year “‘eighteen hundred and
starved to death,” was also known as “‘the
year without a summer,” and the coldest
ever experienced within the memory of man
on this or the eastern continent. The pre-
vious December was very cold; but January
was 9o mild that fires were scarcely needed.
February was aleo genial, followed by an or-
dipary March, with cold and boisterous
opening we ther, bat milder at the close.
A ferocious May killed buds and fruits with
half an inch of ice, and fields were planted
and replanted with corn, which was con-
stantly nipped by the frost. Frost, ice and
mow in June killed nearly every greea thing
and desiroyed nearly all the fruit. Soow
foll ten inches deep in Vermont, and
covered the ground in Massachusetis
and New York. On the fifth of July ice
thick as window glass was formed. Indian
corn was badly damaged, and what survived
was still more injured by the Aungust ice,
Farmers were obliged to plant in the spring
of 1817 the corn of 1815. It cost from four
dollars to five dollars & bushel, The West-
em farmers who are barning their corn ior
foel may take the hint.
