A whole winter spent in tLe gallery of the
Senate would scarcely reveal the fact of this
maa's presence upon the floor. The Senate
is lull of men like hies; but, like the while
caps which fleck the tide, it k not easy lo
dirUntuish one from another. But, for all
this, Caldwell is a dangerous man, and "use-
ful" in hi way; hi alone made it
possible for him to attain hie infamy of dis-

tinction. The legviators who preferred his
claim to those of other perron were in-

duced lo see hi fitoei by such an iiuigniS-ca- nt

argument as a ihou-iac- dollars lor a
vote. According lo tba testimony bis com
petitor, Oovernor Carney, was persuaded to
get out of hi way for fifteen tl.ous.isid do-
llar, and got seven thousand dollar beside
for "electioneering expenses " And it is
said that the money thus spent in Cildwell'n
behalf was not bis, but the corruption fund of
tne man who expeod l own biui af er pur-
chasing his election. If he hd not been
their instrument in their tobs he would be
doubly a villain; but his record show that
be is indeed a supple tool. V e should hes-
itate to speak to him thus if theve fact had
not been clearly shown in tbe inverigation
which is now in progress. His nmuet-tio-

with the use of the money for ihe purpore of
bribery seems beyond sll doubt, utilos, in-

deed, the sworn testimony is both false sn.l
islicious. A it standi it is too bold aud

clear tn be mistaken, and marks him as a
man who is a disgrace to hi Hiate, to the
Senate, and lo tbe countrr. If it it true.
any unnecersiry delay in hi punishment
will be a crime only less heinous than his
on offence. The first duty in this afiiir
devolve upon the Senate the duty of his
immediate expulsion from tbe Imly of
hkh be is unlit to be a member. But this

will not entirely cover the case or satisfy the
demands of justice. This man must go
from the Senate to the Penitenthry. lie
ha falsely worn the badge of a
now let him assume the stripes ot
a convict. He has shown him-
self sv faithless in his high, position
a be was unscrupulous in obtaining it. Tbe
least that be can do by way of repentance is
to serve his State breaking stones in his prison
clothes. If we would a ive the Republic, we
must make of him an example to iwlitical
cormptionists. His name must stink in the
nostrils of all honest and dixhonest men,
and his fame become undying infamy. He
was execrable in hi acts; let him be execrat-
ed in ibe mouths of his countrymen. Others
in the Senate are a bad aa he, but their
guilt baa not been established. A Xemesi
awaits the othera also, and, sooner or later,
it will fall like a thunderbolt, blasting their
lives and their reputation. Upon Caldwell
it has fallen already, and even now he may
cry oot with Caasin, "Reputation, reputa-
tion, reputation ! Ob, I have lost tnv repu-
tation! I have Iot the immortal part of
myself, and what remains U brs'iil!''

"The testimony in Caldwell's case is so
straightforward and seems to fix the charge
of bribery as completely upon the Seuator,
nat in nis case tne uauie cannot tie evauru.

The man who buys his way into the Senate
s fit only for the penitentiary, and we ex-

pect this to be the end of Cild well's career,
for nothing short of it will satisfy the people.

Tbe textiuiony of Carney in
tbe CiMwell case is enough to make one
doubt whether such a Ihinit as legi'lstive
honesty exists any longer in Ihe United
State. When Mr. Caldwell made up bis
mind to go into the contest fur the

he vowid ibat he would win if it cot
bim $230,000. Hi first operation was to
buy cfi hi competitor, Mr. Carney, for the
rum oi siu.uuu uown, ana o,wu conutiiou
al upon bis (Caldwell's) election; and then
he began the systematic purchase of the hon-

orable gentlemen whose vote in the Legisla-
ture were to confer upon him the cove'ed
honor. To or.e be paid a thousand dollar,
to another twenty-fiv- e hundred, to a third as
much as fire thousand but this member
seems to have been uncommonly h d.

