The lighthouse steamer Dandelion, acting

under orders of Capt. Royd, of tLe Liglit- -
lious Roard, stationed in this city, left l'ass-s-

a-- f Outre lat evening, or tins morning, to
render assistance to the officers and crew of
the fttamer Mary E. Foisytb, now before
Chandelcur Island.

The Forsyth, it will Ie remembered, was
wrecked on Monday lat, while attempting
to make the passage, loaded with U. S. ord-

nance, from the mouth of the Mississippi to
l'en-jcola- . It is usual, in making this pas-

sage in a river-buil- t steamer, to take the
route inside the Chindeleur Islands, passing
between the end of these islands and Rreton
Island, but the pilot, ujion this occasion ven-

tured to take the outside route, which, in the
end, wrecked the steamer at a point ome
fifteen miles to the eastward of Breton Island.
The officers and crew were saved in loats,
and effected a landing upon Chandeleur
Inland with about four days' provisions.

The captain and clerk of the steamer took
passage in an oyster boat anil were landed,
after a somewhat perilous trip, at Riloxi,
whence they came to this city to obtain assis-

tance for the crew upon the island thirty-fiv- e

men and one woman. The Forsyth was
loaded in part with a number of heavy guns.
The force of the waves, after die stranded,
was 89 great that before the crew took to the
boats these guns fere being moved about as
though they had been made of wood instead
of iron.

At last accounts the cabin of the steamer
' had been broken away, and it is presu-oe- d

that by this time the entire reel has gone
to pieces, leaving the- - ordinance firmly im
bedded in ttie rand, trom wincii it wilt be,
perhaps, a useless task to attempt to extri-
cate it.

It is to be hoped that the Dandelion will
reach the scene of the disaster before any suf-
fering takes place among the wrecked crew
for want of provisions.

This disaster, we take it, will open the
yea of the government agents, and show

them the great risks to which a river built
steamer is exited whenever the attempts to
make a sea voysge.

Xew York, June IX At 2 o'clock Ibis
afternoon all the municipal offices wereclosed
as a mark of respect to the memory of the
late United States Minister Orr, Among
those who called at the room y to view
tbe remains were Major-Gener- Hancock
aud stall', who also accepted an invitation to
pirlicipite in the funtral ceremonies.

ident Grant telegraphed from West Point hi
regrets that his engagements would not ler-m- ft

him to be present. Wilmot de Laus'ure,
Master of the Masonic fraternity

of South Carolina, telegraphed that he was

on the way to attenl the luneral. Twenty
Masonic lodses reported at the City Hall this
morning that they would participate in the
funeral ceremonies, and about 40 more from
this citv, lirooklyn and Jersey City will join.

day a band stationed on the rotunda played a
dirge from Lucia di Lammermour. A large
crowd of people were gathered in the neigh-

Col. Thomp-
son sent word for me to come to his office,
as John wanted to see me. I refused to go.
Col. Thompson then came to see me. He
ask'd me if I did not want a divorce.
