DIATH OF PROr. aGASSIE

We received atalate hour might before
last the intelligence of Pof, Agamiz' desth,
which the dispatiches of the last few
daya bave led the public to expect. Prol
Agass’z was etricken with paralysis about
a week ego, but retained his faculties unim-
paired up till Ssturday. Tien, for the firet
time, his intellect was dimmed, and, with
him, the man was dexd when the brains were
out, Hisdeath waa unquesticnably hastened
by his usremilting labor of the past few
years. He expired at Brton at 10} o'clock
Sunday evening.

Prof. Agas<’z was born pear Neuchate'
Switzerland, May 28, 1807. He came o the
United gtates in 1816. His first work in
this country was to deliver a serien of lec-
tares in the Lowell Institate, Boston. In
December, 1847, he accepted the position of
Professor Zoology and Geology in the Sdi-
entific School at Cambridge, —a position
which he cccupied (o the time of his death
He has been connected in the meantime with
several important survers and expeditions,
extending along the Atlantic and Gulf coasts:
the Valley of the Missimippi, the Lake Su-
perior region, and the Rocky wountains. He
first came to this country lo make himself
ssmiliar with its natural history and geology,
but his reception was so cordial that he de-
cided to pars the remander of hia days with
the Americans, At the same time, be re-
ceivel every acknowledgement from Earo-
pean monarchs, museums, sod universities of
his eminent attainments. A few months ago
Mr. Anderson, of New York, gave him Pen™
nekese I<land, and aleo a large sum of mon
ey for the foundation of a School of Natural
History, for which Agasiz had the mos;
enthusisstic hopea, The ssddest rell:ction
on his death at the present time is that be
has been deprived of = realization of the
grandest project of his life.
