Chief of the Kiowa tribe, Satanta and Lcne
ATolf, in the winter of 18C9. Immediately

after the ba'tle of Washita, General Custar
pursued and captured four tribes, the
A pacha's were ca tured in the valley of the
Washita Mountains. The Arappaboe'a were
taken to the west end of the mountains along
the Noith (saUy) Fork of Red River. The
Kiowa were overhauled in tbetr camp on
the Middle Fork cf Red River, and the
Comanche's were corraled while marching
upcueof the tribnt trie about thirty miles
north of the mountain range, and what was
le't of the Cheyenne or Dog Soldiers after the
battle of Washita were taken to Fort Hays,
Kansas. General Ciutir narrowly escaped
with his life in capturing Satanta and Lone
Wolf, at that dine, and bad it not been for
the prompt anion of the General's soldiers,
he would have been killed then and there by
the hand of one of Lone Wolfs warriors,
who had his arrow s'rung on the bow, and
in another instant the arrow would pierc-
ed Custar beait, but just in the niche of
time a solder rode up and cut the already
drawn and fjustar s life was
saved and the whole tribe captured without
a shot or blood shed.

At the time Satanta, Lone Wolf, Little
Raven, Spotted Bear and a host of corporal
chiefs were held captives by Custar, and he
would bave finished them that winter had it
been in hia power. It was in his powar, but
the enterprise of the Government prevented
him from executing it. The Peace Commix
sioners sent telegrams to Washington that
Gen. Custar had turned his hard-rider- s, and
fearless fighters, loose on their peaceable
Indians, and the Indian war was at
once ended, llut winter the red devils
was peaceable, the Government clothed and
fed them until nature again dressed their ter-

ritory in the green robe of loveliness; then a
council of war was held b all the lighting
tribes, and the resolution they unanimously
passed were sent to Washington to the great
Chief of the white man, telling him that they
no longer wanted his ch thing or fKl, and
at once started on the war-pat- h. And like-
wise they do every spring. AW cin'i hlarue
the ignorant red cus The way our com-
missioners stipulate every fall is 011W en
couragement for the Indian to make war
during the summer months The noble red
man thinks if he do's not fiht all summer,
no treaties would be made in the fall; neces-
