Since writing my last letter we have bad
quite a good deal of excitement in this
country, but no fighting in our immediate
Agency. "Little Robe," Pawnee, and
"While Shield,'' Cheyenne chief., have
coaae in and brought about one hundred
and thirty (ISO) of their people with them.
"Lttlle Robe" makes a clean breistbf everv- -

thing, and openly acknowledges that the
Cheyenne are on the var path, and have
committed a great many depredation, and
unfortunately for the "nest hidera" in this
work, he a!ao implicates the peaceable (!)
Kiowtaand Comanche, He says that in
almost every raid the Cheycnncs have made
the Kiowts aad Comaccaes tcere xith them,
and that these two tribes have committed a

amber of murders that they (the Chey- -
ennes),had nothing to do with. He also
states that "Lone Wolf " was the first to go
into Texas and bring back a supply of ccalp
locks, and yet thcaa murderers have white
frieads who will pleid for them, and who
are trying to cover up their sins, and make
the people and government believe there U
no need of troops to chastise these people.

Onlv a few dava since, a letter was re
ceived here in which it was stated that thes
two tribes are peaceable, and advising that
great care should be used in chastising the
''Cheyenne raiders," so that there good In-

dians do not Buffer. Is there any jiulice in
shielding a band cf outlaws, highway rob-

ber and limply because they are
Icdiacs? Cm we cverciriliz?, much lets
Chris'ianiz, thess Indians by permitting
them to kill, scalp and burn innocent, ed

white men. and when they return to
their agencies with their trophies, meet
them with outstretched arms, take their
blood stained bands in ours, and by our ev
ery action toward them exclaim, ''God bless
yout you have done a good work?" In
what otber licht can we view ecch a letter
as Superintendent Hoag sendsGeneral Pore,
in which he ears: "It is our earnest desire
aid Indians Kiowas and Comanche', with

other peaceable- - be protected from trouble
ariiogfrom Cheyenne raider?," and then
adds. "If thev can be kept teparate. our
work will prosper." Now, Mr. EJitor, I
am ready to give an instance in which they
were separate, and will leave your many
readers to judge as to their "prosperity."
We have received a letter from T. Connell,
acting Agent for the "Wichitas and atiiti-ate- d

tribes," in which he says:
"On Saturday last (22nd inst.,) General

J. W. Davidson arrived here, Wichita
Ageccy, with four companies of cavalry, to
have a bind of m Conunchis, ULen
away at our request. Upon his arrival at
thecommisiary buildiu be airesttd "I'ed
Foot" the Chief of tbe band, and required
him to surrender his ami, and tlio-i- e of bis
people, and go with bim ns a prisoner to Ft.
Sill, which he promised lo do. He was sect
with a guard tJlhe camjs to tt the arms
Ac., in compliacce with the General'' re-

quest, when he slipped from the i;iiaid and
the guard fired upon him. At the same time
alargcpartyof Kiowasledby "Lone Wolf,
Satanta, Womens Heart and" Lean Iluflalo,"
fired upon General Davidson from the ry

building, A;ent Coanell further
states, "the warriors numbered about four
hundred, (not a single uuevenne num-

bered either). They tried to tire the Ajency ;
they destroyed tbe contents of our More val-

ued at several thousand dollars; burned the
Wichita school house ar.d all the cros,
fences and houses cu'side of ihe Ageney,
and killed some ten or twelve white nun
way from the Agency, and l.:nl it not leen
for the bravery of our trooi s, who it is said
fought bravely, and were ably commanded,
BC doubt the entire Agency wcuM nave
been sacrificed by these same peaceable In-

dians, and yet fhey have never received
any but tbe best and kinde-- t treatment from
the Aeency.

The question naturally arises, If three In-
dians are peaceable, why were they at the
Wichita Ageccy. where they know they do
not belong? Why did Agent Kichanl.s ask
to have them removed? And why did thcr
try to come tbe "ModoJ on our troops, af
ter promising the wneral toovey him.' An J
it tbey are at war, why not meet them
enemies? Why cry peace when there is no
peace, and we know it? For years these
same people have been eoiii'r into fexn
murdering peaceable people and rtealir
their stock. Agent Tatum tried to restrain
them, and he "was asked fo resign." S.'ncc
then ihey have carried on their high-hand-

came of infamy until their pernicious influ
ence felt by almost every tribe of Indian
on the plain. The Arapihoes rpcik of it
in tbeir councils. One oi their youcg chiefs
told Agent Mile "that tbe Kiowas and Co-

manche were always fighting; went down
to Texas and brought back heaps of ponies ;
then Went into their Agency and ffil more
sugar and coffee than the Arapahoe do.who
remain at peace and try to behave them-
selves." lie said it looked to him as if
"Indiana were paid lo raid, and he did not
believe it ever would 1j stopped." Of
couisf, it is very hard for Agent .Mtlra to
convince them that much is being done, lo
stop if. They look at the whole affair ts a
pretty well gotten np farce.

Yesterday an Apache came in and report-
ed a war parly of twenty Kiowas near the
Agency. He had talked with theni, and
tbey told bim they intended to lie in nnd
wait, and kill some ot the whits. TIiIh
party were peaceable Kiowas. Yesterday
our picket werj fired on within three miles
of ihe Agency.

In this article 1 have tried (o lie plain and
truthful, for it does teem as if it were time
something were done to curb the war spirit
of ttpse Indians, Rive the lives of Ihe whiles
who are exposed to their fury, and cive the
truly peaceable ones a chance to settle denn
aad commence a civilized life as a great
many of them would do if their people
would permit it. The crifis is upon us; the
tocsin of war ha been thoroughly sounded.
It is loo latt now for gentlemen of Law-

rence, New York, Philadelphia or clwhere
to plead peace. The only thing that can
give us a permanent peace is for each Indian
Agent ta "stand firm at tbe wheel," and,
wilh shoulder lo shoulder, unite with each
other in doing their whole duty, in the fear
oi uod, not man. Then we iced trooii.
rlenty ol troop, and "froips to the front.
