Adwowand, in con-
versation with Mr. Tilton as to the number
af persans he had told his stocy 1o, Mr. Til-
tom stated that he had not told it 10 twelve
persons.  Two parties only were mentioned
us having been the recipients of Mr. Tiltou's
suory, Mr. Johuson and Mm  Drad-haw.
Mr=. Morae_ leing a dangerons woman in
Mr. Devchers esiimaion, had to have my
kindly letier <ent 1o ber. This leder was
produced, where both Mr. and Mis. Boech-
er are of a mind “to leave 10 Fme the re-
vificasion of all the wronz=, wheiher they
prove real or imaginary.”

CONTINUATION OF ME  MOULTON'S TESTI-
MONY.,

M:. Moulion was on the siand 2= a wit-
ness in the Bercher irial dusing the whole
of yesterday's sessions, end. his direct ex-
aminatign i=s not likely 1o ead before (he
adjonnnaeat to day  He and Mr. Faller-
ton, who was the inquisitor, were the only
important aciors in the proceedings. Mr.
Moulton wus dressed in broadeloth that
fitied Lim, and was eonseqecatly, as (o
clothing, more gv nicel than in the gray
bitsiness suit which e wore on Wednesday.,
Ilis manmer wascool, deliberate, and free
from the vervousness which had belote
bothered him. e sat easily in the eleva-
ted revolving chair, somelimes folding his
armms, some imes crossing his legs, and ai all
timwes uncon=cained in his demeanor,  His
replies were given with distinet enunciation,
and loud enonch to be heand in the gallery,
He chose woi ls carelully, siopping occa-
sionally to selcet a phrase, but always mak-
ing sentences in good English and appar
ently expressive of exacily what he wan-
ed to say. Seldom if ever bas a wilness
tesi ibed 10 a0 moch in 2o short a time.  1le
did not need the custonaary amount of gues-
tioning, nor much guidance, as he kept
within the bounds ol the rules of evidence
w0 well that be was rarely interrupted by
the opposing counsel. A single question
wias enough to bring one a whole chapter of
scandal history, related with the manner of
a mrn who understood the ecase in all its
bearingzs.  The few times that Mr. Evars
checked ELim for dritting into hearsayv, he
stopped at ence, anrufiled, and in neaidy ev-
ey instance teadily put (he disputed tesii-
mumy in phrascolozy that could not be ob-
j,u'nul to., Thi= legal knowledge was an
aid 1o rapid prezress and a saver of angu-
ment by the lawyvers. Evay document
handed to him for esplanacion or iden.ii-
calion was examinet in a thorough busi-
nes= like wav, That he was folly onlisted
in Tilion's cause was no much showa by his
besiing ns by bis readiness to be full and
eaplicit in his tesiimony.

THE OTHER ACTORS,

There was little of newness in the gath-
ering  vestenday., Mm. Tilton was there
agaia with her father and My Field. She
gpent five minutes before the opening of the
moming's ses<ion in reading a lefter, and
Iawzhing with Mrs, Field aboat the oon-
tenis.  Althonzh she and ber husband were
weveral times brought close iogether, there
wasno sign of recogniiion.
