Btate of the Clerical Profession.
There is an epidemic of scandal about

clergymen, in the main, we believe, unjust,
ungenercus, and eruel. We do not remem-
ber a time when Gospel ministers seemed to
be in such general trouble of all kinds, or
s0 much in need of unslumbering circum-
spection. A reaction will unquestionably
fullow, but until it shall come, every pastor
should consider himseli personally respon-
sible for the good reputation of the profes-
sion, and should take heed, lest by incau-
tious words or deeds he bring additional
oblogquy upon his sacred calling, the diz-
nity of which is not in these irreverent days
easily maintained. We are not merely
begging reverend gentlemen not to be guilty
of igamy, not to be inany way unfaithiul
to their marriage vows, not o commit for-
mery or any other crime, not o beat and
starve their children, for very few of them,
we know, will fall into such extremes of
suilt ; but there are various little ways in
which they may fail to magnify their office
either by slips of speech, or by slight im-
prudence of eonduct, or by an overweening
desire  for  temporary suceess, or by
falling, unwittingly perhaps, into a despatic
babit of guiding their flocks. Meanwhile,
we do not hesitate to say that, in cur opin-
jom, their diflicult and delicate position en-
titles them to the sympathy of the publie
pres rather than to its jibes and jokes and
sneers ;. and even these we should think
more tolernble than its coarse, beplastering
praises and finst-rate, saccharine notices,
Nowme time ago, a clergyman of the “popu-
lar” sort, having been twice in delicate
trouble at the Easdt, removed to a Western
State and turoed connselor amd attorney-at-
Iaw, with an ocrasional indulgence in poli-
tics. When we next heard ol him he was
,.mrhing again. Next we are told that he
ias been loudly ealled ($5,000 per annum)
by a California church. The newspapers
there herald his advent with a coarse fa-
miliarity meant possibly to be gracious, but
which no preacher ought to encounter with-
out sensitive shrinking and acute disgust.
We are told that this  person “is the equal
as orator” of one preacher; i< a “pulpit
humorist” of another; and, without the
slightest doubt, “will prove a pulpit star of
the first magnitude, drawing overflowing
houses.” If he had been a Boanerges of a tra-
gedian, or a tenor singer of unegualed soft-
ness and swevtness and compass, or a negro
minstrel; all song and shirt-collar, or a per-
fect master of the perilous trapeze, or a
swift-handed “thaumaturgist, what conld
thiseivil newspaper have said more or less?
Think of it! He is to go to California
bearing the awful messages of religion ; he
is to engage there in the sublime duties of
the church ; he is to be an evangelist and
exhorter, the guide of the blind, the en-
cournger of the despairing, the confirmer of
the doubting, and the comiorter of the dy-
ing; and we are informed that his “induce-
ment is $5,000 a vear;” that he “will
“prove a pulpit star of the first magnitude ;”
and that he will “draw overtlowing houses.”
I this journal be jesting, the jest is but a
sorry one; if it be serious, it is a sorrier
matter still. It i= all one whether the rev-
erend gentleman isthus praised orinsulted ;
the “reverence” in either case is sadly to
seck.—New York Tribwne.

Grammar as a Study- :
An editorial in last week's Trves on the
subject of grammar as it s& taught in Cin
cinnati, is applicable to this city as well as
Cincinnati. The present manner of teach-
ing English grammar here is useless. It is
wasting the precious time of those who
ought 1o be educated in something in which
they would he benefitted. There is no branch
of learning of more use, and in the persuit of
its study, more interesting than grammar,
fightly taught, But in our city schools, it
is not as much as decently butchered, so say
nothing of its being correctly taught. A
routine ol memorizing rules and rem re-
tards the study of grammar, which shonld
be tauglhit by analyzing thought as well as
sentiments.— Leavenmworth Herald.
