HORRIBLE ACCIDENT.

Two Men Killed cu the Atchison
and Nebraska | allroad.

The DBreaking of a Defetive
Wheel the Cause of the Dis-
m’l

Yesterday afternoon  about hali-past
twelve gclock, as the southern bound morn-
ing traiu oa the Atchison & Nebraska rail-
road was nearing the Doniphan junction
the entire teain was thrown from the uack
by the breaking of s defective whee! of the
tender.  Three men who were sitting
near the door of the bapgage car at
the time, were thrown viclently into the
diteh, and 2+ the cars reeled and fell over
upon their sides, the whole immense heavy
weight bore down upon them, killing two
of them instantlvhe, Othor had Yis arm
broken and received several severe internal
injuries which may probably prove fatal
Assoon as possible the wroek was cleared
away, and the nnfortunate men were extri-
cated, the dead laid carefully out, while the
wounded one was taken to  Atchison, where
‘his injuries were atiended 1o, His wounds
may yet prove fatal, as he has received se-
rious injuries internally, the depih of whick
have nofyet been ascertained, although the
phyaicians in attendance made the mont
critical examination, The bulies of the
two killed were taken to Lineoin, Nebras-
ka, where they formerly resided. Their
names are Edward McCumber, an under-
taker of Lincoln, and Charles Lowesy, ex-
preas driver. The name of the injured
one C. E. Cox, a policeman of Lincoln,

There is no blame aitached to the mana-
gers of the road in eonsequence of the
lamentable disaster, as the breaking of the
tender wheel was entirely univreseen, and
cotld not possibly lave been prevent-
el A sbhort time Iefore  the mis
hap, the teain, which was running at
the rate of thirty-five miles an hour in or-
der to make conneciions at Doniphan, ran
into a hand-car, but furtanately no ene was
hurt. After that the speed of the train was
slackened considerably, and at the time it
was ditchied was running at a eate not ex-
cealding twenty miles per hour. The ears
ditclied were not much injured, and will
newsd very little repairing. Mr. Wiseman,
comductor on the train, did cverything in
lis power Lo render assistance to the fright-
ened pasengers, after the scéident. As
aoon wn possible new cnrd were procured,
and the train proceeded to Atchison.

The Atchiwon & Nebrasks railroad has
been  rather  unfortunate  doring  the
past few months, the late floods having
washed away considerable -portions of the
track, and cansed greatdelay in the for-
warding of freight and passengers, The
compuny has been unromitting in ita el-
forta to repair the damages and put the
road once more on a solid renning  bass
In conversation with Mr. John Utt, Gene-
ral Freight and Ticket Agent of the road,
that gentleman =stated to n reporter of Tue
Trsrs that the eompany had just pot into
good running order when the accident oe-
curred, and, o5 a natural concequence, they
regretted ity as it might poaibly put it in a
bad light before the traveling public. A=
accidents will veenr, however, on the hest
regulated roads, it i= not probable that this
one will materially affect vither the passen-
ger or freight traffic of the A. & N. route.
This ia the fimt serious casuzhiy that has
happened upon this line for a suies of
yeors,

A PASUESGER'S STATEMENT,

A passenger, a railroad man, who was on
the ill-fated train st the time
of the accident, dated to one reporter, at
the Otls House, Atchison, last might,
that he wa= passing through the train and
had just entered the last coach, when he

ielt a jar. Thinking something was
wrong he turned sroumd and st

the brake. Ife then stepped 1o the plat-
form of the car just forward, when the
train stopped. Upon going to the front he
discovered that she engine, baggage, mail
and express car, and three passenger coach-
es were on their sides in the ditch. Ile
thought the mishap must have been the ei-
fect of a spreading of the rails, The man-
ner in whicl: the men were killed was de-
seribed by the passenger as follows : When
the rails first spread, the hind trucks of the
tender of the engine slipped the track, end
after bumping along the track, and
tearing up the rails, the baggage car and
three of the coaches of the train were diteh-
ol falling over upon their
sides, in which position they were dragged
for some distance, The men who were
killed were sitting near the door of the
haggage car, and when the shock came
they were precipitated with great foree out
of the car, sume distance forward; the
cars then overturned gpon them, and, it is
supposed, killing them instantly ; then, a8
the cars were dragged for some length on
the ground, the bodies of the dend men
were rolled over and over underneath the
heary baggage car until it came to a
rost.  The passenger then went forwand and
amicted the frightencd women from the
overturned coaches ; while thus employed,
he thought of the route agent in the mail
car, and poing that ecar, e
shouted for Shipley, the agent,
asking him if he was hnrt, Shipley
replied back that his mail had been rather
mized by the overturning, and that he

fixing it up; that he was not hurt in

least. The pawenger eaid Bhipley was the
eoolest man he cver saw in his life. The
latter was hurt somewhat, however, by the
heavy safe falling upon him, hi= shoulder
being bruised. Just then, somebody came
up and said there was & man mising. The
pasenger then climbed throngh the bag-
gage ear and looking nunderneath saw the
body of a man, Getting an ax, hechopped
 out, but when it was taken ont, the featores
were unrecognizable, the face being swollen
and bruised, After this corpse had been
taken from the wreck, it was discov-
ered that there was mtill
missing, and after some search
and trouble another body was found. They

THE TLANA

The original plan for the bridge was pre-
pared by Gen, W, W, Wright about tonr
years ago. It canbraesd adraw, with piers
for the Lixed spans built with pneumatic
{iron) eylinders, the same a5 those at Leav-
enworth and Cumalin, It prade was 10, ba
sixteen feet higher than that of the bridge
just completed—passing over the tracks ol
the Missouri Pacific and Atchison and Ne-
braska roads (which ron along the bank on
the Atchism side), and mecting the gonhe
of the streets at Fourth street, three hlocks
from the river. Thia plan was mdified by
Major O. B. Gunn (who, representing the
American Bridge Company of Chicago Yo
had charse of the work,) =0 2« to Jlower the
bridge and bring the grade down at
Secund atreet, the presont gravle of the roads
above mentioned ; to change the loeation of
the tracks of the latter, removing them far
enough from the river to perunt junction
with the Bridge track on practical carves at
their present grades; and 0 construct the
piers of solid masonry, instead of iron eyi-
mders.

THE BikilnaE,

The bridge i of iron {rectangular truss),
resting on stone piers. It s [loored, so aa
to be used jor highway as well ws railway
traffic, with sidewalks for fvol pasengers.
The #u ure i« of wronght iron. The
width iz 19 feet 6 inches from center to cen-
ter, the sidewalks being 5 feet on each side.
The trusses of the draw are 25 jeet high at
the ends, and 36 feet in the middle over
the pier ; the trusses of the fixed spans are
25 feet. The bottom chioril of the bridge is
18 feet above the high water of 1834, The
bridge eonsist= of & draw-span (on the west-
ern side) 352 fect long, wiving 160 feet
clear water-way on each =ide; and three
fixed spans of 260 fect ench —giving a total
length of the bridge, including abutment-
(20 feet) of 1,152 ieet. The approache:
aggregate only 2,000 fet—1,500 on the cast
and 500 on the west side.  The approaches
are earth embankments. The wet ap-
proach deseends so asto reach the strect
grade at Second street, and the exstern ap-
proach deseends with a grade of 52 feet per
mile, for about a gquarter of = mile, where
it reaches the level of the Hannibal & St

THE LRAW BRIDGE,
