The selfishness oi Topeka is magnificent.
At the last semsion of the legizlature, and
when the question of making appropris-
tions for the bepefit of the insare wasunder
consideration, it was stated by those who
bad investigated the maiter thoroughly
(and the statement agrees with good com-
mon) that $100,000 appropristed lo com-
plcte the ssylum st ©mawstomie would
ensable that institution to receive and care
for at least two hundred mare patiests,
with bat little iccrease in curreyt expenses;
and that by an sppropriation of §75000
for an addition to the building in course of
construction st Topeka, about twenty-five
patients could be accommodated there by
duplicating the present running expenses of
the Omawatomie institution. It was ap-
purent that but one of these institations
could get an appropriation, sod with the
fact in view that maging the appropriation
for Topeka would sccommodate a compar-
stively small number of patients, would
double the corrent expenses of the state
in providing for the insase, and would al-
ford no relief Lo the lsrge number of unfor-
tunates now confined in the different connty
jaila—yet the result was an appropriation
for Topeka, secured through Topeka efforts
and infloence—a resalt which can have no
other meaning than a purpose 1o buitd up
a city at the expense of the state.

Ard the policy which Topeka is pursu-
ing in regard to public buildings means
the same thing. Itis well-known that if
the Topeka influence had been willing to
have appropriations for Leavenworth and
Topeks both, such appropristions eould
have been had, but she would nol consent
to it

The population of the state is rapidly in-
cressing, and the ceutre is swinging to the
west and south. The question will scom
have to be met as to the division of Kansas
into two U. 8. judicial districts ; with the
rapidly increasing business of the state, it
would be folly to say that we shall not, in
a lew years, have two districts—the one
north of the river and the other south, or
an eastern and western district, and whether
the line is drawn east and west or north and
south, it is =t least probable that Topeka
will thereafier bave no occasion to
trouble hersell abeut providing accommo-
dations for U. 8. courta, for it is not at all
necessary that the court shonld be held at
the capital of the state. Indeed, it in the
exception rather than the rule, that such
buildings are located st the capital. The
business of the court is governed in a great
degree by the commercial basiness of the
people, aod as a result the government
buildings are generslly located at the com-
mercial centres. In Obio the U, 8. couns
are hell at Cincinpati and Cieveland, in
Wisconsin the public buildings are at Mil-
wankee, in Michigan at Detroit, in New
York at New York City, in Pennsylvania
at Philadelphis and Pittsbargh, and, io
short, in pearly all the states, the U. B,
coaris are located at the principsl commer-
cial cities, without reference to the loca-
tion of the state capitala.

THE TINE FOR ACTION.

It is important that every great move-
ment should be made not ouly in the right
wsy but at the right time, and if Leaven-
worth proposes to become the centre of the
system of narrow gauge raiiroads inevita-
bly to be built in this state during the pext
few years, it is all important that ehe
should move in the matter now, If the
proper ¢ffut is put forth at the present time
there is nothing to stand in the way of the
accomplishment of all we hope for, but a
delay of sixty daye, or even thirty days,
may make it too late—the opportunity
which is now presenting itsell may be pust,
somme other town may step in and gather
the fruit, and leave us to npbraid ourselves
again for haviog permitted another good
chance to pass unimproved.

Everybaly admits that the next few

years are lo witness the construction of &
more or less extensive system of narrow
gauge roeds in this state, our state
legislation of late Las been very [riendiy
to work of this character, aud bas been
framed with the view of enconrsging the
consiruetion of such roads, They are com-
paratively cheap, both in their cunstruction
and operation, and are therefore pecuiiarly
adapted 1o the wants of this country. A
rosd upon the three foot gauge can be built
and succesefully operated through a new
country, where neither the resources of the
people nor the demarda of business would
jastify or support the comstruction of one of
the heavier lines, aud vet the narrow gauge
will effectually meet all the busioess de-
mands of this country at the present time,
and for many vears to come ; hence the at-
tention of the people in all thome sections
of the state not slready lurpished with rail-
road facilities, is directed toward the nar-
row gauge—even though they could get a
road of the broad gauge, they prefer to
have the other, because it is a cheaper line
to build, and 2s the ccet of building must
be borne, in the end, directly or indirectly,
by the people «f the country through which
the road runs, this s a very imporiant rea-
son, and another, equally important, is that
the cost of operating it, sfter it is built, is
much less, and it is thus enabled to carry
pamengers and freight at lower rates than
can possibly be done by the broad gauge
road.
But it i# nol necessary to enumerale all
the reasons why these roads are to be bailt.
That the construction of such & system i«
to be commepced in Kansus, in a very
short time, in a conceded [act, and the ouly
question for us to consider now is, shall we
draw the Jines to Leavenworth and make
this city the centre of the system, or shall
we stand still until some olber poit has
carried off the prive ?

CHEAPF TELEURAPHING.

Th Juurmfof Tw in its i.sue ol
March 15th, snnounces » reductivn of tarifl
rates to all pointa in the Esst and South,
by the Western Union Telegraph Company,
of from fifty to meventy five per cent. less
than the former tarii raten. A dispatch
can now be rent from Lesvenworth to any
of the principal cities, in the Esst, for ffty
cents for tlen words during the day, while at
night the tariff for twenly words, is but
twenty-five cents. Dispaiches of ten wo ds
can be pow sent to Bt. Louis and Chicsgo
for twenty-five cents, and it is understood
that the Wasters Union Company will ad-
bere to these hard-pan prices, if it ia found
that the people and the business communi-
ty will respond in such proportion as to
make good the diminution in raten. The
company has slso made a great redoction
in the tolls heretolore charged for tele-
graphic money orders, which bas grows o
be » very imporiant. branch ol their bus-
iness, principally because it affords a cheap
sad rapid mcde of traneferring money from
one poist to soother, without unmecessary
delay. This reduction in ralcs not cnly ex-
tends 1o every point in this country, but to

A CIRCULAR.

Secretary McCrary has issusd the follow-
ing circular in regard to removals, promo-
tions, &c., in the war department :

Washington, D. C, March 20, 1577.—All
employes now in the service of the United
States under the war department are hore
by i furmed that hereafier removals wiil
be made in this department for canse only,
aud promotions will be ordered up on the
sole ground of merit.  Every official moat
nnderstaed that retention and advancenient
in the service will deperd on
his record of good behavior and etliciency,
and not upon external intluence. No po-
litical test is requirsd bevond the earmest
support of the cons titution and ita amend-
menta and proper re-pect for the rights of
citizens guarantesd thereby, Industry and
faithinlness in the dircharge oi duty, a
goud moral character and strictly temper-
ale habits will be required and enforced,
and the heads ot boreaus will report
promptly sny cace of idleness, neglect of
duty, incapacity, drunkenness, or any im-
moral or dishonest condnet. In cass of &
vacancy, 8 report thereof will be made, ac-
companied by a list of all the mownt reliable
and efficievt clerks in the same office, di-
vision or burean, from which list the vs-
cancy shall be filled.
