GET ON DECK

I went on deck directly, and ran our ships
light, but the fog was so great I could see
nothing else. Hut they told me the bark
had run away. The crew were then all
busy lowering boat. The ship was be-

ginning to sink in'lowering the.boaU, the
crew was in great confusion, everybody try-
ing to crowd into them. One boat wag till-

ed and sunk immediately after it got into
the water, two others were fastened tight
and we could not get them un-

done. The "Poaimerania" was sink-
ing rapidly. There were a number of
women among thepas-esger- I don't know
hotv many, but eight have been saved. A
baby, and I think the baby's mother, have
been drowned. Our captain had some fire
works on board and let them off.

I thought until we landed that we had run
upon a rock at Schiller. It was verr thick
weather. There was a g.od lookout on the
"Pomrnerania" all the time. She had
smart sailors, and there were always two or
three on the bridge and two on the fore-

part from the ti jie she neared the channel.
Our host was so crowded it was very nearly
even with the water.

A row-loc- k was missing lrom
the second boat, which prevented her going
to the assistance of the stragglers.

ONE OF THE rOMMERANIA's CREW

says he saw the bark's lights ten minutes
before the struck, but the collision did not
seem probable until three minutes before it
occurred, as the "Xoel Eilling" was going
free, and she might have avoided striking.
The "Pomrnerania" went to port as far as
she could, but the collision was then una-
voidable. First officer Franzer says it was
his watch, and he was in charge of the ship.
CapL Schwenen was on deck, but not on
the bridge. Franzer declines to say wheth-
er the whistle was blowing or not.
