The Commissioner proceeds to lay before
the secretary official recordsdlsproving MaJ.
Mizner's statement to tieneral bnerid.iu that
there is already a deficiency In tho supplies
provldvd lor. the Cheyenne Indlsns uuriug
the present fiscal year, as compared with the
requirements of Uietieaty. ItlssUown tbatthe Bureau has made ample arrangements
lor supplying the full amount called for by
the treaty.

Commissioner Ilayt concludes his letter as
ioiiows: -- Major Mlzner says further :'They (the Indians) are leu with the means
to go to war. We simply sleep on a volcano.I have also to ask that any Indians
sent from the North lo the department be
disarmed berore b'lug sent here.

With reference lo mis lauguige of Major
MIzuer, I l.ave lo say it Is plainly tbe duty
of the military authorities to disarm the In-
dians. It Is not the duty of the civil agent,
nor has he the power to disarm and dis-
mount ; and tne fact that these Indians had
arms.1 certainly not the faint of the agent,
as has been charged, but the blame rests else- -
wucre.

The statements lo which this letter is a re-
ply in detail are or the same character as the
uurounded assertions put forth almostCdaily
in regard to the administration of Indian af-
fairs, and I would respectfully submit wheth-
er 11 would not be proper for officers in gov-
ernment service to ascertain tbe facts la each
and every case before making unwarran ted
publications.

they received about 333,1103 pounds more of
beel and 7,1J0 pounds more of hour than they
were entitled to, although they were given
arout 2,000 pounds less ot coffee, tiOO pounds
less oi sugar, y.uuu pounus'less oi ueanx, and
although there was alsd a deflill in tho
amount of corn required by the treaty. It Is
stated, however, that consld;rabIe quantities
of tobacco, soap, baking powder, salt and
other articles, not required by the treaty,
were furnished to th3 Indians; and tbat the
supplies actually received Dy them were ot
tho money value of f330t, as against a mon
ey vaiue ot !,;, to wnicu mey were enti- -

This statement," says Commissioner Bayt,
"disposes of all the clamor that has been cur-
rent during the year, that these Indians did
not receive rations to the amount to which
they were entitled under the tteaty."

THE BALTIMORE BANKERS AND HIS AN
SWES3 THERETO.

Washington, November 22. A com.
znittee of the associated banks of Baltimore.
appointed to consider and report upon ac
tion cxtieuieui ut iue xiaitimnre Dana, are
expressing their sympathy with, and co
operation in, resumption, by the govern,
men t, of ppecie payment on the tint of Jan.
uary, had an interview with the

SECRETARY OF THE TB'EASURY

and submitted a series of questions. Tbe
.chairman said the questions were suggested
in consequence of the law providing that
redemption shall take place in New York.
The following questions were prepared acd
submitted .

First. Are United States legal tender
notes to be received at the Baltimore Cus-

tom House on and after January lt. 1S79.
in payment of custom duties at their face
value?

Second. "Will United States legal tender
notes be received on and after January 1st,
1S79, at their face value in purchase of U.
S. bonds from the Treasurer?

Third. Will United States legal tender
notes be redeemed in gold at the office of
the U. S. assistant treasurer in Baltimore
on after January 1st, 1S79?

Fourth. Will standard silver dollars
be issued in exchange for greenbacks in
Baltimore on and after January let, 1870,
and contrary wine, that in, will greenbacks
be issued for standard silver dolllars ?

Fifth. Will there be art issue of certifi-
cates of deposit of silver with the assistant
treasurer of the United States at Baltimore,
and will these certificates be treated as sil-

ver coin in payment of custom duties and
other indebtednes to the government?

Sixth. "Will the government after Jan-
uary 1st, 1870, continue the issuance of cer-
tificates of deposit of legal tender notes
commonly known as clearing house certifi-
cates '

SECRETARY SHERMAN REPLIED,

"I inferred, gentlemen, from the appoint-
ment you made with me that some such
questions as you now propose would besub-mitte- d

to me, but as the law requires me,
officially, to rexrt to Congress in a little
more than a week, upon the very topics
you suggest, it would be manifestly improper
for me to dow discuss them in such detail
as frankness would require, but I may say
a few things which will substantially ans-

wer the object of this interview : It is true
that actual redemption is confined by law
to the office of the Assistant Treasurer at
New York. This is a wise provision, for it
would be inexiedient to scatter redemp-
tion funds eo that it would cot be readily
available.

REDEMPTION IN SEW YORK,
the chief commercial city of the country.
establishes the equality of United States
notes with coin, and this is the main thing,
and carries with it their equality in all
parts of the United States. The difficulties
suggested by the Baltimore banks could be
met by either el the several expedients :

First, This department can now, by ex-
press provision of the law, sell or exchauge
coin for greenbacks. This has been done
tor years at Boston, Baltimore, Chicago,
and other leading points, at the same pre-
mium for gold as the market rate at New
York. This could be continued after Jan-
uary 1st, when, at New York, the rate will
be par, and therefore the same else-
where.

Second United States notes being at par
with coin, can, I think, under the existing
law, be received for customs duties, and
this is the only purpose for which coin is
required by law to be paid to the govern
ment by a citizen, and it is the purpose for
which it is usually desired. If there is any
doubt upon this point. Congress may ex-
pressly authorize it.

Third If United States notes are taken
for duties ou New York they must, be taken
for duties in every part of the United
States.- - Otherwise an unconstitutional
preference would be made in favor of one
port over other ports in the United
States.

Fourth After resumption, United
States notes mu-- t be held and maintained
at par for all purposes in all parts of the
United States. They can be transported
easily and speedily, while coin cannot be
so readily and cheaply moved. It would
seem that if we? secure absolutely the con
vertibility of United States notes into coin'
at the chief commercial city, we practically
secure the same convertibiltiy at every
other place in the United States. Exchange
is unusually in favor of New York but a
temporary premium elsewhere will be in-

significant and cannot exceed the small
cost of transportation of United States notes
to New York that may occur, and has
occurred when specie payments were the
rule everywhere, and is Ies likely to occur
now, when we have a uniform paper circu-
lation, current in all parts of the United
States.

My" general answer, therefor, to you is,
that the United States will maintain its
rates at par in coin in all parts of tbe Uni-
ted States and will do so by the redemp-
tion of such rates as are presented to the
Assistant Treasurer at New York, and by
the receipt of the United States rates for
both custom duties and bonds. I think
this can be done without a change of law,
buljts to this, Congress must be jthe judge.
The Treasury will treat United States rates
acd coin as an exact equivalent in all
transactions with the Government, and
all business everywhere in the United
States will adopt itself to the same stand-
ard. Having stated this much I do not
think that I ought to go any further, and
perhaps in my desire to be frank with you
I may have broochtd questions that shonld
await the opening of Congress.
