Rut an industrial
criis means quite another thing in Sweden
than in England or America, on account of
the peculiar relation which exists there be-

tween the employer and the employes. A
Mtedish cViis jiatron, the owner of vasts
tracts of forest and extensive mines, of nu-
merous blast furnaces, rolling mills, etc,
lives among the men who work his fotesl",
mine', mills, etc, pretty nearly as, in the
Middle Ages, the lord ot the castle lived
among the villagers settled before the gate
He does not simply pay them tbe mates on
nhich they sul-it- , but he builds their cot
tages, plants trees in their gardens, erects
schools for their children, apiointa and pays
the minister, the physician, the apothecary,
preacher, At, and nearly in every kind of
distress the working man looks to the

far relief. The relation, continued
through centuries without any appreciable
modification, has, of course, completely
moidid the character of the Swedish
workingnian. He is industrious and cun-
ning at his work, kind and joyous in his
home, loyal and respectful to his employer,
but beyond thee three fields or spheres he
is not only inexperienced, but ignorant.
In tn emergency he is entirely enable to
shift for himself, and when his master fails,
it seems to hira that the whole and sole
foundation for his own life has given wav
and he can do nothing but abanlon himself
to vagabondage and rascal ity,j'or sit down
with the Prayer-boo- k in hia hied and
starve to deatb.

If a small bov
should sit down carefully for a few moments
on a sphere of putty it would soon assume
the form cf an oblate spheroid, such as the
earth has for some time been supposed to
be, and up to the time when the theory of a
bulge began to excite tbe scientific world
Thus far, in the seaich after scientific
knowledge, if the pressure exerted by the
su.all boy on the putty has been moderately
een, the "oblate spheroid" ol revolution
will have been produced. If the boy will
Lay out the equator on his flattened globe
according to existing theories, and
seat himself this time in the
plane of tt.e equator for a few moments,
he will have before him the "ellipsis of
three axes" over which certain scientific
gentlemen are loosing a good deal ot sleep.
To sum the matter up in plain language,
the new theory is that the earth, in addi-
tion to being flattened at the poles, bulges
out unevenly at the equator. And so the
earth, when seen in profile by the eye of
academic faith, has the outline of an alder-
man with full stomach. The great ques
lion now is, Where is this bulge? Does the
United States posses) it?
