Here I am among ihe snow-cappe- d peaks
of the Andes, acclimating myself for a
trip over the mountain, whose highest, 17,-5-

feet, 1 intend to scale. Leaving Lima
this morning wHi a party of officers, I
cime over the celebrated Oroya railroad to
Matucana, and from there by the light ex-

press to this place, the present terminus of
the road. The building of this road was
one of the greatest undertakings the world
has ever known. It is only completed
eighty-si- x miles and cost 530,000000.
From the sea coast to the summit of the
Andes we passed through forty four tunnels
and over many high bridges, one of them
200 feet high The road follows the valley
of the river Kimsc, crosfirg and recrosing
it many times. From Matucana to the top
is nothicg but a succession of V's, Z's and
doublings. Some of the places are truly
frightful. As ycu pass around a mountain
peak you can look for thousands of feet be-

low and still abjve you can see the lofty
peaks of the rdes. Kven here at Chilca
we are still " 000 feet from the top, and the
railroad tunnel on the summit will be over
12,000 feet abave the sea.

Chiclais the highest railroad station and
within a few feet of the highest city in tbe
world. Ia Limi cr CalUo the lightest
clothes would be very comfortable, but up
here I wear a double suit of heavy under
clothing and a large ulster. With all my
clothes, I am rearly freezicg, and a red-h-

stove close by at that. Less than a week
ago I was in the tropical seas of the equator

quite a change. Most people here are
troubled with what they call "soroche,"
headaches, nausea and sometimes bleeding
at the mouth, noze and ears, lhe air is so
rare it is difficult to breathe.

At tbe invitation of the roadmaster I
took a ride with him down the road. We
were jut ahead of the regular train, and
we started off like a streak of lightning. I
have been in a good many tight places in
my life, but never in a position to make
my hair literally stand on end, as it did in
coming down tbe Andes on a hand-ca- r.

Never till my dying day can I forget
that ride. Starting among the very
clouds, down, down we came; disappear-
ing like a flash in a tunnel of pitchy dark-
ness and cut on to a frail-lookin- g iron
bridge over a mighty eoree from two to
three hundred feet deep. We stopped in a
long, curved tunnel to look at some work
that wa going on, and did not hear the
train in our rear until it was in the tun
nel. We cculd not lift the hand car off, so
we made a spring for it, cut loose the
brake, and made a dash for our lives. And
truly it looked so, for she came in full
yiew befere we were well across the gorge,
and on she came at the rate of a mile a
minute, but we were going by this time
much faster than that, and in a short time
we left her far behind. We reached Matu
cana. twenty-thre- miles irom in
safely, but since I come lo think it all over,
I would hardly dare to try it again.

I have seen a few beautiful faces in my
life, but never hundreds of thousands of
them until I came to the gay capital of
Pern. Yon can not see these ladies on the
street, for ihey cover all but their eyes with
a mantle ; but in the windows, on tbe balco-
nies:, in the public gardens and at the opera
yon see them at their best. Last Sunday
week there was a review of 10,000 troo;:s
in Lima, and I believe I saw all the reople
in the city, which is said to contain 150,000
eonls. Bat Lima is not what it once was.
Many of the people are rich as of old, and

The County Seat or Kice County, and
One of the Live Towns ot Knnwax

Lyon?, Kice County, Kan., August 7.
Editob Times: Thinking a short de-

scription of this place and surrounding
country may be of interest to your readers,
I will this morning with your permission,
endeavor to enlighten them as to which is
the garden spot of the Arkansas Valley,
and which city is the future great of said
valley. Lyons ia the county seat of Kice
county, situated in the exact center of the
county, and yery near the exact center of
the State, making it very probable that at
some future time the capital of the State
will be removed to this point. It is ten
miles north of Sterling, on the Atchison,
Topeka and Santa Fe, and thirty-tw- o miles
routh of Ellsworth on the Kansas Pacific
After you get north of Sterling four or five
miles the land becomes less sandy, and its
capacity for resisting drouth being increased
very much thereby. The present season is
a forcible illustration of this fact, and he
who runs may read it. in passing oyer this
section. For twenty-fiv- e miles north of
Lyons until the bluffs of Ellsworth county
are reached the soil is the same deep, rich
black loam, very level but sufficiently roll-
ing for drain-sge- and not an acre of
uncultivatable land in all that distance,
making of this the fairest spot in fairy.
Kansas. Lack of railroad facilities has
prevented the development of this country
to anything bat a limited extent While
lands lying nearer the railroads on
each side of it remained un-
sold thts hsd no chance, being
so far from market. But flow a change
has come over the spirit of our dreams.
The railroad boom has struck Lyon, the
bonds for the extension of the Marion &
Mcl'herson railroad were carried last Sat-
urday by a jsrge majority and our people
nere arejunuatiDg accordingly, it is con-
ceded noMbnt the A. T., & S. F. intend
making this their main line of road, as it
materially shortens the distance and lessens
the grade. '1 he extension leaves the main
line in Marion county and strikes it again
at or near Ellinwood in Birton county.
Tne distance saved is supposed to be be-

tween 30 and W miles and the highest
grade reduced from 13 to SO
feet to the mile The coatract
with the railroad company compels the
completion of tho road to Lyons by th 1st
of June, 1SS0, but it is thought that they
will get through by the 1st of January on
account of being able to hire the laborers
so very much cheaper this fall than they
could possibly do next spring. In comfirm-atio- n

of this a report came in last night that
they had commenced grading west of

Center yesterday. Lyons feels the
thrill of the new order of things that is so
B3on to envelope Ler. New faces are seen
on the streets; lots are changing hands, and
the sound of the carpenters' hammer is
heard on every side. There are onenincs
yet for many lines of business, and men
with capital to invest would do well to pay
this place a visit. The railroad has been
secured by voting a little over 2.000 dol-
lars a mile, which will be co burden at all
witn the increased valuation that it will
bring into our midst. I he county is com-
paratively free from debt, and the adminis-
tration of its affairs is in the hands of ca-
pable and efficient officers, who keep posted
on the world's doings by taking the best
