the best opportunities it will ever have to
abandon tbe present Indian policy, and
Irticently inquires, "how.many more out-

rages, and murders, and extieneive wars
must we have before the Government will
see the fatal folly of treating roving tribes
of savages as foreign powers, with whom it
is to maintain treaty relations, especially
when these treaties arc deliberately violated
by rascally .Agents and contractors with
perfect impunity, and even the Government
itself finds it impossible or impracticable to
car.--y out their provisions7 How much
longer will the Government expose the lives
ot peaceful settlers and miners to the fury
of Indians who have been robbed, cheated
and swindled, that a ring of scoundrels, who

deserve the penitentiary, may feather their
nests. The Tribune thinks there is but one
way to effectually fettle the Indian ques-

tion, od that way it states aa follows .
Corral tho Indians a? rapidly as potslb'e- -

disarm them and dismount them, and send
them to the Indian Territory, w here, as fast
as Is practicable, they shall be compelled to
maintain taemsetes by farming and stock:
raising. Once placed there, the (Jovcrnment
should prxxjocutc with the utmost vigor any
white man who Interfered with them or en
croached upon their territory. This must ot
necessity In the outcome of the present war
with the Utes. Their defeat will Inevitabl
levl to the removal fcoutb, and to the open-

ing up of Western Colorado In which they
roam over an area almost as large as Illi-
nois- to settlement, and It should be the pro-

gramme to be adopted In the case of all the
other tribes. Tho Utes aro nearer to civiliza-
tion than ths other tribes, being enly about
150 miles west of Denver, and right In the
heart of the newly ill overcJ mining
districts , but all the savages now
prowling tetwtcn tho Canadian
frontier and tho Mexican border are In the
way of emigration, and most giloutoflhe
way. ft is foolish to sentimentalize any
longer The sooner It Is done the less expen-
sive It will be la life and money. There Is a
constant and yearly Increasing wave of emi-

gration Bweeplng aoross the great West from
the mora crowded East. The Mock-mise-

and ranchmen aro covering the vast plains
strctchltgf'-o- Texas through New Mexico
way up 10 Montana and Wyomingwith their
herds, wherever there are grass and water.
I : ven the dry bterlle tracts where nothing
now grows will soon bo demoted to the new
grain being introduced by tho Meunonlles
which groan and thrives even In the driest
soils. lUllroads are Intersecting theconntry
In all directions. Miners are following their
line north, south, east and west, and must of
necessity collide with the Indians, bettlers
are planting their farms wherever there Is
aia'de timber and water.

Il will rapidly grow jar by
year, km the rnilrods peuttrato fmthir
and farther, mi'l Join the Kast and Wist
in closer union. It Is only temporizing, and,
as Tilden would .sjy, "a futile dalliance"
with the problem to move the Indians back
'ram htatlou to station. Tho tide overtake!
them Rlmost before they can be moved, and
involves dangerous collision and needless ex-

penditure. Unless the Government can
cucck emigration, it cannot observe Its sham
treaties, and tho only wayltCAn put the
tiucstlon at rest Is to collect tbe bavagus Just
fast as possible and get them out of the way,
and to make the future secure by first dis-
arming and dismounting them, and then
civilizing them as fast as circumstances will
admit. It in the only iollcy which will se-

cure the tiulgrants and scttRrs irom dagger
It will bo a lender mercy to tho Indian, and
relieve him lrom tho depredations of the
scoundrels who are now Jls ctng him and
goading hlra on to furious retaliation. It is
too only policy that can open up tho Ureal
West to settlement In a tale and cxicdltloos
manner.

From the Dayton, Ohio, Demxrat, of

Monday, the Cth insU, we copy as follows :

Hon. M. J. Parrott, of Leavenworth,

Kssai, died at Oakwood on Saturday af-

ternoon, at the residence of his sister, Mrs
Judge Mathews. About two years ago he
realized his health to be declining, and
conc'uded to visit relatives in this city.
He had not beeu here more than three
months when he received a stroke of par-

alysis, which almost deprived him of the
power of speech. He was removed to the
Sanitarium, at College Hill, where he re
mained six months, having the very bet
medical attention and skillful nursing,
which proved of no avail to restore him
to health. He was brought back to Oak-woo- d,

where the kind hands of a loving
mother and ' devoted brothers and
sisters administered to his wants.
and in every possible way aided in
alleviating his sntTeringa until death came
to his" relief. His tuneral was private, no
public announcement being made, and
only his relatives and intimate friends at-

