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The early history of Vermont is lit
tlo more than the history of the settle-
ment of Bennington, the cradle of its
infincy.  InJunnary 1749 parties from
Portamouth, N H; obtained jfrom her
Governor, Benning Wentworth, in the
mame of King George the Second, a
grant of laud six miles square, six miles
north of Massachusetts’ lineand twenty
miles east of thegHudson JAmong thelno-
table festnres of this charter were the
provisions resorving one of the original
64 shares for the first settled minister,
snd one for schools, This township,
ealled Bennington after the name of
the New Hampshire governor,remained
o wilderness  for thirteen years antil
Captain  Sammnel {Robinson, retnrming
from the French War, saw and liked
the conntry, nnd  with (his companions
brought out the original grantees and
came hither, This Samnel Robinson
wis moderator of the first proprietors’
meeting and John Fassett olerk ; the
first public meeting a4 a town taking
place Fob. 11th, 1762. The first ‘emi.
gration took plage June 18th, 1761, and
cansisted of Petlv and Eleasar Har-
wood; Samuel and Timothy Pratt of
Amherst, Mass, and Samuel and Leon-
ard Robinson of Hardwiok, Mass,, with
their familios,in all twenty-two persons.
Daring the snmmer and fall Samuel
Robinson and John Fussett of Hard-
wick, Mnss.. Josoph Saftord, John
Suiith, John Burnbam and Beaajah
Hopd from, Newint, Conn,, Hlisha
Field and Samuel Montagoe from Sun-
derland, Muss, and several others ar
rived with their familiesto the number
of some thirty additional persons.| The
first work was tofix a place for “the
meeting house” which was first boou:
pied in 1766, but not entirely finlshed
evidently until 1774, This “mesting
house" seems also to have served as a
town house when necessary. In it
thanksgswere given for Ticonderogn,
aud so warmly did Parson Dewey: give
the glory to Almighty God that Ethan
Allen interrupted Bhim with “Please
mention to the Lord about my being
there ;" here this same Parson Doewey
preached s war sermon the Sunday be-
fore Beunington; here the Hessians
captured in that battle were confined ;
here the first Logislature met jin June
1778, here the) General Assembly of
1779, and that of 1780 met and soveral
sneoessive Legislatures. This “meeting
house” was also onoe used as a vonrt-
house,  The first test of the mettle of
the new sottlement was the celebrated
"Land Title Controversy,” which orig-
inated in 1768, Dee. 28, when Governoy
Colden of N, Y., by proclamation
claimed jurisdiction for New York as
far as the Conneotiout River under an
olil, absurd and untenable charter grant-
od in 106065 by CUharles the Second to
his hrathar the Duke of York.  This
charter to the Duke of York applisd
alike to Conneotiout and Massehpsotts
as itgave the [Duke of York all lands
from the west side of the Connestient
River to the east side of Delaware Bay,
undl was therefore stupidly inconsistent
with provious charters.  Up to the date
of Governor Colden's proclamation no
Jjurisdietion had ever been nsserted, and
at this time 124 land patents had been
issued by Wentworth ; valuable im-
provements had been made, when sud.
denly these hardy settlers found them-
selves threatened with loss of house

and land on writs of u‘imtmem. unless
they reépurchused the Innds they had

already paid for and improved st »
ruinous price trom the greedy New
York Innd speculators to whom land
patentsfhad been issued by Colden, Ab.
surd as this claim was in law and equity
the Vermonters would have snbmitted
if this proclamation of Colden had
only meant a change of prospective
Jurisdiction, hut “thegYorkers” insisted
not only on jurisdiction but on their
right to all the lands that had beeén pre-
viously sold by New Hampshire, and
to retrospective jurisdiction. Governor
Colden thus granted over two millions
of acres in Vermont to land specula-
tors, officials, &c., and Gov, Colden put
in his pocket 825,000 of fees, so that
the men of Bennington had a good case
both in law and equity and resisted a
robbery that to most of them meant
abject poverty. There followed one of
the most singular eontests in history, s
bitter, determined, effectual resistance
on the part of the settlers jto the legal
officers of New York which lasied
from 1764 to 1700, romarkable also for
its blooillessness, for not & man wus
killed, not even a gun fired Ly the sot-
tlors during the whole struggle. The
principdl leaders of the settlers pre.
