; The Change in Lincoln’s Cabinet.
: The Herald has.the following editorial - re-
marks : = SRS AT

Senator Fessenden, of Maino, lately " Chair-

man of the Senate Finance Committee, has
.been appointed to the price in the Cabinet
made vacant by the resignation of Mr. Chase.
Mr. Fessenden is not a man after Mr. Lincoln’s
heart. e affiliates with that portion of the
Republican party that has been arrayed agaiust
the-President in the recent Cabinet troubles.
He is 'an extremist, and his * views' on finance
are essentially the same ns those of Mr. Chase.
Mr. Lincolnshias takeu his new Secretary on
compulsion, and has thue been beaten ‘at the'
very.first step in the struggle that he seemed'to
brave in gaing to extremities with Mr. Chase.
He has-learned too lato tho real strength that
could. be concentrated against him in tho Seén-
‘ate.”  He bad too little faith in'that opposition ;
but now, alarnied at the ‘developement of its
-powor, he hds Geen driven into thelfhost com-
plete approval and endorsement of Mr,” Chase
against himaelf; he has acecepted Mr.  Chase's
double.

Of caurse, tlre troubfe-doaa-n’ot end here, Mr.
Lincoln doubtless accepted Mr. Chase's resig-
nation: Wnder tho immediate-pressure of a.more
than usvally rough Cabinet quarrel; but, hav-
ing accepted it, ﬁc_ thereby hastened the inevi-
table issuc of a difficnlty hitherto successfully
emothered, covered up and kept dormant ‘in
the Repubhcan party. The difficulty is the
powerful and determined opposition of the Sent
ate to-Mr. Lincoln. So long as Mr. Chate was
in the Cabinet, this opposition nursed its wrath
and kept quiet. 1le controlled it.. But upon
his removal, the pent up Dbitterness
discharge its fary. Other ‘causes, therefore
besides the knowledge of Tod's incompetencey,
wewe ‘at:the bottom pf the objebtions to that
gentloman. Mr." Lincoln, moreover, know

‘od’s incompetency well xs any one. Dut
Tod is a. nonentity,sand e wanted a nonentity
in his place. More than this, Mod was from
Olbio. By this proffer of a man from -Mr.
Chasc’s State, be hoped to siinply supply that
gentleman’s place and to~keep otherwisa “the
Cabinet status or balance. And the Senate
opposed T'od, not becanse he was unfit for the
place! but simply to declare its views that the
Cabinet is a unit, and that the changa of one
member destroys the identity of the body, and

" that the whole must be made one,

It made this the basis of its opposition, and
tke array of the forces opposed to him bn  thjs
pomnt, frightened Mr. Lincoln into the tempo-
rary relingnishiment of the struggle, and indue-
ed him to seck the first shelter he could find,
and to escape on any terms. But he has- vot
escaped. I¥a has only shown to the Sénmate
how much it may require and how ample its
power is. The Senate will not be-satisficd with
one vietory. Mr. Lincoln, in this difficulty
with Mr."Chase, commenced.a war that will
not cease until he has re-organized his Admin-
istration throngh and through, and cntirely
changed the personnel of bis Cabinet. It js
therefore a quarrel that will inure to the pub-
lic good ; it is a storm that will clear the air,
but it will be fierce.

The county of Fulton, of which “Atlanta is
the center, 1s bounded gu its entire northwest
face by the Chattahivochee river, This strtam
rises in the Black Modntains, spurs of the Bluc
Ridge, in Habersham couanty, aud not fur from
where, in the same country, by the junction of
the Tallulah and Chawtooga erecks, the Savan
nal is formed, Flowing southwest, for a dis-
tance of one hundred and fitty miles it strikes
the Alabama line south of the thirty-third par-
allel, and from thence runs almost due south,
dividing the States of AMbama and Georgia,
and finally. émpties into Apalachic8la river and
the Gulf of Mexico. :
Seven miles north of Atlanta is the Chatta-
hooches bridge, where the Western and At-
‘lantic Railroad crosses the river. This . bridge
bas been déstroyed by the Confederates, and is
again being constructed by the Yankees. A
few hundred yards above this bridge, I’sachiree
creek comes iuto the Chattahooche® from  ho
east. A little creck called Nance’s' 1uns* jnto
Peachtree just above the fmouth of the latter.

It is one hundred and thirty-eight miles
from Atlanta ro Chattanooga; one hundved and
seventy-one from Atlanta to Augusta; eighty-
fonr to West Point; one hundred nnd sixty
eight to Montgomery ; and ono hundred and
ten from Atlanta .to Macon, ~East Foint is six
‘miles west on the West Point road, The Ma-
con & Western and the Atlanta & West
Point railroads form a junction at Iast Point,
but trains of either company run into the Leart
of the city. At one place, Peachitree ereek runs
within five miles of the city, At the last ac
colints the encmy were all along this insignifi-
cant little branch. ;

Fulton county 1s bounded on the cast by
DeKalb, on the south by, Fayette, on the west
by Cawpbell, ard on the North by Cobb coun-
tics.
