The Winds.
Tliu nncicnts believed the winds issued

from a cavern at the command, of Jove,
nnd lliat lliey were under the control of
four deities, to whom lire I'licenicinns,
Greeks and others erected temples. We
now, however, know that Kind is merely
air in a stale of motion, and thnt by wav-

ing the liand lo and fro, or blowing our
breath, we may produce wind on a small
scale. When the air, at any particular

of the
sun'n'rays or radiation, it rises because of
its lightness, and cold air from the
rounding localities rushes in lo Cll in
place. A common door will illustrate
this; if we partially open the door of a
warm room and hold the light near the top,
the flame will be blown outwaith by the
healed air escaping ; nnd if we hold the
nr it near the bottom, the Ilame Will ue

In particular
parts of the tropical regions, where the
air becomes highly healed by tho sun,
