1 ulwuys ettect this trnm the

simple process : I turn uiy eyeballs as
to the right or left, or upward or down-

ward, as 1 can, without pain, and ihen com-

mence rolling ilium slowly, with that di-

vergence from a direct line of vision, around
their Buckets, and coutinuallv doing this

until I fall asleep, which occurs generally
within three minutes and always within five

most. Tlio immediate effect ot this pro-

cedure differs from that of any other which
hare ever heard to produce sleep. It not

merely diverts thought into a new channel,
but actually suspends it. Since I became
