ty, for. although not now a citizen of Chardon,
ho had formoily been one, and felt a common in-

terest with our citizens in the trophy. After
rending Lieut. Phelps' letter, be aaid it war but
proper that we should lints publicly testify our
regard for tlie gift and the services oi tlie writer.
Willi the exception of Commodore l'uote, no offi-

cer of the Flotilla had rendered such valuable
service aa Lieut. Phelps; and he believed that,
were it not for lha red tape syatent of the Navy,
he would now be la Commodore.
