Tho
mayor stopped his speech and, bending
over, lifted the barefooted boy to a seat.
He made some very touching remarks
about every one having an equal chance

The mayor is a doer and not a hear-
er only. He believes in action. He leads
a strenuous life. He has radical ideas,
and calls himself a Christian socialist.
