There were 28,000 Endeavorers
in attendance, including Detroit dele-
gates.

Thirty thousand live hundred persons
simultaneously attended strictly C. E.
meetings.

noon evangelistic meetings, which had
a total attendance of 15,000, aud 100 pro-
fessed conversions.
UTho cluurmon of each state and pro-
vincial delegation and those from
abroad were called to the platform and
testified each for his. peoplo and their
aspirations is Eudeavoiers. Then tho
respective delegations sang together,
waved flags aud gave other evidences of
enthusiasm.
