Dobson himself claims the honor of
discovering the Courthouse Ring, and
as this same Mr. Dobson gave it the to

betitle which it bears today, the bald
assertion in his paper that there is
no Ring is too remarkable to pass un-

noticed.
On the morning following the elec-

tion in November, 1892, this" Mr.
Dobson, in an article in his paper,
told "How the Ring was Smashed."
He said:

"A politicnl student (Dobson)
about six months ago carefully
studied the political history of Sum-
mit county for the past live years
especially, and for the past 52 years
generally.

"It was ascertained that a Ring

had been in control of the court bouse
for fifty years; that county officials,
after serving two and three years, by
the control they had of party machin-
ery, nominated their deputies as their
successors and the deputies in turn
nominated their deputies and so on,
ad infinitum.

"It was also ascertained that the
members of one family(Johnston)had
held office continually in the Sum-
mit county court house for over fifty
years; and that offices had been
handed down from father to son, and
from relative to relative, as if this
family possessed the royal prerog-
ative of holding office in Demo-
cratic America.

"A few Republican politicians had
also assumed that they carried the
vote of the county around in their
vest pocket, and all they had to do
was to blow their horns and any ma-
jority they wished would be rolled
up.

"Whenever a county is governed as
this county has been for over half a
century, all that is necessary to work
a change is to let the masters (the
people) know what their servant?
(the county officers) are doing.

"These facts were made known to
the owners of the county the people.

The people determined
to have a change. The Ring is
smashed."

Whom will the people believe the
Mr. Dobson of 1892, who said there
was a Ring, that he, being apolitical

Of course the Hon. J. Park Alex-

ander was dreaming, when, as his
good friend Aaron Teeple says, he
"had been over almost the whole
county and that every one except
the 'court house ring' had, or would
sign, a written pledge to support him
for the nomination for Senator."
And of course the Senator was a
victim of blind superstition when he
publicly accused the "court house
ring" of defeating the bill to reduce
the fees and salaries of Summit
county's officers.

And what Ring was Col. Sanford
talking about when, in commenting
on the result of Saturday's primar-
ies, he said today: "I do not
believe that the 'ring' was against
me."

It would be tedious.for the Demo- -

cbat to go over the entire list of
superstitious Republicans who have
been inoculated with the Dobsonian
hallucination that there is a Ring,
and who imagine that they have
fared, more or less unkindly at its
hands.

In theA'ame of humanity the Mr.
Dobson of 1892 and the Mr. Dobson
of 1899 should get together.
