THE REBELS 'lREAGHEROUS.

U. &, Ofcinls Discournged With Polley
of Concilintion—Severnl Mayors

Under Arrest,
Masma, Aoz, 22, via Hongkong,
Aug. 28.—Recent events have proved

somewhat discouraging to officials who
are trying to acrompany war with a
policy of conciliation. Two new mu-
pictsal governwents have collapsed
through the treachery of the mayors.
Totuy the mayor of San Pedro Macati,
who was clected by the people under
the direction of Prof. Dean Worcester of
the United States advisory commission
for the Philippines, was brought to Ma-
mila aud lodged in jail.

The United Setures officers at San
Pedro Macati found that he was using
lis office as a recruiting =tation for the
Philippine army. Four disguised insvr-
geut otficers were helping him.,

The mavor of Balinug was also ar-
rested and confined in the ssme prison.
The Americans caught him passing be-
tween the lines of the two armies with
incriminating documenrs, which the
authorities secured. Another promi-
nent native mayoris under surveillance.
When the result of the election at
Imus, which General TLawton and Prof.
waorcester enginecred, was announced,
the Alnericans ingunired as to the where-
abouts of the people’s choice uud were
informed that he was in prison at Bili-
bid, where the authoritdes had placed

him on saspicion of being a revolution-
ist. He wus released and installed as
MNyor,

Such events and conditions tend to
give color 10 the assertions of foreizn
residents acquainted with the native
character, who insist that a ghegt ma-
jority of the natives svmpathize with
the insurrection ana elect officials whom
they Enow to be revolutiouists,

For two weeks Manils has been
policed at night with unnsoal vigilance,
Apparently the authorities are expecting
trouble,

The trend of affairs tends to make the
policy of leniency unpopular among the
Americans,. When rthey abandoned
Morong they burned the whole town,
Colonel Smith of the Twelfth in-
fantry, who is in command at Angeles,
15 skeptical reguring Filipino  frieondli-
ness.  Instmel of allowing the natives
to return to the town us heretofore he
hus ordered his troops to shoot all men
trying to pass the lines and to turn back
the women and children.

He recently gave the amigos in the
town an opportunity to prove their pro-
fessord friendship, putting thew to work
at digging trenches and cleaning strects,
but tins only displeased them.

The foremost citizen of Angeles, a
lawyer, who had welcomed the Amer-
ieans with a great show of cordiality,
was found communicating with the in-
surgents. The Americans promptly
marched him off to San Fernando to
stand trinl.
