Ebrerrd Observations of A. n. Butler
RegnraiiiK the Future of Mannfno-tnrln- gr

In the Orient Story of m

Japanese Watcl Factory.
Special Correspopdence.

.San Diego, Cal., Sept. 6. A. H.
Butler, the president of the new steam-
ship line between this city and the
orient, Is one of the best posted com-
mercial men on the coast. He Is large-
ly interested lu the cotton bnBtnesg
and has been toChina and Japan more
than a dozen time.". He established a
watch and clock factory In a nearby
town, and later a Japanese company
purchased the entire plant and export- -

ed the machinery and supplies to the
land of the mikado. Speaking of man-
ufacturing in the far east, Mr. Butler
told of the success of the watch in-

dustry in Japau.
"When our American watch factory

was moved to Japan," said he, "we
took 12 workmen. One was a superin-
tendent, seven svere foremen and the
remaining four were skilled workmen.
In less, than a year all of these men
had returned to the United States.
Their services were no longer needed,
as the Japanese workmen had --learned
the trade so thoroughly that they were
able to run the factory without any
outside assistance. This single case
shows the ability of this Imitative race
to learn in a .short time what it has
taken us years to acquire.

"The, product turned out by this fac-
tory is equal in nearly every way to
our ordinary grade of watches, and the
Japs have not as yet attempted to
make any of the superior lines of
watches for which our nation is fa-

mous.
"As a shipper of cotton to China and

Japan 1 am much Interested in the
progress of the textile industries in
those countries. It seems to me that
these eastern markets offer the only
relief In sight for our Impoverished
cotton growers. When cotton sells as
low as it has for the past few years, it
is a great problem how the planters of
the south can subsist. Now, if the
awakened "peoples of China and Japan
can be induced to draw on us for their
increasingly large demand for raw cot-
ton, it seems to me that for a time at
least our country cannot but be very
materially benefited.

"Both China and Japan are now
manufacturing cotton cloth. In 1894
Japan had about 500.000 spindles. Then
the war broke out with China, and a
great manufacturing impulse followed
its termination. Since that year the
number of spindles has increased so
that now they have 1.500,000. While
there has been an overproduction of
cotton mills the Industry Is on a'stable
basis. Some of these mills merely pro-

duce cotton yarn, which is exported to
China, where it is woven by cheap la-

bor Into the low er grades of cloth.
"China Is somewhat behind her Japa-

nese ueighbor and appears to makj
slower progress. Yet China has be-

tween 430.00& and 500,000 spindles.
She, too, makes only the lower grades
of cloth. In 1S94 China had 14 cotton
factories, and has augmented, that
number to 2(. The merchants of this
country I have always found honor-
able and progressive.

"There is a iierce war going on be-

tween the .sugar- - magnates of the Pa-
cific coait. On the one side are the
Spreckels interests, with their im-

mense estates on the Hawaiian Is-

lands. On the other side are the
Brandensteiu-5- . They hnpoit their sug-
ar from China. Their raw sugar la
grown on the island of Java and in the
Philippine group. This product is ship-
ped to China, wlieie in Hongkong there
are tuo rplinwie-.- . The refined sugar
is then exported to the United States,
ana after coming that long distance is
rliie to compete with the Hawaiian
product. ThN is mentioned to show
what cheap Asiatic labor can accom-
plish.

"Living as I do in this part of the
country, I am much interested in the
welfare, progress and future of the
Pa el lie coast states. We" are bound to
Increase our manufacturing.

"In regard to the competition of
China and Japan against civilized
countries, I do not entertain any fears
for the present. They will for many
years to come be a" good market for
our raw materials. The opening of the
Nicaragua canal will be a good thing
for the whole country. But for such
cities as New Orleans and Houston the
completion of this great enterprise 'will
Je a godsend. It will enable cotton
bales to be shipped from gulf ports di-

rect to China and Japan. The ships
carrying these cargoes will have to,
stop at San Diego and San Francisco
on their way across the sea. Thus wo
will all be the gainers."

KANSAS REJOICES OVER AN ENOR-

MOUS YIELD OF MAIZE.

