One of the transparencies which
followed in the wake of the Hanna
Parade Saturday was one advertising
a "Great Receiver's Sale of Shoes."
To those who havo an eyo for the
eternal fitness of things, this incident
was almost as funny and as signifi-
cant as when, in 1897, after making &

prolonged shouting campaign on the
prosperity issue, Mr. Hanna's friends
succeeded in electing only one man
in Summit county a poor house
director.

The friends of Judge Nash are
making a desperate effort to keep
Senator Hanna off the stump in this
campaign. They realize that he will
do the cause more harm than good.
The Columbus Press Ppst is authority
for the statement that at a "confer-
ence Saturday it was decided to keep
the Senator ns much in the back
ground as possible. Who will
be charged with the delicate task of
carrying this news to Hanna?

In his speech at Akron Saturday,
Gov. Roosevelt endorsed every plat-
form of his party, good, bad and
indifferent, including that adopted at
Columbus. As the Governor did not
indicate which of the Civil Service
planks of the last named platform
received his endorsement whether
the plank commending the exten-
sion of the Civil Service system, or
that which commended the Presi-
dent for breaking it down it must
be taken for granted, as Judge Grant
so clearly set forth in Saturday's

"Third He could do better in stay-
ing at home and bringing the three
million dollar canal thieves of his
own political party to trial and con-
viction and thus make good some
of his promises when lie ran as a
reform candidate for governor of
New York.

"I expressed no hope for Aguinal-do'- s
success nor for the ruin of the

American army, and Gov. Roosevelt
knew as much. $

"What I expressed was a quota-
tion from the language of John
Sherman when he said 'Our war in

the Philippines is unnecessary,
uncalled for and unjust.'

"It is evident from this round rob-bi- n

from John Sherman as well as
those from Andrew Carnegie,
Senators Mason and Hoar, Boutwell
and Edmunds and other Republi-
cans, that many good citizens think
there is some justice on the side of
those fighting for liberty in the
Philippines."
