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INDIANS AR 10 HGHT

Sac and Fex Tribe Threatento
Raid.

THEY WANT A SQUAW RELEASED.

Bhe Was Locked Up In the Government
Tralning School to Enforce the Indlan
Agent's Order to Go te School—5She Is
& Brave's Wife—Court Acts.

Des Moixes, Nov. 23.—Four hup-
dred “redskins’ at the Sac and Fox In-
dian reservation, in Tama county, are
ready to start on the warpath with rifls
and tomahawk.

1. E. Wilcox of Moutour was in con-
sultation with Judge Oliver P. Shiras
of the federal court here, and said that
it was only because of hnis personal in-
tercession that the Indians had been
prevented from making a personal ss-
sault on the people of Tama county and
Toledo to avenge themselves for alleged
wrongs inflicted by the Indian agent.

Wilcox finally arranged with Judge
Shiras to go to Oedar Rapids and thers
file a petition for habeas corpus for the
release of an Indian girl, 18, con-
fined in the government Indian train-
ing school at Toledo for a month. Wil-
cox returnad to his home, assuring the
officials thas he will be able to control
the Indians as long as the courts have
the controversy in hand.

The woman in the case in Lelah-
Puch-Ea-Chee, and she is married, ac-
cording to Indian rites. Her husband
is Ta-ta-pi-cha. 'Fhey were married
when she was 17.

When the government training schoal
was established at Toledo, the lndian
agent, W. . Malin. sent out an order
for all Indian children under 18 to en-
roll in the school. The Indians refased
and hid their children. The girlin
question was finally captured and locked
up in the school.

ATTEMPTED JURY BRIBERY.

Three Mea Arrested on Chargs In Ing-
ham and Newitt Case.

PainapeLpHIs, Nov, 23. —Charged
with attempting to inflaences the jury in
the conspirucy and bribery cases against
former United States District Attorney
Ellery P. Ingham and Harvey K.
Newitt, three men were arrested by se-
crot service operatives. Their names
ure Thomas O'Dea, Harry J. Fairbanks
and George W. Peifer, all of this city.

They were arraigned before United
States Commissioner Edmunds. They
expressed a desire to consuit counsei,
and were commirsted in default of $5,000
bail each fora further hearing next
Friday afterncon.

The overt act, United States District
Attorney Beck said,consisted in the
foct that on Saturday, Oct. 14, two of
the three defendants had avpproached
the brother-in-law of one of the Ingham
and Newitt jurors with the request that
he influence the juror to vote aginst
conviction. The J was to receive
$£500 and the brother-in-law $400. The
district attorney asserted that other at-
tempts were made to bribe not only the
juror in question, but others.
