country, either by natural situation
and fence combined or by cither of
them, nre In demand nowadays. Tho
modern ranchman Is mora than an oc-
cupier of the land. lie must cvu much
of It, enough to ghe him control of tho
grazing tenltory that Is bejond the
boundaries of his ownership. He Is
nlso mpie than a grazier of Block. lie
Is becoming a farmer, a haymaKer and
hay feeder ob well. The modern ranch
Industry Is a. great Improvement oer
the old In many wnjs nnd notably In
Its more settled and permanent char-
acter.

Saicnr Itecla In Nebraska
The agricultural experiment station

of tbe TJnhcrslty of Nebraska has ex-

perimented extiuslely In sugar beet
culture In that stnte tbls past year.

Heie ate some of the chief results
of these expel Intents:

No advantage was doil.cd this year
from the use of "large seed" or "heavy
seed."

The most satisfactory method of
planting was lu rows 13 Inches apart
nud thinning out the beets to eight
Inches lu tbe tow us compared with
rows 30 Inches apart with beets four
Indus npnrt and nlso as compared
with hills IS by 8 Inches apart.

Hhnllow cultivation ,nnd hoeing nre
preferable to deep cultivation apd hoe-
ing. Sugar Is not "hoed Into tbe beet"
lu this rtglon.

A slightly Increased yield of beets
was produced by the use of commer-
cial fertlllzets, but no Improvement In
sugar content nnd purity.

substitute for butter. Tbls s termed
"stone butter" And Is used In many
pnr,ts of Germany. In northern parts
of Sweden earth Is often baked In
bread and Is sold In tbe public mar-
kets op tbe Italian peninsula as well
aa on the Island of Sardinia. lu Persia
certain kinds of soil were used.

In Nubla and other tropical countries
It (s used us n medicine as Well as a
food. This practice probably bad Its
origin In tbe knowledge that all earths
have sqmqklnd of Uaor und tako tbe
place of salt, ti necessary Ingredient In
all kinds of food.
