London Stands Aghast at the

Capture.

London, April 2. (Spl.) Tho wnr of-

fice has receded the following dispatch

from Lord Roberts, confirming the loss

of a convoy and seven guns:

Blocmfontein, April 1. I received

news late yesterday afternoon from

Col. Broadwood at Thaba N'Chu, 38

miles cast, that this' information .had

reached ,him: "The enemy is ap--

and east." Ho stated iftlie report

proved true ho would retire to the wa-

ter works, 17 miles nearer Bloenfontein

at which place we have had a detach-

ment of 'two companies of mounted In-

fantry for tho protection of tho works.

Broadwood was told in reply that the

Ninth division (Col. Villes) with Mar-ty- s'

mounted infantry would march

nt daylight to support him and If he

considered it necessary he should retire

to the water works. He moved there

during tho night aud bivouacked. At

dawn today lie was shelled by tho ene-

my and attacked on three sides. He

immediately dispatched his two-hors- e

artillery batteries and his baggage to-

wards Bloerafonteiu, covering them

with cavalry.

"Some two miles from tho water

works tho road crosf.es a deep nullah in

which during tho night a force of Boers

had concealed themselves. Bo well

were they hidden that our loading

scouts passed over the drift without
dlscovciing them and not until the

wagons and guns weio cnteilug the

dilft did tho Boers show thcmcclvcs.

Then they opened Are and many of tho

drivers and artillery horses weio nt
once shot down at short range. Sever

al guns were captured, the remainder

'galloping away covered by Roberts'

horse artillery which suffered heavily.

"Broadwood's report which-- has Just

reached mo contains no dot nils.

"He estimates his casualties nt 350,

including 200 missing.

"On hearing this morning that Broad-

wood was hard pressed, I Immediately

kndered French with tho two remaining

cavalry brigades to follow to the sup-po- rt

of the Ninth division.
