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INDIA

Is Moving Forward.

Has Advanced Rapidly

In Ciiilization.

Schools and Colleges Are

Being Built.

Interesting Address by Well

Known Missionary,

Who Has Spent Many Years In the
Far East.

Mies Issbclle Thoburn of India, spoke
nt the First M. E. church Sunday
morning on "India."

She first went to India about 30 years
ago, and ever since then has been doing
missionary work there..

She told of the rapid strides that are
being made in thnt country, along the
lines of better citizenship. She nlso
told of their faults and the various
troubles experienced.

According to her theory India is not
a far off country any more. It Is
brought as near to the people by the
nowspaper dispatcher, ns the nearby
city or village. The "open door" policy
lias been advocated and should It go
Into effect it will mean much for the
extension of the commerce ot the Unit
ed States.

The wonderful growth of India and
Its ndvances In a Christian way hnve
been noticabie in the last 15 years,
"When I first went to North India 30
years ngo," Miss Thoburn said, "I at
tended a conference while In session,
It consisted of less than 25 people. 1o-

day there aro six conferences in that
same place."

She praised the work done by the
women of India, stating that their in-

fluence with the male sex was wonder
ful. The women's Foreign Missionary
Society divides its work in four classes,
evangelistic, educational, literary and
social. Tho evangelistic work consists
of going from house to house In nn ef-

fort to convert the heathens. Children
are taught each day to read the Bible
and study their Sunday school lessons,
These children, who become quite pro
ficient in the teachings of the Bible,
are requested to teach their parents
what tliey were unable to learn when
they were young. All the young folks
want to learn English. Schools and
colleges are springing up In various
parts of the country.

When Miss Thoburn arrived in India
she became acquainted with Mrs. Dr.
Clarence Swain, the first lady mission-
ary to Iudin. It was Mrs. Swain who
was given a Jewel by the natives of In-

dia, to give to Queen Victoria. She
related the story of tho suffering of the
natives and Her Majesty immediately
began preparing for the erection of an
institution of learning, so that they
could become educated and better nble
to learn to take care of themselves.

The present famine and plague of
India was mentioned. She said the
plague was duo mostly to tho uuclean-lines- s

and lack of enforcing the sani
tary laws.
