"The old sexton brightened up and,
looking oVcr at me, with a twinkle in
his eye, said as quick as lightning, 'Kot
ylt, your rlverince.'

"It restored the good humor of tho
situation, and the vestment was proper-
ly adjusted.

"The only time I evec heard a conere- -
gattoh laugh unrestrainedly during the
regular services In a cathedral was
back In tho eighties, when I was a
resident of dear, dirty Dublin. On one
Sunday morning the bishop of Cork
preached. Ho was a SDlcndld man. an
Irishman to the .backbone and possess-
ed of as line a brogue as ever distin
guished a son of Erin. Ills eoncreea
tron was made up of the very ci'sence
of fashion In Dublin, which, In those
flays, was one of the greatest social
centers of the world. Notoriously, peo- -
plo were living beyond their means, for
tho income from the landed estates of
Ireland had taken a big tumble. But
that made no difference, and good
dressing went as a matter of course

nd was one of the smallest of tho ex-
travagances. The bishop preached on
tho subject of extravagancb and spoko
particularly of overdressing. His ser-Uo- n

was a bitter arraignment of tho
tin of debt and the wickedness of set-
ting the heart on fashion and dress.
Ho attacked the overdressed woman
and wound up this particular referenda
this way:

" 'Now, supposing every one of ye

Every one wes picturing to himself and
herself the real scene that would occur
should the bishop's idea be carried Into
effect, while wife looked at husband
and members of each family nudged
one another1. Tho ludicrous side was
Irresistible and the Iangh was general.

"I once attended church at Whalley,
a Uttlo village on the borders of Lan-
cashire and Yorkchlrc, In England. The
church, which had been a part of the
old abbey, was built in the year 1060
and is today one of the mot interest-
ing sacred edifices In Great Britain.
The rector was a Mr. Wblttakcr, very
old, very stout and very deaf, ne had
occupied the living for 80 years, and
while he generally appeared In church
and took some part In the services, ho
was able to afford the luxury of a cu-

rate and ,was always glad to secure tho
services of a friend to preach. On ono
occasion a gentleman I knew very well
was to officiate. It was his custom to
limit his sermon to 20 minutes, preach-
ing ox tempore, and always took opt
his watch and his pocket handker-
chief, placing them beside him before
commencing. This he did as usual,
and, fludlng a very convenient little
round receptacle, stuffed the handker-
chief into It, laid tho watch on top and
fired away.

"Tbo congregation was surprised to
see tho old rector, who was sitting at
tbo hottom desk of the 'three decker'
erection, which I suppose still stands')
right In the center and half way down
the aisle not (n tho chancel, as In the
modern churches become very uneasy
in his scat lie squirmed around and
locked up, though every one knew
quite well that he could not hear a
word of the sermon. Finally ho beck-
oned to tho black gowned old verger,
who carried a long wand, nnd whis-
pered to him. Tho verger ascended
tho pulpit and In turn interrupted the
sermon by a whispered conversation
with the preacher, who was seen to
suddenly grasp his pocket handker-
chief and watch, smile and nod, and
then proceeded with his sermon. Ho
