Irritation of Tissue Caused by

Piece of Coat Removed.

Buffalo, N. Y., Sept,

a second minor opeiatlon was
pprfonued on President McKinley last
ulght, there seems to ba no reason
for apprehension as to his condition
this morning. A portion of tho exter
lor wound was opened on account of
a slight Irritation and an antiseptic
dicssiug applied. Tho general condi-

tion of the President has Impioved
through the day and the surgeons say
the Incident cannot give rise to oth-
er complications.

Tho surgeons arrived at the Milburn
house about 0:30 o'clock last night
and It was not until two hours later
that they emerged. When the 10:30
official bulletin was made public about
midnight much of the anxiety was
relieved by Its reassuring tone and
the statement that for the lirbt time
the President had been able to take
nourishment through his mouth.

Tho consultation was attended by
all six doctors and during tho opera-

tion Secretary of 'War Root, Abhor
McKinley, Secretary Cortclyou, John
G. Milburn and TJuny Hamlin were
In the house.

Tho time actually employed in tho
operation was short the delay having
been caused by an. error in the pur-

chase of bandage material which had
to bo ordered fronntlown town. A
messenger was hurriedly dispatched
for proper material and the operation
was completed.

The physicians say that the irrita-
tion was undoubtedly caused by a
fragment of the President's coat
which was carried boueath the skin
by tho bullet last Friday. Tho clotli
was removed at the time and caused
a slight Irritation of the tissues, the
evidence of which tho doctors say did
not appear until last night.

Tho general condition of the Presi-

dent contlnes to Improve and the phy-

sicians have decided to glvo him nour
ishment In the form of pure beef
juice every hour.
