tion for a new trial was given by the
City's counseL

In the testimony in the case some
queer facts wore brought out Wit-

nesses testified that a few days prior
to submitting bids, a number of con-
tractors held a meeting at the Empire
House, and entered into an agreement
to divide all tho contracts for which
bids were being invited. In this way,
it was stated, tho contracts were "par-
celed out" But Mr. France heard of
the alleged combine and submitted
hi bid Independently, ho claimed. Ho
testified that It was not considered,
