MURDERER

Declared Sane After 18

Years.

He Will Stand Trial For Shooting

His Partner.

New York, April 21. Clnlnilng. ns

Bung became Insane in I8SI. He stif-

fen rod fiom the delusion that a well

known aeticss was trying to make him
many her and was following him from
place to place. He was then 34 years
old. Among Bung's friends was a
dutgglst; whose name was Nockin.
Buiik became a victim 'of tlie Idea that
Nockin was In league with the actress,
and shot him to death. Bung was held
responsible for the murder and Indict-
ed but it sheriff's jury pronounced him
Insane. Since that time lie has been
confined In the asylum.
