elther party to the controversy de-
manded 1t

Socond—A law
mant by injunction.

Third—A law that will digeriminate
between the natural man created by
the Almighty anid the corporate glant
created by legislmtion.

Fourth—A law taking the tariif off
of conl. Tt hag been generally supposed
ihat anthraelte eonl wns on the free
1ist, but moat of the anthraclte which
comes into competition with our an-
thracite s of so low n grade thot it
18 taxed under our tariff lnws.

Fifth—A law which will prevent
rallronds engaged In Interstaie com-
merce from operating coal mines ex-
cept for ithe purpose of supplying fuel
for thelr own engines,
