A sermon was prenched In one of our
ohurchesyestorday, the announced top-

ic of which, was: "The Thahtisglvlng

Proclamation and the Administrative
Policy" of Trcsldent Itoopovelt

Tlio effort watt a panegyric, couched

In terms exceedingly laudatory of tho
subject of It, and which wo havo no tlc-irf-

to criticise, much less to repent
We select tome of Its points, how-tevc- r,

and hold them up to the clear,
cold light of fnct.

Mr. Roosevelt Ib it was said, a sin-

cere man. who, as tho statesman rather
than tho politician, that ho Is, looks to

see, not what tho next election, but
.what tho next genciatlon, will say.

Mr. Ropsovolt wnB at ono time a zeal-bu- s

member of tho Prco Trade
club of New Ymk. Ilo aban-

doned It to "go with his party," at
n time when "his party" was distinct-

ly looldun to sco what the "next elec-

tion" would say, nnd was quite obliv-

ious of the "nex't generation."
An eloquent trlbulo was then paid to

tho Rough Riders and "tho blood roured
out at 121 Caney and on the heights of
San .Twin," tho purpose being declared
oven nobler than that which Inspired
Gettysburg, In that at tho latter our
host wero battling selfishly, tho Infer-onc- o

seemed to be for our own Inter-

ests, whereas a Cuba wo were lifting
nn oppressed people to freedom.

It Is much the fashion, these days,
hero at the North, to npologlzo for Get-

tysburg. But in spite of this, wo ven-

ture to recall what Mr. Lincoln's esti
mate was of tho purpose for which thnt
sanguinary field was fought and won:

'That this nation, undor God, shall
have a now birth of freedom, nnd that
government of tho peoplo, by tho peo-

ple, for the peoplo, shall not perish from
the earth."

El Caney and San .Tuan, on tho con-

trary, were fought, as It now turns out,

that government of, nnd by, and for,

Mr. Oxnard and the beet sugar trust,
shall not perish from the United States,

a, result which Mr. Roosnvolt accepts
(with surprising equanimity, or else has
not tho confidence of the representa-

tives of his peoplo with which this ser-

mon credits him.
Or. If the oompnrntlvp sacrifices

of tho two battles are looked to as a
tcpt of this Judgment of tho overshad-
owing merit of tho Rough Rider's anu
their putative leader, It may na well be
sii Id thnt our casualties In tho eutlro
Cuban war wcie 1(101, of whom 2(W

,were killed. Those nt Gettysburg wero,
on tho Union sldo, 23,00 nnd on tho
Confederate, 21,t37, or a totnl of M,I180.

Mr. Itoosetolt was highly compli-

mented in tho sermon for neither hat-

ing or fearing combinations of either
capital or labor, and for resolutely re-

fusing, to trucklo or becomo subservient
to either.
