Is n science less understood than any
extant. Itis the science which treats of
the atmosphere and its operations, or
phenomena, in relation to heat, cold, and
molsture. The wind in our latitude is so
variable and so econstantly changing that
we are led to look upon it as being gov
erned by no law whatever. But when we
study into the matter, and become ac-
quainted with its science, we find it is
governed by laws as immutableas any-
that govern any other operation of nature.
If the earth was one smooth, solid globe
of uniform density, heated alike in all its
parts, or over all its surface, the wind
would blow constantly in one direction,
which would be from east to west; a strong
current at the equator, decreasing with
the increase of latitude until at the pole;
its motion would cease altogether and an
eternal culm would be its condition, Such
a currentof the air, would be, in appear-
ance only, not in reality. We say the sin
rises and sets, byt the dinrnsl jonrneys of
Old Sol are in appearance only. Astron-
omy teaches us that the sun is stutionary
while the earth is in motion. So with the
atmosphere, it revolves with much less
velocity than the earth, and conscquently
his an apparent motion in the opposite
direction, If the air was ina state of ab-
solute rest the appavent veloeity of the
wind at the equator would be more than
one thousand miles per honr, which would
give ita foree suficient to sweep everthing
before it.  Again, supposelthe curth's sur-
face, as above deseribed, its diurnal mo-
tion to cease, and the heat remain un.
ogual as it is, the course of the wind
would be fronu the poles to the eguator,
Let the earth revolve upon its axis amd
Old Sol pour his scorching rays upon the
great cirele, but remove all local influen-
ovs and the wind would deseribe n quund-
rant. It would start from either pole di-
rectly toward the ¢quator, then curving
gently townrd the west until it reachod
the torrid zone, where its conrse would be
directly westward, The two eauses which
combine to produce this motion are the
heat of the sun and the revolution of the
carth. As the air at the equator becomes
heated by the vertical rays of the sumn, it
