Omn Sunday last the steamer Ocean left
Mobile with about two hundred persons
on board, for an exenrsion to Fish river,
about twenty miles from the city.

half hour the whistle was blown amd
all returned to the boat. They had jost
got on board when the boiler exploded
with greuat force, followed by a rumbling,
hissing sound, aud fragments of the tim-
ber of the boat and wetal boiler were
blown iu every direction.

‘The appear-
anee of the boiler indicated that it had
yielded through rottenness;, as it had
been torn apart in a long seam. Had it
exploded with r violence the de-
struction to life wonld have been meore

MASSACHUSETTS.

Saturday Iast there was a frightful ac-
cident on the Eastern Rallroaid at Revere,
seven miles from Boston. The accom-
modation train started behind time, and
while stopping st the station at Revere
the Portland lightning express overtook
it and telescoped it, killing twenty-one
passengers ontright, of whom three were
women, and wonnding forty or fifty
more. The cars took fire and two or
three were consumed. Most of the
wounded were scalded and their limhs
fractured. ‘The killed and wounded be-
Iof—ﬁ. mostly to L{rm and Salem.

e canse of the accident was simply
that the engineer on the express train
chose o unge his train into one
standing at the staficn before him. The
Beverly accommaodation train made sev-
eral s to passen at wiy sta-
tions; meanwhile the express train of
Bangor left on time and ran at the high-
est allowuble rate of speed. Before it
started Superintendent Pres=coft sent
special orders to the engineer to be care-
ful as there was a train ahead of him.

The condnctor of the accommodation
train was warned of the train behind
him,and caused two red lanterns to be put
ont on the platform of the rear car, but
itseems no attention was paid to the or-
ders, and the responsibility of this care-
lessness must rest somewhere. In the
ditch at the side of the road still smoke
the embers of the bnrned cars, but that
is almost all that tells of the disaster. In
the Town Hall of Revere still lie half a
dozen bodies, They are horrible to look
at; bloody fonm lies upon their black
swollen lips, their eyes protrude from
their sockets, dizcolored patehes of flesh
hang loose from their cheeks, and great
flaps of bofled skin dangle from their
hands; They have been erushed, cooked,
tortured, and, deeper than all the physi-
cal disfigurment, one sees sm'netbl‘l!l{g
still more awful to look upou In their
faces—the haunting look of unspeakable
agony. Theofficers of the road were al-
most crazed by the accident, and geemed
not to know what to do. I'he killed and
wounded are nearly all Boston, Salem*
amnd Lynn people.

sories (o her death had been apprehend-
ed. I, bhowever, transpired that the
victim to abortion was from a respecta-
ble family in_Brooklyn, where her =is-
ters resided, and that the anthor of her
ruin was known. Capt. Cameron, upon
the receipt of the information, immedi-
ateiy dispatched one of hi= detectives o
make the arrest, who returned accompa-
nieidl by Dr. Rozenzwelg, the supposed
mnarderer,

About twelve o'clock yestemlay a man
called ou Cuptain Cameron at -the Eigh-
teenth precinct station-honse, and atier
Bome secret conversotion, was taken amld
shown Rosenzweig, He cae hack
elated, and in a few minutes the follow-
ing aftidavit, an important link in the
chain of evidence, was diawn  up and
signed :

My name is Junes F, Boyle: I reside
at No, 655 secomd avenue; on the morn-
ing of Saturday, the 26th iust., 2 man,
whom 1 recognize as Dr. Rosenzweig,
came o my store, where 1 do business u=
an nndertaker, and asked me how much
it woukd cost o bury a woman, and then
added that n serveut girl of his ol
died, and that she wuas very poor and
only had ten dollars, and that it did not
maiter to him how or when she was
buried ; I asked him what sort of a fu-
neral he wanted ; hesaid he only wanned
a hearse; he then asked me to take the
body to the store, saying that it was not
far off; I replied that 1 wonld only o
this if he would furni=h me with a cer-
tificate from the doctor who had attend-
ed, and then I could get a permit from
the Board of Health: in further conver-
sation he said thar the doctor who at-
tended the case lived down towun: he
then went away. James F. BoyLe.

Captain Cameron placed a zergeant
and a guard of men In charge of the
doctor’s house, amd a search was insti-
tuted, both in Rosenzweizg’s honse aul
the ope adjoining, Dr, Cellinski’s house
as it was reported that the two doctors
worked together, and that there was a
geeret passige between the two houses,
In Dr. Rosenzweig's house they failed
to discover anything in the upper por-
tion, and then extended their search to
the cellar. A light having been pro-
cured, the officers minutely examined
the dividing walls and every nook and
erevice, but did not find any appearance
of the two houses being connected by
any secret 3, in spite of the zen-
sational assertions of the afternoon pa-

of yesterday. In one corner a
bucdle of strips of muslin, saturated
with bleod, was found and mken to the
station.house. Dr, Cellinski's honse was
next visited. I'he doctor was at home
and courteously assisted the oflicers in
prosecuting their search. Thay failed,
however, to discover anything in Dr.
Cellinski’s house: but Captain Cameron
thought it advisable to keep Dr. Cellin-
ski under surveillance.

