1 here arc to this as to every Question
two sides, and the matter will only be set-
tled when wisdom shall mark plainly the
line ofcompromise, What is Capitol but
tne savings of the profits or labor, and irhe
wilL the Workman may beirin to become a
Capitalist any day. He certainly cannot
eat hi-- bread and have it. Can a work-ingra-

any more than any one. else spend
all his money and still have it for a rainy
day And if be is lazy and idle, should
be share in the gains of the Industrious t
Xow look at the employment of Capital.
As soon as more money is saved up in a
community than is needed for immediate
use. how natural and proper is it to lend it
to a good directing head to invest in busi-
ness, returning him and the ones from
which it was oorrowed an income, until
the borrower, by spending only so much
as ne needs lor necessaries, becomes a
great Capilist himself, and returns tbe
loan. This process is entirely familiar to
any one who has ever saved and tried to a
invest or seen any one else do it. lie
kuowstbat a very large proportion of those
wbo try to invest on their own judgment
lose their all : and that it is a nerfect God
send to the mass of men to get one of these
great Dusiaess men to invest their savings
tor them. But wbo dares iu these days to
say that when the worklntrman comes
along and shouts out of the tyranny of
Capitol and Monopoly and demands that
the whole thing be divided up between
lomy nick and Marry, to be spent as they
see fit or given to a set of philanthropists.
or politicians. Capitalists have of course
great power and often abuse it, and right
here comes 'the "question that lies at the
bottom of this whole matter. How to pre
vent the Capitalist from abusing his pow
er without hampering bis judgment
There is not such a wonderful amount of
Capital in the world as many suppose.
Three year of universal idleness would
eat it all pp.; To be of use to the world at
large it must De used in massive invest-
ments, and directed by the few who are
capable ot successfully conducting enter
prises of great magnitude. To prove this
you have only to look at the many in the
employ of A. T. Stewart, who hate under-
taken to use Capital profitably ior them-
selves, failed, and now work for the Mas-
ter mind. Let tne repeat that the difficul-
ty can only be solved when these men.
who rrom the world's necessity must
wield its Capital, can be compelled to be
just to Labor', and still, have judgment
free and unlettered. , . . ,

A Question there is that is forcing itself
upon the attention of the whole country,
and must sooner or later demand an an-
swer from the National Legislature. 1
bave always believed, and still believe,
tli at when the country feels assured that
the women of America really wteo it, they
win nave no- - uirncuity in obtaining the
rights and privileges of the ballot. Tbat
cause is, like many another, hindered by
tne lony oi many m us aavocates, ana
the better element of those who desire suf-
frage are shamed into silence by. the ab-
surd and reprehensible conduct of . some
others. We believe in the right of suf-
frage for woman, and the reasons for the
faith that is in us can' be very briefly stat d
It would seem that any person living un-
der this government, aiding. in its support
by paying taxes and being subject iu all
respects to its laws, could not be denied

voloela its without contra
vening one of the primal Ideas and princi-
ples upon which this government is found-
ed. And an argument, based upon that
ground and in favor of woman suffrage is
logically and in fact unanswerable. .But
we all or us reel tnat tnat does not cover
thewhole ground; nay, hardly touches the
real interests tbat are at stake In the trans-
ition of woman to this new , activity from
what has so long been conceived to be her
true and proper sphere in social and polit
ical life. Our ideas of what a true woman
is and should be are too . exalted not to
tremble for her goodness and purity as she
comes to the foreground to try a new and
to her hitherto untravelled path. On great
national occasions we boast in a terribly
grand manner of the wonderful privileges
of our free country, and we are prepared
to fight any foreigner who barely intimates
that the freedom of the ballot isn't one of
the grandest things of tbe age, the univer-
sal paneeea for Mis political, and the' in-
alienable right of freemen., But when wo
man speak or eraimtnr sue right io n
voice in legislation, to which she is subject
with wnat wooaenui unanimity, we con
fess tbe corruptions that exist in connec-
tion . with our vaunted prerogatives. , So
that, the real objection after ail to woman
suffrage is, ' not that she bas not tho
right in accordance with- the primal ideas
of our government and in consonance with
its fundamental principles, but: the fear
that, in tbe exercise of what is as clearly
ner rignt as it is tne rient or any man un
der our institutions, ner spotless .purity
uav be endangered A- - -- it .'.:,

l nereis no one torn more ennoonne
among our social virtues, or tbat .does
greater credit to our humanity, than the
exalted views we entertain oi wnat a pure
and noble woman is.' And 'whatever of
abstract right she may have to the ballot,
u is as nothing ir oy tne nse or tc even a
breath of harm shall come to her purity
and loveliness, i : If by tbe exercise of this
franchise woman, should be shorn of one
sinsle icrace. or suffer theiloss of one rem-

mints uusiut. ur li uire buiiu suuum u ts
brought upon ner rair rame. l assert witn
the most conservative man on this .foot.
stool that, be tbe progress brought about
ov its exercise never so uca u tm pui
cbased at a cost infinitely too great, No:
if woman's purity and sweet arentleness
can on iv is. msinRfl bv maxinir a reciuse
of ber even, then let us make prisons of
our homes, that she 'may retain without
spot or blemish tne nature ana whiteness
of a dove. Let us for the sake of the no
bility .of our nature still worship at the
shrine of ouritv. even thousrh the world be
no better or wiser for it. But I do not be
lieve that such a spirit of incarnate devil.
try lies hidden in the exercise of the bal
lot, as of necessity to inlure the person
who indulges in its use. What I do claim
is this: tnat ir woman can clean the mud
and vermin from the nitny Arabs or our
streets and remain herself clean;-i- she
can- - train the noxious outgrowth of the
moral cesspools in our large cities as she
is doing every day in the mission and oth
er houses and remain unspotted: if she
can advocate justice befora a hooting
crowd or sew xorx rowoies as Lucretia
Mott has often done, and keep the im
maculate purity of ber Quaker virtue; if
she can Dreserve her modesty amonsr tbe
rudeness of armies, and in distant mission
fields gaze on the disgusting practices of
heathenism and suner no nana : then
submit she can pass, leaning upon tbe
arm or rather, brother, husband or mend.
into our public places and cast a ballot
for law, virtue and liberty and suffer no
loss.'' Tne objection tnat man would lose
tbe proverbially chivalrous : feelings to
ward woman should sue become a voter
comes centuries too late, for history and
experience proves tbat in the progress of
civilization, tnese leeiings in man nave
advanced, only as woman's influence has
been relt in human affairs.

This subserviency on the Dart
of office holders to him to whom thevowe
their place, when, carried to-th- extent
wbicb we know it is, is a positive disgrace
to our humanity. The making assess-
ments upon government employees for
iiarty or individual purposes which has
become the general rule is a most con
temptible business: and the man who pro
motes or encourages it whether he- be a
president, senator, collector or C ustoms
or what not is at heart a rascal. I say it
advisedly, he is a rascal. It turnsout that
tbe clerks ot the Xew York Custom House
