Surely
thft wisest plan is to face the facts and
weigh his own good fortune against that
of the simply rich man j to overstate or
understate neither, and to discover wheth-
er fate be really as unjust to him as he
thinks. It is to be remembered first that
vast fortunes can bring in only a certain
percentage of personal comfort or luxury.
An Astor or Rothschild can live in but
tsne hdUSej eat a certain amount, wear a
prescribed dress, and usually the man
worth half a mililori of capital surrounds
himself with as much personal luxury as
the man whose yearly income equals that
amount. The great mass of a colossal
fortune is usually invested in ways which
remove it from the daily handling of its
owner. It flows in the great currents of
trade ; it is regarded by the possessor as
something apart from himself a weight
to be carefully carried and given over to
his heirs. If he wore it, like an Indian
rajah, in tiaras nd necklaces, or went
about like Prince" Esterhazy sowing pearls
from his coat, it would seem to pertain to
him personally and to enter into his daily
pleasure. Another certainty is that, no
matter what his capital may be, the de-

mands upon liim will more than double
the interest. His millions may be tied up
so as to yield but small returns in ready
money, but the public will require of him
contributions to city enterprises, to charity
or religion, commensurate with the full
amount, and denounce him as miserly if
he does not pay it.

Putting all this discomfort aside, it
would be folly to deny that money is
power- - The simply rich man commands
a certain kind of prompt deference from
fashionable society, from his business col-
leagues, from his grocer and his boot-
black, which will not be paid to a shabby
coat, no matter what culture or piety is
buttoned up in it. Our poor young

would do well to look into
this deference and find whether it is the
best kind or not. It is prompt, but it is
not sincere.. If your millionaire is mean
or ignorant or dishonest, fashionable so-
ciety and grocer and bootblack know it at
a glance and sneer as they bow.

Trip on the Central I'aeiiic

Six powerful locomotives shriek defiance
to the storm, and we speed away into the
night like an arrow. The white drifts are
tossed up over the smoothly-rounde- d

mold-board- s of the plow in feathery foam.
The swift wind, accelerated by the mstr
velous speed ot our flying train, hurls the
sleet, keen and cutting, into our face and
eyes. Frank Stitterfield, the conductor of
the snow-plo- gives the bell-rop- e a
couple of quick pulls and each of the

d monsters screams out its
readiness to push us ahead faster. Eacli
throttle-valv- e is wide open, and the old
plow bounds along with the speed of a
thunderbolt. The track Is full of snow
that has drifted in, or slidden down from
the mountains, and the swift apron strikes
it and tosses it right and left in billowy
furrows, that on our right are hurled 500
feet into the canyon. Faster and still
faster we go ! And yet the speed must be
increased. Just ahead is where the plow
got stuck two years ago and laid all night.
It seems impossible that any impediment
should check the onward rush of the

engine behind us.
But unless every pound of steam is being
used the plow will come to a dead halt.
We have reached the region of the snow-slide- s.

Above our heads tower the icy
summits of the Sierras. Below us is Cold
Stream canyon. This morning an ava-
lanche came rushing down just as the
snow train was passing. The boys saw
the sudden rift along the ridge, saw the
whole face of the mountain drop-
ping on them, aud in another in-
stant an avalanche of 5,000 tons
hurled all its fury against the train. It
seemed as if the storm fiends were hy-
ing to wret.k vengeance on the fearless
men and powerful engines that dared in-
vade their domain. The old plow and its
train of engines struggled bravely, but
it was impossible to bore through the
great snow-slid- Iron and steel and
steam, brave men, and plow and engines
were all locked in the icy embrace of the
avalanche. The face of the mountain is
so steep that all of the snow which went
over the top of the train continued its
headlong plunge into the canyon. A man
went to Tunnel 13 and telegraphed
to Truckee for assistance.. Seventy-fiv- e

men came hurrying to the rescue with
shovels, and picks, and axes, and com-
menced digging. It was four o'clock in
the morning when the slide imprisoned
the train, and seven o'clock found it only
partially released. The passenger en-
gines came up and helped drag out the
buried locomotives; yet with-al- l the
power of the five engines and seventy-fiv- e

men it took four hours to clear away the
snow and liberate the train. The ava-
lanches will be plentiful and unusually
terrible this winter. A few weeks ago
a slight snow fell, and alter covering the
ground to the depth of three or four inch-
es froze solid as ice. On this slippery
surface a large quantity of very damp
snow has fallen. Eight feet of new
snow has been piled up during this
last storm. Imagine an area of five
or ten acres, eight feet deep, on a
steep mountain side, suddenly skating
into the canyon over a hard, smooth sur-
face of ice, and yoji get some idea of a
Sierra snow-slid- e.

M. Birnaum has found that when the
feedwater of a boiler is heated by the in
jection oi steam, tatty matters are occa
sionally carried into the boiler, which
form insoluble soapy matters with the
lime salts present in the water. These
soaps form a deposit which is not wetted
by water, and this may lead to the de
struction ot the boiler, inasmuch as the
part of the boiler under the incrustation
becomes more heated than other parts and
is apt to occasion rupture.

Some specimens of improved leather
ette, a capital imitation of leather, are
spoken of in the Trade Journal, as showing
an important auvance in tne moae oi man-
ufacturing that article, and consequently
an increase in its value lor various indus
trial purposes. According to this im
proved method of production the leather
ette is now dyed throughout ; the surface

representing with wonderful fidelity
the natural grain of leather is thus more
periectly defined than has been the case
heretofore; and, while the fabric has been
strengthened to a very considerable de-
gree, greater softness and a more leather-
like feeling have also been imparted to it.
It is thus admirably fitted for use in many
trades which have recourse to what is
termed fancy leather.

It is a fact perhaps not generally
known, says the Oakland (Cal.) News,
that there is a firm doing business in San
Francisco who purchase the thousands of
dogs slaughtered by the Pound-maste- r of
that city, or that may have been otherwise
killed, for which they pay forty cents
each. The carcasses are conveyed to their
manufactory at South San "Francisco,
where the skins are removed and sold to
the tanneries, the hair taken off and re-
sold to plasterers, the hide tanned, made
into gloves and sold in the market. The
denuded carcass is then thrown into a
huge caldron and boiled until the bones
are easily separated from the flesh, when
they are removed and sold to the sugar
refineries, where they are ground to a fine
powder and used to clarify the sugar. The
oil that rises to the surface of the boiling
mass is skimmed off and manufactured
into cod-liv- oil, and the remainder used
for the purpose of fattening hogs.

The Illinois Farmers' Association
closed its annual session, at Bloomington, on the
20th. Resolutions were adopted demanding the
withdrawal of the National Bank circulation and
the issue of greenbacks, to be a legal tender for
all debts, except the pnblic debt con-
tracted to be paid in gold, and interchangeable
for registered bonds bearing 3 per cent, interest,
to be paid in gold or legal-tender- said bonds
being redeemable at the pleasure of the Govern-
ment, and declaring-tha- t tbe transportation in-
terests f the country should be nnder the direct
supervision and 'control of the public authorities
of the nation. State, county, township or city,
according to its inter-Stat- e or local character.

The Ohio Republican State Convention
has been called to meet at Columbus on the 29th
of March next.
