South Amboy, N. J., and after drinking'
some beer tried to slip out without ay-- 1,

The Black Jews in India.

; The majority are, natives' of the Mal-
abar

t

coast, where, especially in the city
of Kotschim, they reside in considera-
ble numbers. It is said that they are
the descendants of the Jews who were
sent to India by Solomon to capture
elephants for his use and to work in the
gold mines; and that their skins, in the
course of 3,000 years, have entirely
changed color, so as to make it' al-

most impossible .to distinguish them
from the rest of the natives.
They know little Hebrew, . that
language ' having almost died out
among them." - Their mother tongue' is
the Hindi, which is used in
their . Scriptures. and prayer-book- s.

They also possess a Bible, which is not
printed, but written. Of the holidays
they only keep 'the Sabbath and. the
Passover, the Day of Atonement being
entirely unknown to them. In the
preparation of: their food they, differ
from other Jews, as, during their 3,000
years' separation from the rest of their
coreligionists, nearly all their original
customs and manners have died out.
They live separately to this day,: from
the white Jews, as .the latter do not re--

them as actual descendants of thefard race. As answer to this the
colored Jews boast of their letters of
freedom given by an ancient King of
India; and another one of King Tschan-drackupt- a,

who lived in the time of Al-
exander the Great. They do not call
themselves "Jews" but " Sons, of Is-
rael;" and they maintain that they are
in possession of a number of autograph
prayer-book- s written by the Patriarchs.

The mysterious lights in the Gulf and
the Lower St. Lawrence, those stare pre-
cursors of a tempestuous fall with
grievous shipwrecks, have been unu-
sually brillaint this season.. The light
off the Cape of Maria Cascapediac has
blazed almost ever night since May
15th. In ' the Baie des Chaleurs the
Point-- : Mizzenette light has been seen
nightly by hundreds of people from the
settlements, of New . Bandon, Grand
Ause, Caraquette and Salmon Beach.
The habitant says they are supernatural
manifestations marking scenes of wreck
and murder, or warning the sailor of
great tempestsrwhiletheEnglish set-
tlers think e they,, are the will-o'-th- e-

of the ocean. Whatever they may
be, it is a fact established by the expe
rience of a century ; that when they
blaze brightly in the summet nights the
fall is invariably marked by great

All faces were
turned toward the relics the haggard
faces of the dervishes, who hung to-
gether with arms entwined, compact as
swarming bees; sacred banners flut-
tered down the whole length of a
procession made up of these grouped
dervishes--.No- one t of tk victims
seemed hf his tight mind"; th'Cmajorttj'-- 1

of them were idiotic, lheir swollen
tongues lolled from their months; their
heads wagged wearily on their should
ers; and their eyes were either closed,
or fixed and staring. Many , of them
were naked to the waist, turbanless,
barefooted, and barelegged to the knee.
Ia fact, they were of the lowest orders
of the. East, impoverished, fanatical.
forlorn. They hastened to the top of
the avenue, a part ' of those 'in each
froup running backward. When they

to the number of 400,
the friends who accompanied thm sep?
arated Jeachhiiiei' of dervishes, ud.
began paving the way with their bodies.
They lay face down in the dust, the
arms crossed under the forehead; they
were ranged shoulder to shoulder, hip
to hip, though the heads were not al-

ways turned in the same direction, but
were occasionally reversed. , Friends
gathered at . the head of each of
the dervishes, and with the voluminous
breadths of their garments fanned the
prostrate forms rapidly and incessant-
ly. In truth the dervishes : seemed
fainting with hunger and fatigue, and,
as the crowd pressed close upon them,
they would doubtless have become in
sensible in a short time but for the fit
ful! breath afforded by those flapping
sails. I observed that the majority of
the. dervishes lay as still as death; but
there were those who raised their heads
and looked wildly about until their
friends had quieted them, or, as in
some cases, had forced them to lie still,
while the confusion increased, and, the
intense excitement at the lower end of
the avenue announced the approach of
the' sheik. A few footmen then ran
rapidly over the prostrate bodies, beat
ing small copper drums of a hemis-
pherical form, and crying in a loud
voice: "Allah!" The attendants, as
they saw the sheik's arreat turban
nodding above the crowd, grew nerv
ous, and some or them lost ail self-contro-

one man standing close beside me
went stark mad, and three muscular
fellows had some difficulty in dragging
him away from the spot. He came, the
sheik of the saadeeyeh, swathed in pur
ple and nne linen, and mounted upon
a gray steed. The bridle was in the
hands of two attendants; two others
leaned upon the hind quarters of the
animal to support his unsteady steps-- .

