Artesian Wells in San Francisco.

Artesian wells, the sinking of which
was first practiced in the province - of
Artois, France, whence they derive
their name, find their fullest value in
the arid plains' of California and in the
Californian cities. And as they
find their fullest value here, here also
the science of sinking them is most
rapidly being brought to its perfection
and the natural laws relating to the
source and the supply of water are being
most exactly ascertained. Within the
boundaries of San Erancisco it is calcu-
lated that there are already no less than
200 wells. The effect that has invaria-
bly followed in other localities, particu-
larly that of London, England, that the
supply of each well in the basin de-
creased in exact proportion to the in-
crease of the number of such wells, has
not been detected here. Another great
advantage of, the artesian wells of this
city is the short distance at which
water is reached. One which supplies
the Commercial Hotel is only thirty-eig- ht

feet deep. Silverstone's well oil
Sixth cteeth, between Bryant and Har-
rison, ninety-si- x feet deep, furnishes
6,000 gallons of water per day. Snee-del- 's

well on Bryant street, in the im-
mediate vicinity of the former one, and
of the same depth, furnishes an even
greater supply, and was an overflowing
well. These are both seven-inc- h wells.
One of the best wells yet sunk in the
city is that of the candle-work- s, on
Eighth street. It is 168 feet deep, and
the supply is 10,000 gallons per hour.
It is a twelve inch well. That of the
Pacific Iron-Work- s, ninety-fiv- e feet
deep, furnishes 2,500 gallons per hour.
The chief well now being1 bored is that
at the new Chronicle buijding, at the
northeast corner of Bush and Kearney
streets. It is an eight-inc- h well, and
is to furnish a supply of 8,000
gallons every twentv-fou- r hours.
At a depth of only twenty-eig- ht

feet hard sandstone and quartz rock
was struck, and, although for a month
since that time with steam engine-'dn-, , ,"IT ' 1 1 1 J -arms tne sonu rocK lias ueeu uoreu iu
a depth ot ninety-ev- e feet, making a
total for the well of 123 feet, there is as
yet no indication that the bottom has
been reached. This will be the first
well in the city that has been drilled
through rock. In sinking that of the
new City Hall rock was struck, but the
superficial extent of the ground per
mitted prospecting till a more practi
cable route to the water supply was
discovered. A well sunk at the foot of
Third street, having struck rock, was
bored down lou teet, wnen work ceased.
Subsequently it was recommenced, and
with a diamond drill the depth of 600
feet was reached, but, water not having
then been tapped,, work was again
abandoned and has not since been re
sumed. In the case of the Chronicle
well there is not the wide margin, ex-
cept vertically, for selection that the
wide domains of the new City Hall
Park afforded, and the laborious, tedi-
ous and costly process of perforating
quartz rock will have to be continued
till water or the antipodes are reached.
The first twenty-eig-ht feet of the well
were sunk through sand and clay, and
cognate geological formations, and
when the rock was reached the surface
of the water in the well was seventeen
feetfrom the surface of the well itself.
Now, the well being 123 feet deep, the
water is only ten feet from the top ot
the well, which is assurance that al-

though the sinking will be more ex-
pensive than that of any other well yet
bored, it will be followed by success.
By improvements in the drilling ma--
chine'ry and an increase of engine--
power an average sinking of about five
feet per day is now effected, and when
the well is completed the Chronicle
building will be one of the now numer-
ous great institutions of the city that
will be exempt from reliance on ex
traneous institutions for its water sup-
ply. San Francisco Chronicle.

Two harvesters were met by two tramps
near Alton Junction, Hi., on the 27th, who at
tempted to rob them.

Fireman Jones' Feat. ' '

A feat often related of Edward Grier.
the Pennsylvania Railroad locomotive
engineer whose death has just been re-
ported, was accomplished on Monday
Dy Shanes Jones, a nreman on the en
gine which takes the mail from River- -
neaa to ureenport, on the lxng Island
Railroad. The train was nearing-- the
Jamesport station on a down grade and
tne nreman was out on the platform by
the boiler, oiling the machinery, when
the engineer , whistled a ' warning to
somebody ahead. The-firema- looked
up and saw a child lying between the
tracks down the line between him and
the station. There were a number of
people visible on the station platform
but none of them appeared to see the
child.. The engineer reversed his en-
gine, but the grade was steep and there
was no cnance oi stopping the train in
timb. Pitching his oil-ca- n away the
fireman swung himself down upon the
cylinder and around under the head-
light and slid down the pilot,- - holding
on by the coupling iron. ..Twisting his
left foot between the bars of the pilot,
no jLiiceieu uii nis rignt Knee. Ane brain
came down upon the child, who lay
motionless. Jones thinks it was asleep.
Holding and bracing himself with his
left leg and hand he reached out the
right hand, and clutching the child's
clothing as the engine. was upon.it.
swung the little creature forward and
up and out of the way. - It was safe,
not nurt in any way and just awake, a
bright, curly-haire- d little boy, perhaps
three years old, and weighing scarcely
twenty pounds. The fireman shouldered
and held him tin the engineer, coming
out of the cab, received him as the en
gine came to a stop. " Then fireman
Jones clambered back and betook him
self to the tender and to his shovel.

