JOINT RESOLUTION.
SCBHIITTING PHOPOSITION1 XO

AMEND SECTION TWO OF A HTI.CLE TWO. SECTION ONE OF AR-
TICLE THREE, AND SECTION
FOUR OF AHTCtLE TEH OF THE
CONSTITUTION OF THE STATE
OF OHIO.
Be it revolved, bv th General Awemblu ot the

State of Ohio (toree fifths of all the members
elected to each house concurring therein). That
propositions to amend tbe Constitution of tbe
State of Ohio, be submitted to tbe electors of
the State, on the second Tuesday of October. A.
D. 1879, as follows, it: That Section two ot
Article two, Section one of Article three and
Section four of Article ten be so amended as so
read as follows : .

' . ARTICLE II. '

Sec. 2. Senators and Reurescntatives shall
be elected biennially bv the electors in the re
spective counties or districts, at a time prescrib-
ed by law; their terms of office shall com-
mence on the Tuesday next alter theflrst Mm.
day of January therealter, and continue two
years. -

ARTICLE III. ,

SEC. I. The Executive Department shall con.
sist of a Governor, Lieutenant Governor, Sec
retary oi state, Auditor, treasurer and Attor-

ney-General, who thall be chosen by the
electors of the State, at the place of voting for
members of the General Assembly, and at a
time prescnueu oy law. ; r,

ARTICLES.
Sec. 4. Townshio officers shall te p.lRcteil nn

the first Monday of April, annually, by the
qualified electors of tbeir respective- - town-
ships, and shall hold their offices for one year
from the Monday next succeeding their elec- -
biou, aim uulu Lueir successors are quaiinea.
VAceub luwDBiiiu xrustees. wno snail ne elect
ed b y the Qualified electors in tbe several town
ships ofthe State, on the lirst Monday of April,
a. is. jaw. one to serve tor tne term ot one
year, one for two years, and one lor threeyears; and on the first Monday of April in each
year tncreaiter, one 'trustee snail oe elected
to hold the office for three years from tbe Mon
day next succeeding his election, and until his
successor is quaiineu.
