THE RIGHTS OF THE LABORER.

Political partles express themselyes
through the mouths of their leaders. So,
when we find Mr. Evarts saying that
“in the near future the workingmen ol
the United States cannot expect twice
or thrice the wages of their fellow-
workmen lu Earope” it may be accept-
ed as the anthorative endorsement by
the Repablican party of that policy
which seeks to grind the free men of
America down to the level of the serfs
of the old country. ‘I'he Seeretary of
State and with him the entire Republi-
cvan party, in seeking to find some ex-
ouse for the infamous condition into
which their hard money, monopolist
theorles have brought the producers of
this country find themselves compelled
to accept as correct the two assumptions
(a) that the relative position of the work-
ingman in the United States is so near-
ly allied to that of the workingman in
Europe that thelr wages mus tassimllate
and (b) that Capftal possesses the same
power o control the wages ol the Amer-
fcan labarer as it does to control those
of the toiler in Englaud or Irelund—as-
sumptions contrary to fact and in di-
rect oppoaition to the spirit of our free
Institutlonse. But sssuming these posi-
tions to be true, this Repablican fugle-
man finds no difficulty in arriving at the
conclusion that the Ameriean laborer
had belter prepare himsell for his fate
and therefore presents him with the fall
details of his future mode of life—kindlg
tells him what his wages are to be—con-
siderately explains what he can eat—
and thoughtfully enlightens him how to
travel through life a slave to bread, be-
queathing to his posterity the glorious
liberty of following In his footsteps of
servitude, want and misery.

- Every man who yotes the Republican
ticket this fall endorses by his ballot
the positions thus taken by Mr. Evarts,

Our Seeretarv of State may be a great
statesman but it was for no snch fute as
that depicted by bim that Thomas Jef-
ferson proclaimed the Declaration of
Awmerican Independence and declared
all men ereated free and equal and en-
dowed with certain Inallenable rights,
among which are life, liberty and the
pursuit of happiness. It was for no
such fate thas the light-houses of educa-
tion have been estavlished in every
town and school district in the land, to
educate the people to a civilization
where equality of rights makes an
equaliyy of hopes.

If they deem otherwise neither
Mr. Evarts nor the Republican party
bave ever comprehended the spirit of
our justitutions, the genius)of the Amer-
ican people, or the grand possibilities
which education, our territory and hu-
man effort are to achieyve. We have not
progressed for deeades to now retro-
grude into the boudage of the past. We
have not soquired limitless territory
and dedicated it to force men to become
slaves to task-mastors,

purty say differently and every man
who eabts a Republican ballot this fall
votes to'rivet still closer the chaing with
which Capital seeks to letter the labor-
ers wad producers of the land.

AT the head of the Democratic State
tivket is a8 good & Union soldier as' was
in the field. For the second place on

the ticket is a Union General who left
one of his legs upon the battle field.
Yet Republican papers keep up a howl
that Democrats are in favor ol secession
aml want to get upanother war. When
we point ont the fact that the Democrat-
ic candidates did fithful service in the
battle front for the Union eanse, while
the Republican nominee stuyed at home
and sold dry goods, we are met with
the rejoinder that Demoerats want an-
other war. And Republicans call this
argument.

IT should not be forgotten that the
last Democratic Legislature saveid the
State two million dollars, thus lessening
the burden upon the tax-payvers that
amount.

This 1s a
truth too little regarded by mankind in
general. It will perhaps be better un-
derstood now that the commander of
the steamer which brought General
Grant from Japan to California has
been shown to be a secessionist, con-
spirator and marine Guy Fawkes by his
shameful f(ailure to order his voyage
with a single eye to the convenience of
the San Francisco newspapers, and In
an especiul mannper of “‘the Enstern cor-
respondents of the press.”” The man
aetually brought his ship in after dusk,
and in this way wantonly and wickedly
compelled the *““Eastern correspond-
ents’” aforesaid to see “‘several hours
consumed in the procession before they
could send anything through.”

The Northwestern Trade Bullatin is disposed
toexamine the great trade “‘boom'" mere nar-
nowly that most of anr cotemporaries, wnd
the vesult is the following sernp of philossphy
and of very couservative mdvice: :

“The wead “boom’ is not quite clearly definei
in the latest vocabularies. Itis not, however,
su&nnlive of permanence or relinbility, hot
ruther givesthe jdea of sudden, unexj .
concentrated force, which expends itsell” in om
single trememdous effort, like a tidal wave It
is quite well to speuk of the Grust boom, the
Sherman boom, the Tilden boom, or suy other
artiflcial or spasmodic phenomenon which ut-
tracts momentary attention. and dies away ns
suddenly as the boom of a Fourth of July can-
non. e word itselfls suggestive of sudden
noise, blank cartridge, and pothing more, As
applied to trade it glves an unsatisfactory im-
pression to business men who have waited upd
suffered. and are looking anxiously for the
dawn ol true prosperivy, They distrusta boom,
they wantthe true ba-is on which they will be
safe to build. That prices have advanced; that
more life has come to industry and trade is ap-
parent, but how it came, where it cawme froin,
und bow soon it will depart, is answered by the
fashionable catch-word *boom." It is the pro-
vince of atrade journal to give atrue statement
of sll business facts transpiring, and they cer-
teinly show an slmost miraculous revival in
American trade and manufacture. We think
it da » boom. @ advise evvery merchant to
confine his operations to what s individual
capital can control. end to enlarge his lineof
credit, not one doliar. It costs little to be caup-
fous. Itis well to rememberthat a Presiden-
tial election is pending, that bard time2 have
always turn d outthose in power, and that it
is possible that this buiness boomis too arti-
ficlal to lust, being more u politicul boom thun
& natural revival of business Something may
be made out otit by those who distrust ﬁ. sul-
Scently to avoid running m debt, but tothose
who launeh out on the great sea of credit, with
nothing but this ‘boom’ underneath, deathby
drownling is probable -*"

The ohungas in the situation of our banks, as
indicated by the last returns, huve bpot been
large, that in the deposits alone rising as high
ns million dollars.

few or no offerings: but why should anybody
want the fancies? Hailroad bonds are irregu-
lar thongh generally higher, in sympathy with
the share and other spm:ulnl.{rms ol the time,
