To this end this Union shall work
specifically for the securing of local option,
until such time as satisfactory legislation shall
have been had and enforced thereon.

Article III. Members of local auxiliary
Unions in good standing: shall, by virtue of
such membership, be members of this County
Union. In business meetings local auxiliary
Unions shall be entitled to representation in
the proportion of one delegate to ten members.

A rtic.lt IV. The officers of this Union shall
be a President, a Vice President from each
township, and a Secretary, who shall also be
Treasurer. These officers shall constitute the
Executive Committee, five of whom shall con-
stitute a quorum.

Article V. The officers of this Union shall be
chosen by majority votJ of delegates present at
the annual meeting, and shall hold office until
their successors are elected. Delegates to State
and National Conventions may be elected at
any duly called meeting.

A rtice VI. The annual meeting of this Union
shall be held at such time and place as the Ex-
ecutive Committee may designate. Special
meetings of the Union may be called, on due
notice, by the Executive Committee.

Article VII. This Constitution may be
an'ended bv a two-thir- vote of the delegates
present at any annual meeting, provided such
amendment is not inconsistent with the spirit
and plans of the National and State Unions.

LAKE COUNTY TEMPERANCE UNION.
A convention was held at tbe Temper

ance Rooms' in this place on Tuesday of
this .week, composea ot delegates lrom
the various local temperance Unions ol
the County, for the purpose ot organiz
ing a County Temperance union, auxil
iary to tue stare anu ixauouai i urisiian
Temperance Unions according to tbe
plan which was agreed upon several
months since, but was then deferred in
order to give time for tbe township or-

ganizations to be completed. Rev. J. B.
Corev was called to tbe chair, and M. B
Bateham appointed secretary, same as
at tbe previous meeting. Alter Devo-
tional exercises the Secretary gave a re
port of the meeting held last spring, hav
ing in view the same object, and Mr.
Dunlan reported that local unions were
organized in each of tbe townships of tbe
County excepting Painesville, and that
delegates were present.or expected, from
each of these, at this meeting. Several
brief addresses were maae ou tue import-
ance of thorough organization, and of ac
tive and persistent woi-k-

, ana discussion
was had on the kiiiu anu uieiuuus ui wora
to be performed. A committee was then
appointed to draft a Constitution, con
sisting of Rev. G. Fraser, Jared Murray
and J. M. Dunlap; and a committee to
nominate officers, consisting of Rev. M
Roberts, Mrs. Batebam and Mr. Rich:
also a Committee on. Resolutions, viz
Revs. Merrill and Baptiste and Mrs
Corey. Discussion was then bad m re-
gard to the past- - and prospective work of
the temperance Unions throughout tbe
State, and all the speakers agreed that
locoi option should be the chiel aim of the
Unions. Steeches on this topic were
made by Revs. Roberts, Merrill, Baptiste
and Corey, and Mrs. Bateham spoke of
the. plans lor circulating petitions. &c,
proposed by the Women's Temperance
Union of the state. On motion, It was
reso'ved that tbe central aim of this as
sociation shall be to secure the enact-
ment and enforcement of a law tor local
option. A resolution was also adopted,
alter discussion, that in the petitions to
tbe Legislature asking tor local option,
the neht of women to vote on this ques
tion be included. The committee on
Constitution made the following report,
which was accepted, then read by sec--
tic ns and adopted:

Preamble. Being fully persuaded that all
men may be saved by the grace of God and the
power of human sympathy, we.tlie nndei signed,
with bumble dependence on Almighty God, do
torm ourselves into a society ior tne purpose ol
unitinsr our efforts and prayers in the cause of
temperance, agreeing to be governed by the
following

Constitution. Article I. The name of this
society shall be the Lake County Christian
Temuerance Union, subordinate to the State
Christian Temperance Uuion, and auxiliary to
the National Cnristian Temperance Union.

Article II. The object of this Union shall be
to promote the cause of temuerance in Lake
County, without sectarian or political affilia
tions, anu in tne spirit oi tat toiiowing pledge;
"With malice toward none, with charitv for all
I. the undersigned, do pledge my word and
honor, God helping me, to abstain from all in
toxicating liquors as a Deyerage, ana mat l
