We started on our march Novem-
ber 17, 1918, and came into Germany
December 1, 1918, crossing the Rhine
rives December 13, 1918, at 11:45 a.
m. That was some day and it rained
all day. We wore our overcoats and
carried our packs, guns, belts, gas
masks and helmets, and an extra pair
of shoes everything complete, weigh-
ing 85. pounds.

Our march was "250 miles, and we
made it in 14 days, all by foot. We
surely were glad when we struck
Neiderstenebach, Germany. We are
30 kilometers across the Rhine river.

The weather over here has . been
good all winter. We have had only
one inch of snow this winter. It is
just' like spring now and I hope the
weather stays like this, for I heard
last evening we would be here until
the first of May, but I hope it is no
longer. We have a good place to
sleep and all we can eat but I miss
mother's pies and cakes. I haven't
had any of them for some time. I
have seen no place I liked better than
my home town, and that is Spencer,
Ohio.

I will close for this time. Good-
bye to all and best wishes. The
army is all right but it is no place
for a minister's son.
