ECONOMY URGED ON

SENATE BY I’Ol\iEREN‘E1

“The time to save money is hefore
it is expended—not afterwards. The
time to take a step looking to a peace-
able solution of international affairs is

before we have the engines of war—
not after we have them."”

These words are from Senator Pom-
erene's remarks in the Senate the 14th

instant during the debate on' the
amendment proposed by the Naval
Affairs Committee, increasing by|,

$1,000,000 the House appropriation of
$3,500,000 for transportation and re-
recruiting in the Navy. The Com-
mittee’s amendment was rejected two

days later, 39 to 31, the vote not being
along party lines. .

The Senator addresses himself par-
ticaularly to disarmament and econo-
my. He believes the United States
should leadership and take the initial
step leading to a conference of the
‘Great Powers for the purpose of dis-
cussing ways and means to bring
about world-disarmament. He believes
too, the time is ripe to begin practic-
ing what we have been preaching rela-
tive to economy. The following sen-
tence needs no interpreter: “If there
ever was a time in the history of this
country when our expenditures should
be kept within our revenues it is now
when business everywhere is stagger
ing under its load."’ )

In his remarks the Senator calls at-
tention to the long record of “profes-
sions” on the part of Senators in be-.
half of disarmament, and suggests
tl:ult now, “when there is n.bsolutely ng
danger from any known source,” 13
the ppportune time to supplement
those “professions” with affirmative
action.
