87 PER CENT OF OHIO
FARMS KEEP SCRUBS |

Results of the first count ever
made on purebred stock in the United
States, just released by the census
bureau at Washington, confirm an
opinion of livestock extension special-
ists of the Ohio State University that
there should be no let-up of “pure-
bred sire campaign” which was push- |
ed during the summer, At this time,
1400 Ohio farmers pledged themselves |
to use no more scrub stock on their
farms, amd 520 of them have since
filled out formal declarations and |
received “purebred stock farm” cer-
tificates,

The Census returns show 89 per-
cent of the farms in the United
States keeping nothing but serub
stock, and 87 percemt of Ohio farms
in the same class, As to cattle alone, |
Ohio leads the census group of |
“northeast central states” with
percent purebred, as to horses, is sec-
