Why?
There Is no little inquiry why meats,

which are so cheap In the carcass should
be so expensive when retailed by the
butchers; and why the retail prices of
both bread and meat with us should be
so much in excess of those of larger
places. Take, for instance, the article
of pork, which can be pur
chased In any quantity at two and one- -
half cents per pouud, and which, trans
ferred to the butcher' stall, commands
from six to eight cents. The prices
asked for beef are much In the same
proportion. Hind-quarte- rs In gro-- s

fir.d slow sale at alx cents while fore--
quarters drag at four cejts per pound
At the shops we pay from eight to
twelve cents lor the same thing, or just
donble the amount. The choicest cured
hams can be purchased in the neighbor-
ing town of Mansfield at from seven to
eight cents per pound, while here they
cost ten cents. In Chicago tenderloin
steak can be bought in open market for
nine cents, and sausage at five cents per
pound. Here tenderloin steak costs
from twelve to fifteen cents.and sausage
eight cents per pound. The wholesale
and retail prices of all other meats bear
the same relative values. As to baker's
bread, the loaf is of exactly the same
size and weight It was when flour was
from eight to ten dollars a barrel. Gra
bam Is much cheaper than bolted flour,
and yet a b.ker's loaf of Graham bread
is not only smaller but commands tho
same price as white bread. A citizen
wants to know why. And a good
many want to know why. Ashland
Times.