One he secured by paying off a note that
troubled him. Another was templed wtth a
saddle horse, and a large amount of money
besides. The whole Doniphan county dele-

gation was fixed for $7,000. and at times tbe
market was so fiat that Kansas legislators
could be had for the ridiculously low price
of $500 a head. Nor was there much diffi
culty or delicacy in conducting the negoti-
ation. When the gentlemen "heard that
Csldwell was buying," they came forward
with a rush to oiler themselves for sale.
It is usual, we believe, in tranaaclions of this
sort, lor those who receive the money tn
give some sort of explanation to their own
conscience. Some of the Legislators con-

sidered tbe rums paid by Caldwell as reim-
bursement of their election expenses; o'her
were complimentary enough lo say that as
Mr. Caldwell was a very unpopular and
discreditable person, they could not sfibrd lo
go home and defend their course in voting
for him unless be offered compensation for
the strain upon their conscientiousness and
the damage to their standing among their
constituents. The prevalent readiness lo sell
most have kept down the price; for it turn-
ed out that Mr. Caldwell got into the Senate
for only $60,000 although one of the Leg-

islator whom he had purchase)! failed to
vote according lo agreement, and ran away
with the money in his pocket.

The .U.tion bss of course occurred to
a great many people, what retnrn did Mr.
Caldwell expect from sn investment into
which he went so heavily? Men of bis
stsmp are not usually willing to spend
$250,000 without some tangible equivalent
for their money. Perhaps certain (acts
which have been developed in one committee-r-

oom ot the Capitol while v.

Carney has been enlightening a select
company in another, may throw some
light upon the answer. A great deal ran br
made in Congress when "good thiogs" are
urged upon C mgreasmen in consideration of
their influecce; when railroad companies
want Senators and Representatives to take "a
friendly interest' in their scheme--, and all
sorts of enterprises are anxious not to be in-

terfered with or investigated. Credit Mo
bil ier stocks, which pay 1,500 per cent, div-

idend in a year and a half, are not to be
picked np every day; but we have Oikea
Ames always with us, cither in person or in
some of his many imitators and successors,
sad the yawning pocket need not be long un-

gressmen of a badness tarn of mind with all

which has been audited without a very
close examination of the items. Mr.
Caldwell declared, according to Mr. Carney,
"that tbe Kansas Pacific Company bad
promised to pay him some money to assist in
bia election, aad ao far aa be was concerned
they would get ao legislation until they kept
their promise.'' Mr. Boshnell. on behalf of
the Unioe Pacific and Credit Mohilier, con-

fessed to contributing to "general political
parrjoses,'' because it was every man's duty
to do something "to save tbe country," and
the particoJar method by which Ihe country
was to be saved ia hi case was the contribu-
tion of $5,000 to the "election expenses"'
of Senator Thayer. Thia was a pretty largo
sum, but Mr. Bmhnell said he was in the
habit of paying from $1,000 to $2 500 for
such purposes, "just as he would "pay
taxes." Evea the excellent Mr. Harlan,
when he was Secretary of the Interior, came
upon the Onion Pacific for $10,000 to delray
the cost of electing him to tbe United Stales
Senate, though what cost there could be in
sack aa election, unless it was managed like
Mr. Caldwell', has yet to-b- e expuvaed.

The late King wa frequently on hand in
the Royal pew in the Royal Hawaian Re-
formed Catholic Church, on Sunday: but
whenever he got into trouble he did not
fly lo the cross for help he fl;w to the
beathen gods ol bia ancestors. Now this was
a man who would write you a beautiful let-

ter, in a fruitless hand, and word it it fault-

He was
in evening dress attending the itinera! of his
sister, and had a yard of crape depending
frini his stovepipe bat.

The more we think the mailer over the

more we are'Stnaied at the conviction of
Hi ward S. Stokes. Tbe more we ponder on
it tlie more persuaded are we of Mr. Siokea'
innocence. The decision of ihe jury is as
fupetlicul as society itself.