tending. His four nephews, Thomas and
Maxwell Gaddis and George and Edwin
Mathews, acted as at the
funeral. The religious services were con-

ducted by Rev. Wm. Herr and Kev. Wm.
L. Hypes, pastor cf Grace M. K. Church.
Mr. Parrott was born in Charleitori, S. C,
in the vear 1823. bat removed to Dayton
when quite a boy. He attended school at
the Dayton Academy, conducted at that
time by E. E. Barnev and. Collins Wight,
both well known in this city. After attend-
ing the O. W. University two years, he
graduated at Dickinson, at Carlisle, Pa.
Mr. Pirrott practiced law in this
city, was a prominent Democrat, and
elected to the Legislature. He was an elo-

quent and forcible speaker, and his aldress
at the funeral services in memory of Henry
Clav. held in this city, will long be remem
bered. When quite a young man he re-

moved to L;aenworlh, Kansas, and was
soon elected to Congress to represent the
Territory. Mr. Parrott came within one
vote of being elected Senator of Kansa,
and lost the election by ttickery. Mr. Par-
rott was what was known as a Free State
Democrat during Ihe Kansas trouble?, and
not only periled hia lif. but was twice
driven to Dayton for boldly expressing his
opinions in favor of his convictions. Mr.
Parrott was known all over Kansas aa one
of the most eloquent men in the State, and
when announced to speak at any point tre-

mendous crowds gathered to hear him, and
were charmed by hia reason and tLe force
of his logic.

Wy.) At daylight this morning, I rein-

forced the cavalry command at this point,
lately under command of Maj. Thomburg.
The Indians are all around us and keep up
a plunging fire on our pits. All our ani-

mals arc dead. We cannot communi-

cate with the agency, but dare
not hope that any one there is
left alive. The command is in good spirits
end we can hold out till succor arrives. We
cannot move on account of the wounded, of

whom there are forty-tw- o, having no trans-

portation to move them. The stench from
the dead animals and the distance from
water are our great disadvantages. Jud;
'ng from their extravagance in its use the
Indians are abundantly supplied with am-

munition. It is impossible to anticipate
their intentions or give an idea of their
next move. Capt. Dodoe,

Corinne. W. T., Oct. 8. a.m. The
fo lovting has just been received from Raw
lins:

Rawlins, October S. The mail ourier
from Snake River, just in, report
that Merritt reached laynes command
Monday afternoon, after a severe fight,
killing tnirty-eeve- n Indians.

The colored cavalry company joined
Payne last Friday night, losing all their
horses but two in doing so.

The mail carrier kuows nothing aliout
the condition of the officers and men of the
14. h regiment. They were at least twenlj- -
lour hours behind Jlerritt s command.

IN A CRITICAL rCSITION.

Cheyesne, Oct. 8. A courier from the
front brings in the following from an officer
with Paynes command :

Battlefield, Milk River. Col , Oc
3, 0 p. m. Courier will leave same time to
night with dispatches it possible. Ihe In-
dians still surround us, and pour in an ef-

fective fire from the commanding bluffs, at
a distance of five or six hundred yards,
having a croa fire upon our position, which
position was chosen hastily on the first day
of tbe fight.

All our horses and all but twelve mules
have been killed. We sheltered them the
best we could, with wagons, but to no pur
pose.

Capt. Dodge and Lieut. Hughes, with
company "D, Uth cavalry, came to our
rescue yesterday morning at daybreak,
after a forced night's march of thirty-fiv- e

miles from Bear river. Cheer upon cheer
rent the air from our tre redes when it was
ascertained who were coming. A lull iu
firing enabled them to come in and shelter
their hones as well as possible, taking to
the fortification quickly, when the attack
redoubled in fury. Had the heights been
accessible, Dodge would have charged them
with his company, while we covered him
from our rifle pits. But this was utterly
impossible, the ascent being nearly perpen-
dicular. All we could do during the day
was to keep a good look-ou- t from loop-
holes and return the fire when an Indian
showed his head. This, however, was a very
rare occurrence, as the Indians have ride
pits and loop-hole- s.

. Before dark every horse but threeof Cap-
tain Dodge's command was shot down.

A veij fortunate thing for us has been
that thelcdiarjs have left us unmolested at
night with the exception of an occasional
shot to make us scatter to onr pits. AVe
have been able, at great risk, to haul off our
djad animals every night, otherwise the
stench would be intolerable.

A sally is made every night for water,
a distance of 200 yards from our intrench-meet- s.

Night before last Private Erser, of
Company F, was shot in the face while out
wi'h a party after water.