Atciii.-o- v. Kan., Sept. 12. One day
In August, 1895, "copy" was short in
The Globe office, and K. W. Howe, the
editor, sat down at his typewriter anil
dashed on" the following for the local
page:

"The ciiip which the ancients cele-

brated with sVasts and revelry could
not hae compared with the Kansas
corn crop this tear. Why don't Kan-
sas celebrati' with a corn carnival?"

The suggi-stlo- attracted a great deal
of attention, and in a short time the

matter was being seriously discussed.
Mr. Howe was confronted with the ar-
gument that since he had made the
suggestion he should carry it out. He
decided to do so. and. with the assist-
ance of the citizens of Atchison, a corn
carnival was qiven and has since been
a Kansas event when crops have been
plentiful enough to warrant it. Last
j ear's was the lirst coin crop that did
not warrant a carnival, but this year a
record breaking corn crop will be cele-
brated by a record breaking corn carni
val. It will be the fourth carnival, and
if it proves as much benefit to Kansas
and develops as many new facts about
corn as have previous carnivals Its
value will be too groat to be estimated
in dollars and cents.

The corn carnival has resulted in
stimulating a greatly Increased Inter-
est in corn growins in Kansas and Ne-

braska. It has brought out many In-

teresting experiments; it has resulted
In a vastly increased acreage of corn
in these states and ha-- s incidentally
made northern Kansas a cattle fatten-
ing country. It has brought hundreds
of families to uoithwestern Kansas,
heretofore known only as a barren
waste, but where wonderful crops
have been grown for several years
jiast, one year's yield paying for the
land in many instances. It has demon-
strated that the finest hats can be
made of cornhusks and that corn, corn-husk- s

and cornstalks have wonderful
possibilities for decorative purposes.

This year the acreage of corn sown
in Kansas was probably the greatest
In Its history, aud the yield of corn to
the acre will be enormous. Early in
August the yield was estimated at
over 300,000,000 bushels by L. Cortel-you- ,

president of the Kansas Grain
Dealers' association, and by the .state
department of agriculture. The condi-
tions continued perfect, rains coming
just when needed, and not a field of
corn in Kansas was injured in anyway.
Cornstalks grew to Incredible heights,
and big, heavy ears of corn developed
which hung over and threatened to
fear theinsehes loose from their source
of nourishment. The station agent of
the Missouri Pacific railroad at Downs,
Kan., cut a cornstalk which measured
22 feet and 4 inches, nearly equaling
the American record of 22 feet and 6
inches, held by Tennessee. It was in
the middle of August that this stalk
was cut, and the corn had not attained
Its full growth, and the Tennessee rec-
ord will in all probability be beaten in
numerous instances before the Atchi-
son corn carnival is held.

It would be interesting to know just
how much corn, Kansas will raise, but
it will be impossible to get the correct
figures, and Kansans must be satisfied
with the feeling that It is the largest
ever grown in the United States, and
no doubt an equally large crop of corn
has never been raised anywhere on an
equal amount of land in any country.

Estimating the Kansas corn crop at
300,000.01 10 bushels, it would take 600,-00-0

cars of 30.000 pounds capacity to
move it. If the cars were 30 feet long
they would reach 21.COO.000 feet, or
4,0110 mill's. Twenty cars to a train
would make 30,000 trains. It would
take lO.wu meu r00 days to husk the
corn if each man husked CO bushels a
day, and ."i.000,000 teams would be re-

quired to haul it at one load each.
Heretofore the corn carnival has

been held on only one day, as there are
not sulScient accommodations in Atchi-
son for the thousands of people who at-
tend, but this year a sort of prelim-
inary will be given on the day pre-
ceding by .1. P. Pomeroy, a Cripple
Creek millionaire, who formerly lived- -
in Kansas, and nho is enthusiastic
over the "progtess made by the state'
lu the coiu industry. The corn carni-
val will consequently be held on the
20th and 21st of September, the first
being Pomeioy da. Mr. Pomeroy will
pay for band concerts by two of the
best bands in the west, free vaudeville
shows, an elaborate olspUy of Art-
works, etc. This dity is meant to bring
a few thousand visitors to Atchison;
just about as .many as can find ac-