The woman was recognized last even-
ing by several aequaintances from Bay-
arml street as Miss Figa, a native of
Platz, Polamd, ug. nineteen vears, and
a neice of Dr. Kosenzwelg, She lived
at No. 98 Bayard sireer, with some rela-
tions who kept a butcher's shop, residing
in the rearof the premises. The doctor
haud not seen his weice for npward of
seven years until she came te this conn-
try sbout a year sinee, and he Initinted
her into New Yark life by taking her to
an endless round of ballz dd parties,
and subsequently removed her o his
residence in Awity street; where the
unnatursl villain effected her ruin.  On
the first of May he took up his residence
in Sesond aveuue, and from that house,
unidonbtedly, the corpse was taken to
the railroad depot. "The preiext he
made for zemoving her to his residence
was that the air of Bayard street was
not good for her.

KENTUCKY.

Thursday morning, a little atter ten
o’clock, the npper floor of Whitney,
Brown & (0.5 fonr-story griin ware-
honse, on Main street, between First and
Second streefs, gave way under the
weight of a large quantity of =acked
wheat aud loose oats, The grain and
wreck of floor went down crushing
throngh the floors below into the cellar,
and carrying with it three men—Law-
rence Grafl, white, porter in the estab-
lishment, and two colored men who
were working on the second floor. The
bodies of the white and one colored man
were soon_recovered, and active search
is made for the other. Neither of the
men recovered is mangled, and probably
they were stunned more than suffocated
in the immense pile of grain in which
they were buried.

Ireland

A correspondent telegraphs from
Dublin that the French deputation made
their departure from Kingston to-day.
The Ronds were cramned with vessels
bearing flags, bands played Ameriean,
Irish, and French airs, and the eathusi-
asm was intense. A bad feeling was
eyident hetween the police and the peo-
ple, but no disturbgnee occurred, the
police holding aloof, The procession
paraded through the principal streets,
and the houses in the line of march
were decoratexl. It was an extraordi-
nary Feuniun demonstration.

Russin.

The Russian journals have a state-
ment that at a dinner given the new
French Embassador, General Leflo,
shortly after his arrival at St. Peters-
burg, by the Czarevitch, the Grand Duke
said: *“France may be unfortunute,
but I and the princess love her deeply
all the same. Thus, after Sabastapool,
you conquerad us still more by the gen-
ty of your proceedins than by the
force of your arms. 1 shall never for-
ot it. Yon bore your successes nobly.
itthat was an easy task, 0= vou were
not the parvenne of vietory..” The em-
hassador, who was prgsent, it is said, re-
ported this to his government.

Germany.

There were three hidred and twengy-
nine deaths from cholera in. Konigsberg
throughout the week ending the 25th
inst,, inchnding one bundred and twenty-
seven children,  Nodeaths have ocenrred
from cholera at Danizic during the last
two days,

Mail advices from Germany state (hat
the Romun Catholie Casino at Munich
has expelled & number of it members
who have voted for sehool regalations
abolishing the right o interference hy
the priest=.  The clerieal organs are rep-
resented to be so destitute of funds that
some of them will shortly be compelled
to discontinue publication,

The Prussion Cross Gazelte confirms
the report that a =ecoid meeting of the
German and Aunstrian Emperors has heen
arranged, amd states that it takes place
probably on the Tth of September at
Selsehurg. The Emperor Francis Joseph
will be acceompanied by Von Beust. A
firm basis was laid at Gastien {or reln-
tions whereby Germany and Aunstria are
to asstine o joint attitude.  Ttaly has un-
comditiounnlly agreed to the same policy,
andl counmunications have  passed  he-
tween the thres govermments looking 1o
the establishunent of a complete mnler-
stunding.  The Conferences at Gastein
have conflirmed the agreement. et ween
Anstria and Prissia on some impertt
principles of policy. Vhe details of this
agrreetnenl were arvanged in the nature
of a treaty, bot not w loral one,  "The
treaty  functionaries, whose services
would have been necessrry in drawing a
formal treaty, were not preaent, sl thas
the serret of the exaet terms is better
kept. The statement of the policy mude
by the Vienna cabinet i Décember Iast
created a situation between Aunstria mul
Prussia which called fora more securate
detinition of their relationsgthan could be
secured by exchange of diplomatie notes,
The Gastein Conterence emabled the two
Chancellors by contidential - conversa-
tions 1o reach an understanding as to
exacily how the interests of the two
powers could he reglized to their mutoal
wdvantage, and bow their good mder-
standing might be ntilized in dealing 1o-
gether agninst other powers. The Hou-
wanign railway diflienlty has thus re-
ceived a =atistuctory solution. In the in-
terest of a general pence this is regarded
as a happy argury for the application of
similar joint action in futnre difliculties,
A leagae maintaining peace means war
against any power that can provoke dis-
disturbance or the pence.  Russia, know-
ing this understanding, is making vast
preparations for war.,