The horse was shod with', large, flat
shoes, like plates of steel, that flashed
in the sunshine; he stepped cautiously
and. with some hesitation upon the
bodies, usually placing his foot upon
the hips or thighs of the dervishes ; some
times the steel-sho- d hoof supped down
the ribs of a man, or sank in between
the thighs, for in no case could it touch
the earth, so closely were the bodies
ranged, side by side... If any shriek of
agony escaped from the lips of the der
vishes I heard it not, for the air was
continually rent with the cry of " Al

the rippling prayer, a
breath long, " continually reiterated.
The sheik was stupefied with opium,
for he performs this act, much against
his will in deference to the demands of
the people; he rocked in hrs saddle un
til he had passed the whole length of
that avenue- - paved . with human flesh,
and then withdrew into a tent prepared
for his reception, where he received the
devoted homage of such as were able
to farce their way into his presence,
Charles Warren Stoddard, . in aAlantic
Monthly.

Provisions of the Bankruptcy Laws of the
Various States.

The ranks of the bankrupts are full,
and no more recruits will be taken.. It
will take some time to prove all claims
against their estates, to levy all tees,
costs, and allowances, distribute what
there is left, and discharge them from
legal obligation on account of their
past debts. Ho tar as future operations
are concerned, business must be ; done
with an eye to State enactments for the
enforcement of the rights of creditors:
So long as there is property within- the
reach Of the law, the ordinary remedies
are sufficiently effectual, but in the
case it will be a difficult
matter to secure an equitable distribu-
tion of available assets among those
fairly entitled to share :in them: ' In
fact the difficulty and nncertanity will
be so great as to prevent in very many
cases any effort on the part of. distant
creditors to obtain their rights. Doubt-
less one result will be more care in ex-
tending credit and a stronger disposi-
tion to trade for "cash only; or with
persons whose solvency is fully assured.
This enforced return to more cautious
and conservative "methods may not : be
a bad thing, but it will not absolutely
prevent faUures or preclude the neces-
sity . of some, measure, for securing
the rights of all parties .when failures
occur,, But the present condition of
the law is such that to all intents and
purposes the country is without the
means .ot .. enecting . tne purposes ;,ot
bankruptcy-legislation- , which are to
secure to creditors; pro rata, ' all there
is applicable to the liquidation of their
claims and , to . release the . insolvent
debtor who surrenders all he has in
good faith from future liability.

it will be ot interest to recall at this
time the principal features of the laws
of the various States and Territories.
In. the first place,' Alabama, Colorado,

"Mississippi, Montana, ' Nevada, ' New
Mexico, Oregon; lexas; Utah, Wyo-
ming, and Washington have made no
provision whatever for the assignment
or settlement of the estates of debtors,
whether, ipsolvent or,, otherwise. In
Delaware, the District", of Columbia,
and North and South Carolina, the law
applies only where the debtor has been
arrested after execution against ..his
property is unsatisfied, and is intended
only to get him out of jail on a surren-
der of his property. The following
States have only assignment! aws, which
allow debtor, it he sees-nx-

, to sur-
render his property to ' be distributed
among his creditors in satisfaction of
their olaim3, most of ! them permitting
references, but leaving " any property
that ' may' 'be' subsequently acquired
liable' for debts femaining1 'Tinpaid:

'Arkansas, Florida ' Georgia, ", Idaho;
Iowa, ' .Kansas, , Kentucky,, Minnesota,"
Maryland, Missouri, New; Hampshire,
Tennessee, Virginia,, and West Vir-
ginia. None of these have insolvency
laws, properly, d. ; In Missouri
there may be a final . discharge after
assignment, by unanimous consent or
the creditors, and in Maryland any of
the creditors may sign release; and
the debtor will be free,. from their
claims, but liable for all others. In
New Hampshire those accepting divi
dends from the estate are debarred
from further recovery.

Maine has an insolvency law, passed
at the last session of the legislature,
which provides not only for voluntary
but for compulsory assignments. - ne
assignee is chosen by the creditors, and
a discharge may be- - granted u mere
has been no fraud practiced, and, on
agreement of a majority of the credit
ors representing' three-fourt- hs of 4the
claims to accept a certain percentage,
a discharare follows as a matter or
course. Massachusetts and Vermont
also provide for both voluntary and
compulsory assignments . in, jnsolvfincyj
cases, and a distribution ot the assets
to meet all proved claims. " So 'far as
such claims are concerned, there is a
final discharge of the debtor ' The law
in Rhode Island, passed last spring, is
similar. In Connecticut a trustee may
be appointed on petition of a creditor
after an! attachment has-- oeen issued
and no property found. ' A final dis
charge is granted only "in case 70 per
cent, of all claims is paid. The law in
this State provides for voluntary as- -

signments only, makes very inadequate
provision against preferences, and
works no nnal discharge. The, case is
similar in JNew. Jersey , and fennsyiva-
nia. ; In Ohio,. Indiana, Illinois, MjchiT
gan, Wisconsin, and Nebraska there are
insolvency.. laws,; but they provide for
voluntary proceedings only, .; 1 he as-

signee is selected by the insolvent debt
or or the court, and must? give onas.
Schedules of assets and liabilities are
filed, and creditors are notified and al--
4nved to prove their claims. '