When the train reached the station
the passengers who had seen the danger
but not the rescue swarmed out to hear
about it and to cheer Jones and to
shake hands with him. Nobody at the
station knew to whom the- - child be
longed, and it was left in charge of the
agent, r it did not begin to cry till it
was put down from the locomotive.

Deab Madam: Your kind letter of
4th inst. with newspaper cutting
reached me tnis a. m. Mrs. koss also
received a letter from you a few months
ago, and I recollect hearing her say at
the time that she would reply , to
it. She spoke of . it as one of
the kindest of the " many letters
written to her by strangers since
the cruel abduction of our little' boy.
I suppose in consequence of the-- many
cares incident to her family duties, as
well as the subject being a very sore
one to her, she deferred writing. For
some weeks she has been quite ill, and
now is verv much prostrated. ' '

It is truly wonderful how well she
has borne up under the long-continu- ed

trial. : For nearly five vears she has
been in a constant state of suspense
and expectancy, but her . faith . has
never wavered that God in His mercy
would" either restore our dear boy or
.that some way would be opened by
which we would learn what has been
done with the child, but the continued
strain and frequent disappointments
have at last been too much for her
physical strength,- and her nervous sys
tem has become shattered, ims last
trip to North Carolina referred to m
the cutting you sent seems, to have
disappointed her more than any for a
long time, or possibly it was the last
feather added to the previous burden
that prostrated her. It seems she
built great hopes of a favorable result
from it, why I cannot say, as 1 told
her before leaving, that I regarded it
as only a possible chance; but on my
return, after telling her .the result, she
manifested more disappointment than
I had noticed in a long time, and soon
took to her bed with nervous prostra
tion. I may say here that the news-
paper report of my object in going to
North Carolina to see a cniia mere,
is .not coirect. . I did not go to see
a child there, : but to investigate a
matter remotely connected in the place
to which I went. The matter is still
undergoing investigation, and I cannot
tell what may be the final result.

Truly the. ways of rroviaence are
mysterious and past finding out, yet T
do not despair but that I will get some
light by which the mystery will be
made plain. To this end I zealously
look into every circumstance that I
hear of that is either directly or re
motely connected with tbe child's con-
cealment, believing that while it is a
privilege to pray for light ana aid, yet
it is also a duty "to use every means at
my disposal to find put the truth con-

cerning this dark subject. It does
seem to me tnat tne parties wno aim
persist in keeping from us the facts of
the case are even more .heartless than
the abductors themselves.

Mrs. Ross and myself would both be
only too glad to know that our dear
Charlie is sate in iieaven man to oe
tortured by the dread that he re-

mains in charge of people who may
lead him into a life of misery or of
crime. While we have suffered beyond
what any mortal can understand, yet
we have the comiort to Know tnat
many a little fellow has been rescued
from want and misery througbjhe
search for our Charlie, and we believe
the public have reaped largely the
benefit of the sacrifice we have made,
for had I compounded the crime, I feel
certain we would have had our son
long since; but deelining to do. so, I
have suffered and the public have been
benefited, for I do not think a child
will be stolen again for a ransom. . I
have written you a long letter, much
more so than I intended, but you will
please excuse me; when I get on this
subject I ln't know when or where to
StOD.- '

The President Returns tne Bill mak
ing Appropriations to Fay the Fees

of United. States Marshals and
tbelr General Deputies.