Had we been ihe jury we should have ac
quitted Mr. Stokes by ibe teachings of St.

engagemsnt of marriage made in tbe fall of

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Extracts from tLe letters that passed be-

tween them, which were read during the
trial, showed them to have been a very af-
fectionate pair ot lovers. Tbe history of
their g, ss brought out by tbe evi-
dence, would do, with a change of rjamesaad
localities, for at least six courtships out olteo,
though it concluded very different from tbe
average of such affiirs. Tbey had their quar-
rels and reconciliations, the jealousies and
confidences. Tbe green-eye- d monster seenu to

on account of trivial causes. His sweet
heart, who is a bright-eye- d brunette, very
pioierly die not consider herself bound to
oley all his behes;, although desiring to act
in accordance with any reasonable with of
his, and as he was somewhat exacting, sev-
eral quarrels occurred.

Ibis pro-
duced considerable feeling among the friends
if Johnson, aa it appeared almost a direct

Stung to the
quick by this culminating act of disregard to
her feelings, she determined to sue bim for
damages lor a breach of promise, and ac-

cordingly ins'ituted proceeding in ibe Supe
rior Court, lyner having become a resi-
dent of this county.

The case was very ably managad on both
sides Va, Davis snd Hulmsn appearing
ior the plaintiff, and Porter, Harrison snd
Uine conducting the defense. B th parties
have been in attendance throughout the trial,
silting but a few feet apart, and a number of
their friends hare manifested great iuterot
in the proceeding.

Will.am Smith is the name of a young
man who for several months past has been
employed al the Omaha Smelting and Refin-
ing Works, and taking his daily hash and
nightly lodgings at Ibe United States Hotel,
corner of Djuglaa and Tenth streets. Some
time ago he became acquainted with a girl
named Alice Collins, and it was not long be-

fore he fell deeply in love with her. Slie
was the sole object of hi thought at all
times and at all place. So infatuated, in
fact, did he become with tbe fickle Alice,
that he imagined that even with all ber
fault and she ha many of them, so it is
said there was not another person in the
world like ber. He hesitated not to make
the most costly sacrifices for her indeed, it
is said that he spent every cent that he had
for her benefit. What then must have been
his chagrin and disappointment when, a diy
or two since, be learned that his adored
Alice bad gone back on him, and would no
longer reciprocate his a'teation. The world
had no longer any any attractions for him;
hi mind wandered, and he contemplsted
suicide. Ye, he would go and plunge him-

self into eternity, and thus put an end to all
tronbles here below.

Proceeding then, on Wednesday evenin;,
to Goodman's drug store, with a firm de
termination to cirry out hi rash intention,
he purchased a bottle ot laudanum,
properly tabled, and returned to hi hotel,
where, when alone, he drank a large portion
of the content of the vial, and soon after
made his appearance in the bar-roo- where
several of his friends were assembled. In a
short time it became apparent to Ihem that
William Smith was out of his min', and the
conclusion reached was that he had taken
poison. One of the gentlemen present im-
mediately rushed up town for a doctor, but
being unable to find one, entered, a luck
would have it, Goodman' drug store, and
stated the case to Frank Kennard, Ihe clerk.
Kennard, having sold Smith the laudanum,
comprehended the situation in a moment,
and putting up a plentiful supply of ipecac,
to be ued as an emetic, he ran down lo the
hotel, wh ere he found Smith being put
through a lively walk-arou- by his
friends. Kennard wanted him to
take th ipecac, and upon hi refusing, Ihe
bystanders, not wishing to see him
consigned to an untimely grave by his
foolishness, forced him to swallow a dose of
it that would have vomited two ordinary
men. But Smith wouldn't vomit worth a
cent. Another effort to obtain a doctor was
then made, and Dr. Coffmin was finally
found. He came to Ihe would-b- e suicide's
sid, snd succeeding in counteracting ihe ef-
fects of the laudanum. The walk around
was continued for some lime, and at I o'clock
Smith wa put to bed in hi room, and the
door locked. Yesterday morning he made
hi escape irom the room by crawling out
through the transom over the door, and
ctme down stairs, s'ill appearing to be a lit-
tle out of his mind and looking rather fool-
ish. Some of his friend tried tn enter into
conversation with him, and endeavored to
find nut what bad caused him to attempt
suicide, and not being able to obtain an
answer from him it was discovered that he
had lost hi speech. Smith finally compre-
hending the nature of the inquiries put to
him, satisfied the curiosity of hi friend by
writing upon a piece of paper Ibe name of
"Alice Collins," meaning thereby that she
wa at the bottom of all his troubles. All
day yes'erday he wa obliged to carry on
conrersatior.by meant of pencil and piper,
and it may days yet before he re-
gain hot power of speech.