The Indians were only a few yards away
and were driven off by a volley from the
guard and trenches. Captain Dodge
Brought us cheering news that our dis-
patches had reached Bear River safe, and
would undoubtedly reach Rawlins. We
have been counting the hours which it will
probably take for relief to reach us. We
all agree tint General Merritt, from Fort
Kussell, witn the companies ol tbe Fifth
Cavalry there, and all other available
troops, will be ordered to our rescue, as
they will all be needed to finish the cam-
paign. The field of bit tie waa admirably
chosen for defence by the Indians, and had
it not been for Major Thorn burgh's advance
guard, commanded by lieutenant Cherry,
discovering the ambuscade, the entire com-
mand would have been annihilated.
He saw a small party of Indians
disappear over a hill a half mile
in front, and at once divided his
party to reconnoitre, and only discovered
them when he had ll inked their position
by about two hundred yards. Cherry rode
back at full speed with two or tnree men
who were with him and notified Major
Thornburgh,who bad already began the de-
scent into the deep ravine which was in-
tended to engulf the command. The Indi
ans were dismounted and lying down
along the crest of the high, steep ridge, not
a hundred yards from th point where the
deadly assault would have commenced.
The troops were withdrawn a short distance,
dismounted and deployed in line of battle
with orders to await the attack ol the
Indians, but Cherry was here ordered by
Thornbargh to take a detachment of fif-

teen picked men and make a reconnoisance
and communicate if nosaible with the In
dians, ts it was thought that they only de
sired 10 oppose nis approarn to their
Agency, and wonld parley or have a big
talk if they could be communicated with.
Cherry moved oat at a gallop with his men
from the right flank, and noticed a like
movement of about SO Indians from the left
of the Indian position. He approached to
within couple hundred yards of the In
dians, took off his hat and waved it, bat the
wspoMe waa a shot find aHiim, wounding
mnUB 0I hisWty and kilUacUahone.

advantage cf ths poeiticE he held, Cherry
dismounted his ditachnect and deployed
along the crest ei the hill to prevent tha
Indiana Cankimr his position, and to cover
retreat if founa ntcesstrv tj retire upon
ths wsgen train, which was then coming
up slowly, guarded by Lt. Pad Jock, Co. D,
5lh Cavalry. Orders were seat to pack the
wsgons and cover them, with the company
guarding them. The two companies in ad-

vance were o. F, 5th Cavalry,
and Capt. Lawson, Co. 1 3rd Cavalry,
which were dismounted and deployed
as skirmishers, Capt. Payne on the left and
Capt. Lawson on the right. From Cherry's
position he could tee that the Indians were
trying to cut him off from the wagons and
at once sent word to Maj.Thomburgh, who
then withdrew the line slowly keeping the
Indians in check until opposite the point
which his men had, when seeing that the
Indians were concentrating to cut off his
retreat. Capt. Payne with company F,
oth cavalry, was ordered to charge the hill,
which he did in gallant style, his horse be-

ing shot under him, ana several
of his men wounded. The Indians
having been driven trom the
point the company waa rallied or the
wagon train. Maj. Thornburgh then gave
orders to Cherry to hold his position and
cover Capt. Lawson's retreat, who was or-

dered to fall back slowly with the lead
horses of his company. Cherry called lor
volunteers of twenty men who responded
promptly and fought with desperation.
their names will he given in later dis-
patches, as nearly every man was wounded
before be reached camp and two men
killed. Cherry brought every wounded
man with him.

Capt. Lawson, brave old veteran, dis-

played the greatest coo'ness and couragedur- -

icg mis retreat, eenuing up ammunition iu
Cherry's men when once they were nearly
without it. Maj. lhornnurgh started bacK
to the wagon train after giving his final
orders to Capt. Payne to charge the hill
and to Capt. Lawson and Lieut. Cherry to
cover tbe retreat. He must have been shot
dead when barely half way there as his
body was seen by one of Capt. Lawson'i
men, life extinct, and lying on his face.
Capt. Payne then in command at once set
about having the wounded hones shot for
breastworks dismounting the wagons of
boxes', bundles of 1 edding, corn and Uour
acks,which worequickly piled up for forti-

fications. Picks and shovels were ued vigor-
ously fordiuging intrenchments. Meantime
a galling fire was concentrated upon the
command from all the surrounding bluffs
which command the iosition. Not an In-

dian could be seen but the incessant cracks
ol the Sharp's and Winchester rillea dealt
fearful destruction among horses and men.
The groans of the dying and the agonizing
cries of the wounded told what fearful
havoc was being made amorg the deter-
mined and desperate command ; every
man found to sell his life as dearly as pos-