commodations. All the railroads run
special trains from a radius of nbout
300 miles for the corn carnival prop-
er, making the round trip fare so small
that It is practically nothing." The
trains usually stnrt the afternoon be-fo-

the carnival, and all night long
crowds of excursionists are picked up
at the little depots aloug the line.
When the train arrives in Atchison it is
in half a dozQU sections and is met by
bands and a howling, hilarious, good
tulured, corn throwing crowd. The ex-

cursionists knowing what to expect
have provided themselves with shelled
corn to throw at the ciowd In return
and have caught the enthusiasm before

Houses, landsc.ipcs,
oceans aud e en portraits, are worked
out in corn. Any costume can be made
of coruhusk"" At the last carnival the
policemen wore corn helmets and car-
ried cornstalks tor clubs. Women ap-

peared in snowy coruhusk dresses,
fashioned iu a hundred different ways-- .

A Zulu with coruhusk breechclout ap-
peared here, and a shock of corn ap-
parently floating through the air ap-

peared there, aud. in fact, fantastic

Thib j ear the corn carnival will be
much inou1 ola borate than any pre-
vious biciit, ami the town will be al-

most literally hidden in corn decora-
tions. 11 en the old town cannon,
which has been allowed to stand neg-
lected aud mating for SO 3 ears, has
been resurrected and repaired and will
appe.u in the parade, completely clad
in coruhusk (lowers.

Many of tlte towns in northern Kan-
sas will have features in the corn car-
nival parade, which will be fully two
miles long. The expense of the corn
carnival is always very lisrht. At the
last carnival $1,000 was subscribed
and .?2U0 of the amount remained un-

used. The material for the decora-
tions cost practically nothing, and the
work of making it up into features Is
a labor of love for the thousands of
hands who engage in it.

E. Howe, the originator and con-

trolling genius of the corn carnival,
is the editor of the Atchison Globe
and author of "The Story of a Country
Town." It is Mr. Howe's wonderful
originality that makes the corn carni-
val a success. Mr. Ilowe is a band
ciank, and a feature of the coin car-
nival every .year is a band of 250
pieces, composed of almost every good
brass player in tiie west. The bands
from all the smaller towns come free
of charge, but their expenses are borne
by the citizens of Atchison. This
makes XV c corn carnival au occasion
for a big contention of musicians.

The Diet of tlxe Consnmptlve.
Dr. Cutter of New York, one of the

editors of The Dietetic and Hygienic
Gazette, declares the most important
part of the treatment of tuberculosis
patients is the diet. It should, he says,
consist largely of ai'Iinul foods. Of
these, eggs and milk should preponder-
ate. Eggs are best given raw when the
patient can take then thns. The albu-
men .of the egg is similar to blood albu-
men and is digested, or rather, absorb-
ed, into the blood without undergoing
ail elaborate digestive process. The
white of the egg, mixed with water, is
often tolerated when the yolk cannot be
borne by the stomach. Bone marrow of
the ox he regards as of greater value
than cod liver oil. Good butter may be
used freely and should he spread thick-
ly on thin slices cf bread, rjeavy meals
are to be avoided. The patient should
take small quantities of food between
meals.

Soldering; Glass.
Jtargot, in some interesting investi-

gations in soldering glass, has establish-
ed the fact that an alloy composed of 95
parts of tin and 5 parts of zinc will melt
at about 392 degrees Fahrenheit. Be-

coming firmly adherent to the glass, it
is unalterable and exhibitsan attractive'
luster. An alloy containing 90 parts of
tin and 10 parts cf aluminium will melt
at 500 degrees Fahrenheit, and also
forms a strong and brilliant solder for
glass. With these two "alloys always
ready to hand, glass may be soldered as
easily as two pieces of metal. When
the glass is heated in a furnace, the sol-

dering can be accomplished by rubbing
the surface with a rod of either of the
compositions named. The alloy as it
flows can be evenly distributed with a
soldering iron. St Louis Post-Dispat-