Washington, June 30,
The following is the text of the veto

message received from the President
to-da- y:

To the House of Representatives:
I return to the House of Representatives, in

which it originated, the bill entitled " An act
making appropriations to pay the fees of
United States Marshals and their general
deputies," with the following objections to Its
uecoiniiig a jaw :

The bill appropriates the sum of $600,000
for the payment duriug the fiscal year ending
June 30, 1880, of United States Marshals aad
their general deputies. The offices thus pro- -

viaea ior are essential to tne iaitmul execu-
tion of the laws. Thfty were created and their
powers and duties denned by Congress at Its
first session, after the adoption of the Consti-
tution in the judiciary act, which was
approved September 24th, 1789. Their
general duties as defined in the act
which originally established them, were
substantially the same as those pre-
scribed in the statutes now in force. The
principal provision on the subject in the Re-
vised Statutes is as follows : " Section 787.
It shall be the duty of the Marshal of each
district to attend the District and Circuit
Courts when sitting therein and to Execute
throughout the district all lawful precepts
directed to him and issued under the author-
ity of the United States; and he shall have
power to command all necessary assistance in
the execution of his duty." The original act
was amended February 28th, 1795, and the
amendment Is now found in the Revised Stat-
utes In the following form :

"Sec. 783. Marshals and their depnties
shall have In each State the same powers in
executing the laws? ot tbe United States as
Sheriffs and their deputies in such States may
have by law in executing the laws thereof."

By subsequent statutes additional duties have
been from time to time imposed upon Marshals
and their deputies, the due and regular per-
formance of which are required for the effi-
ciency of almost every branch of the public
service. Without these officers there would
be no means of executing warrants, decrees or
other process of the courts and tbe judicial sys-
tem of the country would be fatally defective.
The criminal jurisdiction of the courts of the
United States Is very extensive. Crimes com-
mitted within the maratlme jurisdiction of the
United States are all cognizable only in courts
of the United States. Crimes against public
justice, crimes against the operations of the
Government such as forging or counterfeiting
money or securities of the United States,
crimes against the postal laws, offenses
against the elective franchise, against the
civil rights of citizens, against the existence
of the Government, crimes against the inter-
nal revenue laws, tbe customs laws, crimes
against the laws for the protection of Indians
and the public lands ; all of these crimes and
many others can be punished only under the
Uaited States laws.

The laws, which taken together constitute
the body of jurisprudence, which is vital to
the welfare of the whole country and which
can be enforced only by means of Marshals
and Deputy Marshals of the United States.
In the District ot Columbia all of the process
of the courts is- - executed by the officers in
question. In short, the execution of the
criminal laws of the United States, the
service of all civil process in cases
in which the United States is a party
and the execution of the revenue laws.
neutrality laws and many other laws of large
importance depend on the maintenance of
Marshals and their deputies. They are in
effect only police of the United States Gov
ernment officers, with corresponding powers.
and their duties are found in every State of
the Union, and in every country which has
jurisprudence which is worthy of name. To
deprive the National Government of these
officers would be as disastrous to society as to
abolish Sheriffs, constables and police officers
in the several States. It would be a denial to
the United States of the right to execute its
laws, a denial of all authority which requires
tne use oi civil iorce. l ne law entities tnese
officials to be paid. The funds needed for
the purpose have been collected from the
people and are now in the Treasury. No ob
jection is, thereiore, maae to tnat part or tne
bill before me which appropriates money for
the support of the Marshals and Deputy
Marshals of the United States. The bill con
tains, however, other Drovisions which are
Identical in tenor and effect with the' second
section ot the bill entitled " An act making
appropriations for certain judicial expenses,"
which', on the 23.1 of the present month, was
returned to the House with my objections to
its approval, lue provisions reierrea to are
as follows:

' Sec. 2. That the sums appropriated in
this act for the persons and public service em-
braced in Its provisions are in full for such
persons and public service for the fiscal year
ending June 30, 18S0, and no department or
omcer oi tne government snati, auring saia
fiscal year, make any contract or incur any
liability for the future payment of money un
der any of the provisions of title 26 mentioned
in section of this act, nntil an appropriation
sufficient to meet such contract or pay such
uaDUity shall have been made by law." -

u pon reconsideration in the House oi Kep
resentatives of the bill which contained these
provisions it lacked a Constitutional majority
and therefore failed to become a law. In
order to secure its enactment the same meas-
ure is again presented for my approval,
Coupled in the bill before me with the appro-
priations for the support of Marshals and their
deputies during the next fiscal year, toe ob
ject manifestly is to place before the execu
tive tnis alternative eitner to allow tne ne
cessary functions of the public service to be
cripoled or suspended for want of the appro
priations required to Keep tnem in operation,
or to approve legislation which in official
communications to Congress he has declared
would be a violation of his constitutional duty.
thus In this bill the principle is clearly em
bodied that by virtue of the provision of the
Constitution, which requires that "all bills
for raising revenue shall originate in the
Honse of Representatives," a bare majority
of the House of Representatives has a right
to wuunoiu appropriations ior tne support ot
the Government unless the Executive consents
to approve any legislation which may be at-
tached to the appropriation bills. I respect
fully refer to the communications on this sub-
ject, which I have sent to Congress during its
present session for the statement of the
grounds of my conclusions, and desire here
merely to repeat tnat, in my judgment, to es-
tablish the principle of this bill is to make a
radical, dangerous and unconstitutional
change in the character of our institutions.