Yesterday afternoon, accompanied by a
companion, ha look a walk and visited the
room where Alice Collins lives, aad aot
finding ber at home tbe two men aat down
aad waited a lew moment, hoping that ahe
would soon make her appearance. While
tbey were thus waiting, Smith's companion
rMiUced &at be kept feeling aroand hi boot
iaaa uneasy aad saspidoo maaaer, and
thiakiag that ha wa still tattnt oa commit-
ting suicide, aad nspeeting that he had a
knife concealed in his boot-le- r, tha friend
saddealy palled ol oaa of Smith's boots,
aad ia it faaad tha bottle of laadaaeat, with
a pertkm of Ike caateasi remaining.

Art Impartial Statemeit of tha Case.

TLe Opinion at the Capital.

Since a multiplicity of reports and es

in regard to the "Caldwell Investi-

gation" are sent oot from this place every
day, I thought it might not be uninteresting
to your readers to have an unbiased state-

ment of tbe affair from an observer on tbe
spot. And let me commence by saying that
I write a a reporter, and shall sir ire to pre-

vent any pereonal animosity or sympathy
from giving color to my opinion or com-

promising the impartial truth. No man in
Kar.pa.s. I am convinced, has better reason
for feelings of bitterness toward Sena-

tor Caldwell than have I reason
with which tbe eople of Leav-

enwor'h are familiar, and which it is
ur.necessry here to state but since the
moment I first met him in tbe Capital, a
week ago, I have thought of him only to be
sorry for him, and if there were anything I
could 8iy that would help him out of tbe
deplorable strait in which he is now stranded,
or release him from the death-gri- p of which
inexorable fate at present holds him, tbe
sympathetic ride of my nature would prompt
me to put the past wholly behind me, and
lend a ready hand. But the lime for thia
case to be effected, one way or the other, by

newspaper criticism, ia past; the praise or
censure of the press can have no further
weight. Tbe thousands of rumors of
"bribery and corruption" with which the
public ear ha been filled ever since Mr.
Caldwell's election, have now crystalixed into
sworn statements, are filed away in tbe
archives of the country as tangible facts,
and rise up in tbe capital to haunt the un-

fortunate Senator, as the grim ghosts of his
dead honor.

I have been here now a week; am ac-

quainted with a good many public men, both
in and out of Congress, and have pretty
good facilities Tor measuring public opin-

ion, and as a result of my observations, so
fir, I find that upon this question there is no
diversity of opinion, whatever; so strong
and so general is the conviction of fatality
in the matter, that people do not hesitate to
say what they think, and every man in
office or out of office that you speik to
about it, will tell jou, in substance, "It's a
bad case; he'll have to go out!" The testi-

mony given before the committee proves
Ibe fact of bribery beyond any question,
and beyond the possibility of refu-

tation not only in general terms,
but in some five or six
specifically named individual cares. Gov.
Carney testified on Saturday, that Mr. Cald-

well paid bim fifteen thousand dollar for
withdrawing from tbe contest, thus corrob-
orating Mr. Smitli'a testimony to the same
transaction; that Mr. Caldwell stated in hi
(Carney's) presence, that bis election had
cost him sixty thousand dollars ; that Mr.
Caldwell told him that he bouebt the votes
ofByers, Williams, Legate and one man
whose name Carney could not remember,
and paid for them in money; that the Kan-