sible.
About this time a great danger wa ap-

proaching at a frightful rapid
pace. The red devils at the beginning of
the fiht had set fire to the dry grass and
sage brush to the windward of our position,
and it now came sweeping down toward a,
the tlames leaping high into the air and im-

mense volcanoes of smoke rolling on to en-

gulf us. It was a sight to make the stoutest
heart quail, and the fiends were waiting
ready to give ns a volley as soon as we
were driven from our shelter. Soon it
reached the tlink. and blankets, blouses and
empty sacks were freely used to extinguish
the 'lHmcs. Some of the wagons
were tet on fire. which required
all the force possible to smother it. So
water can be obtained and the smoke is suf-

focating, but the fire passes and we will hold
our position. Meantime a constant volley
is poured upon us, Capt. Payne being
wounded for the second time, and 1st Ser-

geant Dolan.of Company F, killed instantly.
McKinsley and McKee were killed, and
many others wounded. Our greatest dan
ger now is past ; the men haye now mostly
covered themselves, but the poor horses and
mules are constantly falling about us.

Jtit about sundown a charge was at-

tempted but repulsed, the Indians trying to
drive off some of our horses wiiich
Iiad broken loose. The attack cea?ed at
dark and soon every man was at work en-

larging the trench," hauling out the dead
horses, caring for the wounded and bury-
ing the dead.

Atdayligbtthe attack was resumed and
the tiring of the sharp Ebooters has lieen
kept up every day since and occasionally
at night, sending us to our pits in a scram-
ble. This is the fifth day of our siege, but
we are determined to hold, if it takes a
month, for succor to reach us; but we are
confident that General Merritt, whose name
is upon the lip of every one, is on the road
to rescue us.

picture of Ouray, the head chief of the
Ute Indians, accompanied by the following
sketch

Ouray, the he id chief of tbe Utes at the
Unconipahgre, is an Iudian of remarkable
ability. lie has made two visits to Wash-
ington, and seeing the power and immense
number of the whites, has become in every
sense of tbe word a peaceable Indian. He
lives in a house, cultivates some sixty acres
of ground, has a lar.--e Mock of sheep, wears
tbe clothing of a white man, rides around
in a covered wagon or carriage, and has
largely adopted the habits and customs of
civilization. He has learned to sign his
name, and was in the habit of sending let-
ters direct to President Grant stating
his grievances and what he wanted.
His influence has been all pow-
erful on the side of peace, and that
there has been no collision between
his people and the whites is entirely due to
him. He is not, however, the hereditary
chief, but became so some years ago through
his force of character and the favor of the
Indian agent, who acknowledged him aa
such. Frequent attempts have been made
to assarsinate him by the Indians them-
selves, especially those of the hereditary
chieftain "Mocd, who are jealous of his
power and dissatisfied with his change
from the old habits and customs. The
whites much dread that at some time or
other these attempts may succeed ; then
there will be trouble : there will be no re
straining force, and the bad Indians will
get control of the tribe. It will not be their
numbers, but the scattered character of the
mining population, the numerous mountain
hiding places and the inaccessibility of the
country, which will make them formidable
enemies and the war protracted and expan-
sive.

Many years ago the Eioux captured th
son of Ouray while he was on a buffalo
hunt on the eastern plains of Colorado-T- he

bov then was twelve years of age and
his only child. It has been Ouray's great
grief, and, as he was taken prisoner and is
still living, he has made every effort to re-

gain him, but as yet unsuccessfully. The
Government ought, he thinks, assist him
and get the boy back. Ouray last year
gave strong proof of his determination to
keep his people quiet by the summary pun-
ishment of O a Ute medicine chief,
who was, if possible, even more restless
and troublesome than Colorow. He was
constantly traveling from Ihe White River
Agency to the southern Ute country, ex
citing all the Utes and endeavoring to get
'.hem to pin him in an attack upon the
white, claiming that they had been de-
frauded by the Brunot Treaty, and the
whites ought not be allowed to remain in
the San Juan country. Ouray saw that he
was getting quite a strong party on his
side, so to stop the trouble, alter an angry
controversy, as be was leaving the council,
in the act of mounting his horse,
was shot dead by order of Ouray.,

the murder of Coroner Hesser, in 1874.

John O'Neil, sentenced to be hanged at
the same time, was reprieved last night,
but tbe news was not communicated to
bim until this morning.

About four hundred people assembled in
the jail yard and an immense crowd in tl e
street and on houe tops.