Contents of Ancient Graves.

Resting upon a thick layer of cotton
spread upon the exhibition table at the
Academy of Sciences, last evening, says
the New lorfc 'limes of the 3d, were
about one hundred pieces of pottery,
rough and glazed, and a few frogs
worked in gold. The articles formed
part of a collection of from fifteen to
eighteen hundred pieces exhumed from
prehistoric graves about the slope of
Uhiriqui, a mountain in Central Amer-
ica, by Mr. McNeill. They are now in
tbe possession of Mr. John . Lamson,
of this city, with the exception of some
few pieces which have passed into the
hands ox frof essor Marsh, at I ale Col
lege, and are now incorporated with
the Yale museum, of which Professor
Marsh has more than any other one
man contributed to the creation.
Among the distinguished antiquarians
present was rroressor futnam, of .Har
vard universitv, who has given the col
lection a careful examination, and he
gave the academy last night the benefit
of his memoranda. Mr. X.amson's pa
per was devoted in the main to a read
ing of some notes by Mr. McNeill on
the remains and the manner of their
occurrence. The graves cover many
acres (even many square miles) at the
base of Chiriqui near the coast, lying
for the most part beneath many feet of
alluvial deposit. - No external sign
marks the piaoe of one ot these tombs,
but the natives find them readily by
sounding the soft earth with long iron
rods, which vibrate when they come in
contact with the flat stones with which
they are covered. Some of them are
oblong in shape, like modern graves.
but by far the greater part are nearly
circular. ne wans are ot smooth,
sea-wo-rn stones, of a kind not at pres
ent existing in the neighborhood, and
the fiat slabs that cover them have been
brought obviously from a great dis-
tance, as no such material exists in the
vicinity. It has not been discovered
that these tombs are arranged with any
regard to special order, but there is
some sort of evidence that the larger
ones have been reopened for the recep
tion of bodies from time to time, down
to a date of comparative recency.

The implements exhumed consist, in
the first instance, of knives and rude
weapons-o- f stone, together with polish-
ins stones, obyousiy used, to smooth

The collection has also some very
Curious representations of birds, which
are ornamented with red stripes upon a
black ground. The latter are hollow
within and perforated at 'the tail, at
the bill and beneath the wings, so as to
be used as whistles to imitate the notes
of birds, and to produce different musi-
cal notes by closing one or another of
the apertures with the fingers. Their
use, unless to attract birds by imitating
their notes, is doubtful. The legs of
the tripods are heavy, pod-shap- and
hollow, containing within several balls
of pottery, and furnished with a slit
like sleigh bells. The
sound, when shaken, is similar to that
of a rattle-bo-x; but it is scarcely credi-
ble that they were used for that pur-
pose, although there are several pot-
tery rattle-boxe- s in the collection. Pro-
fessor Putnam entered into a very
elaborate comparison of these remains
with the Mexican, Peruvian, and those
of the mound builders, who, it appears,
had a similar trick of hollowing out the
legs ot their tripods, and furnishing
them with movable balls. According
to Professor Putnam, these remains are
found as far south as Bagota, and while
thev have some affinity for the Mexican
and reruvian potteries, they are both
less graceful in design and less elabo
rate in decoration. He finds the frog a
form common to them all, and so the
cougar's or tiger's face. But the Mexi-
can usually sculptured a face or figure,
head downward, upon the external as
pect of each Jeg of the tripod, a feature
seldom or never seen in this ruder
work- - They also ' ornamented their
jaws with hieroglyphic inscriptions
I which have never been deciphered, by
the way,) and the latter have no place
in the collection of Mr. Lamson, with

doubtful exception. Professor
Putnam did not attempt to assign any
special age to these remains.

It should be noted, in conclusion, that
a number of distinguished critics pres-
ent put these down as forms imitated
by the Indian aborigines of Central
America from the Aztec civilization ad
joining them, and deny to them an an
tiquityeven equal to the more elaborate
Aztec remains found in Mexico.