sas Pacific Railroad Company paid ten
thousand dollars towards tbe expense of the
election and promised to pay ten thousand
more, and Caldwell said tbey should have no
legislation in Congress till they paid the
balance. All these cases of bribery and cor-

ruption, pestire and unimitigated, are
sworn to by Mr. Carney, and
each particular caw is substantiated by the
testimony, direct or icdirect, of one or more
other witne-ee- s. Any ol these cases, fully
established, would be sufficient to prove fatal,
but when it U remembered that the whole of
them are distinctly pro red, upon testimony
so strong and direct that it cannot be ques-

tioned, the desperate character of tbe case
will be seen at a glance. A number of other
cases have been developed aud indirectly es-

tablished, which appear in ihe printed pro-

ceedings of the case, having more or less
weight, but those cited above stand squarely
and incontroverlib'y proven, without a pali-ati-og

circumstance to mitigate tl.cir enormity.
Do you wonder that people shake their heads
and sav, "It's a bad cast?''

It is not with fteiiigs akin to plsasnre,
that I refer to Mr. Caldwell's un-
fortunate situation I rejoice not at the
misfortunes of any one but I think no one
will question nsy right to speak freely of the
disastrous circumstance that environ him ;
I played a conspicuous part at the accouch-men- t,

and have paid, dearly enough, for
my right lo cry at tbe funeral. From the
day of bis election to the present time, Mr.
Caldwell' whole career ha ken an unbro-
ken chain of blucden; sudden elevation to
place and power seemed to turn his head,
ucd wilh an arrogance that spoke only too
plain of mental weakness, he turned bis back
upon those who were naturally bis friends,
spurned the ladder by which be had
climed into place, and from hi perch in
tbe Senate looked down upon tbe world with
contempt. I suppose other men have
secured teats in Congress by the use of
money, but I never heard of a case
before where a man elected by such
means immediately went to work
to make enemies of all those who were in
the secret. When Mr. Caldwell comes out
of this trial, as he certainly will, be'ore many
moon have passed, sans money, sans friend,
sans office, sans honor, sans everything, be
will be in an excellent condition to fully ap
preciate ire value ot a modicum of common
sense. But when everything else ia gone he
will still have the grim satisfaction of know
ing that he ha been the architect of his own
ruin. W. S. B.

Washington, Jan. 22. Judge Poland's
Committee resumed the examination of
Oikea Ames, who testified that he agreed to
give Mr. Colfax twenty shares of Credit
Mobilier slock. In December, 1S67, wit-

ness received dividends upon it of SO per
cent, in U. P. bonds. He accounted to Mr.
Colfax for the bonds sold by witneea

March, 1SSS. Mr. Colfax gave witcesi a
check for $531. Witness did not remember
delivering any stock to Mr. Colfax. The
check and proceeds of Union Pacific stock
was paid for Credit Mobilier stcc'-c-. In June
following witness gave Mr. Colfax a check
for $1,200, dividends on Credit Mobilier
stock. Calfax had never called upon wit- -
nesa for Credit Mobilier stock; had it ready
to deliver lo ntin w bene ver lie wanted i:;
suppose Colfax understood that the SI,200
was the dividends upon the stock. Witness
had no recollection that Colfax paid him
that $1,290; it dou't Mong to witness.
Mr. Colfax, who was present, said he re-

asserted what be had ssid before in regard
to tbe $1,200, and j rooeeded to question
Ames, asserting that he would prove the
negative of his statements. Ames replies
were to Ibe eaect that he sold the di videos
and accounted for the proceeds to Colfax;
that he bad not sold the stock but regarded
Colfax as the proprietor of "it, nor did not
remember what Colfax said at Ihe next
session about the transaction being oil;
did not rememlicr saying, after he heard tbe
testimony of Colfax on January 7th, that
what he said waj correct. There were no
bond dividends as Durant bad stated, but
the bond certificates which he (Ame) now
held for Colfax, wilh the stock; be had
never offered tbee certificates to Colfax, as
he wa waiting the result of this suit. The
check for $1,200 wa to Schuyler
Colfax; it is the possession of the
Sergeant The check was
given a long time before the
conversation about the matter being off was
given in June ami the conversation about
the matter being off wa not until the next
session. Never gave Colfax any bonds or
stock in the U. P. IL R. Colfax then said
if the committer would allow him he would
assert, tinder oath, that h had no remem-
brance of receiving a single dollar from
Ames, and did hi L During the ques-
tioning, Colfax asked Ames if he had not
stated that his (Colfax's) testimony of Jan-
uary 7tb was correct; to wh;ch Ames replied
he didn't remember. Colfax stated he had
been informed to that effect br Mr. Crounse,
of the New York Times, and that Crounjc
bad so telegraphed to his paper.

Ames was then questioned in regtrd
to the statement of Senator Wilson, and
said that the testimony of that gentleman
wa substantially correct; his recollection
was, and his looks show, that he fetlltd
with Wilson; 1- .- thought Wilson received a
dividend, ai.il u;i:i settling the matter re-

turned it, ho he or Mr. Wilson received
nothing but the $2,000 back and 10 per cent,
upon it. Ames was then questioned in re-

gard to Allison, c Iowa, and testified that
Allison bought $!,&U0 worth of credit in tbe
stock, which witness got for him,
with SO per cent dividend, in theTJ. P. R. K.
bonds; sold bords, and Allison settled by
check for $271; Allison then received a
check for$G00, dividends, in June. The
check which witness gave Allison he had
found with the Sergeaut-at-Arm- s, endorsed
by Allison. When he got the cash dividends
from the Credit Mobilier, be deposited $10,-00- 0

with the Sergeant and drew on
it to pay tbe stockholders. Allison received
hi stock certificates at tbe tune be bought
them, but returned them to witness last
March; did not know why he returned them.
Ames then testified that Senators Fowler,
Conkling or Bayard were never stockholders

tbe Credit Mobilier, or, lo his knowledge,
neither of them even pa'd wilne' anything
or received anything from him. As to
Speaker Blaine, lie had no further statement
to make : he never paid witness anything
nor did witness pay him anything ; his name
was not upon the books or witness at all.

Judge Poland Well, as to Garfield, will
yoa state to tie Committee the details of
the transactions between yourself and Gar-
field ia regard to credit in stock ? Answer
I agreed to let him have ten bares of Credit
iu stock at par, and interest in December,
1867, or January, 18C3. Garfield did not
pay me in money and I sold tbe $1,000
bond received with stock, and received 700
and soaae dollar from the sale. In
June I received a money dividend o.'
$000, which with the money receive 1 from
tbe bond left a balance due Garfield of
$329, which I paid to bun ; I did not deliver
him any stock either before or since: he
never had any stock, and the only thing he
ha ever realized from it was $329.

Question Has that $329 ever been repaid
to yoa?

Answer Not to my knowledge, unless he
call this a loan, which I believe he does. 1
will let it go as he wan' it.

Judge Poland Well, but it must go as
the truth.

Mr. Ames Well, truth is what I am tell-
ing you.

The witness never supposed he
kad any right to the money, the
$329, given to Mr. Garfield and never
claimed it. He would not undergo what Mr.
Garfield bad undergone during the past
month for $329,090, let alone $329.

Well, what about Kellv?
Ames He agreed to lake $1,000 worth

of stock. Tbe transaction, in amount and
detail, waa exactly similar to that with Gar-
field. Witnesa still holds stcck for Kelly,
and supposes that he (Kelly) considers him-
self entitled la it aad dividend.

Judge Polaati What about Bingham ?
Ames Well, hi statement is suhstauitially

correct. Witness received $2,000 from
Bingham to invest in Credit Mobilier clock,
and be ao invented it, Bingham received the
benefits aad dividends from it. At one time
Bingham wanted to sell his Credit Mo-
bilier stock, but witness advised Lira
aot lo do it Aa to J. F. Wilson,
of Iowa, witness had nothing to say
different from what Wilson mid, and he
dida't desire to make any qualifications
af the statement of that ger.tle-BBv-a.
